Only a light scalping deal was witnessed
during the first hour this morning, and the
market was entirely lacking in features.
July wheat opened at 851.2 c and sold to
85%cand then off to 85c Wheat cables
were dull. New York was stronger and St.
Louis easier. In the corn pit Jones, Ken-
nett & Hopkins and Foss, Strong & Co.
were the principal buyers, and Baldwin sold
pretty freely, trading being quite lively early.
The market opened strong, or at Soifec for
July, and then weakened to 52«2@52*>gc
Oats sold down to 32%cfor July. Provisions
were again quiet and rather weak, mess
pork attracting a little more interest,
however, than for a couple of days past
July pork sold off to $13.95. The same op-
tion of lard to $8.52%, and ribs to $7.57%.
Inspection returns show receipts of Hears
winter wheat 4S cars spring, 609 cars corn,
and 235 cars oats. The out inspection

thowed withdrawals from store of 4.777 bu
winter wheat 2,500 bu spring, 174,280 bu
corn, and 135,226 bu oats. The most im-
portant piece ofmarket news received was
the government crop bulletin. All sorts of
interpretations were put on the wheat esti-
mates. The postal telegraph's first bulletin
made the net result 66 on condition.
When this was received the market
was 8514cfor July. Baldwin and one or
two others had an early tip that the report
would show an improvement in condition,
and they had sold the market down to 85c
Lindblom started the buying on the GO per
cent bulk tine, and the market jumped to
86"!j.(_S6i4c. Then came the official copy-
making the general average 733. This
started the crowd to wiling, under the im-
pression that they had been misled. The
price broke about Hie, June going to 84%c,
and July to 85% clt took considerable fig-
uring to arrive at the true significance
of the special reduction in area
of 1,750.000 acres. but the con-
clusion was finally reached that
the postal bulletin was, after all, correct.
The market very soon began to reflect this
change ofsentiment and from 12 o'clock to
1 o'clock the advance was steady. The clos-
ingrange was at the top. Corn speculation
reached a liberal aggregate, and changes in
prices were frequent within 7»c limits. The
market was rather nervous and unsettled, in
sympathy with wheat The opening was
stronger on the smaller receipts than ex-
pected, and July sold up to 5 3"Ac at the
start Later, when the estimates for Monday
were announced at 750 cars (and still larger
if the inspectors work to-morrow) there was
