CnicAaco, June 15.—The advance Re-
publican contingent assumed respecta-
ble proportions to-day. At least a thou-
sand arrivals were added to its ranks.
Of these, however, a very small propor-
tion were delegates. The largze major-
ity were personai friends and adherents
of favorites. Ones with but one mis-
sion or ambition, that of whooping it up
for the man of their choice. It was es-
sentially a Blaine day. The spirit of
the Plumed Knight seemed to be in the
air. M. Haynes, the national commit-
teeman from Maine, whbo was around
bright and rearly, gave it out without
any qualification that if the man from
Maine could have the unanimous vote
of the convention he could be persuaded
torun. This served as a starter to the
Blaine enthusiasm, and little else
was talked of by the crowds
n the hotel rotundas. A dispatch
from the chairman of the California
lelegation reading: “We will berin
Chicago at 10 to-morrow with all west
of the Missouri for Blaine and protec-
tion to American industries,” and the
further announcement that 2,000 white
Blaine hats had been ordered of a local
fouse and would be ready for delivery
in the morning only tended to increase
the furore. In vain it was given out by
B. F. Jones and other staunch adhe-
rents of Blaine that all mention of his
name was sheer nonsense: that the step
had been taken largely owing to the en-
treaties of his wife, backed up by .his
physicians, the latter holding that it
would be suicidal for him to attempt an-
othier campaign. 'The crowds

WERE IN A BLAINE MOOD
and they would talk Blaine and nothing
else. Blaine badges and Blaine pictures
became numerous in the botel corridors
to-day. Perhaps they will be more nu-
merous to-motrow. Then the men from
the far West will be here with “Blaine
and victory” on their banners and hang
their banners on the outer wall. Fora
dozen years the Maine man has had a
most devoted personal following in the
slope states, and with almost absolute
unanimity they have suppoirted him.
Yet it Is by no means certain that their

shouting is more than a conven-
lent lever for their movement,
just as some other delegations

will take refuge behind a complimentary
ballot. That would be picturesque on
the part of Californians.

UNCERTAINTY OF THE CONTEST.

It is well understood that the Pacific
*oast will be united, and that their in-
dorsement of a candidate will count for
much. Gresham seems to have good
many friends among them. The Chi-
nese question, the silver question—mat-
iers of little moment to the East—will
play a most important part in de-
termining to whom they shall
throw their support.

SPOONER IS SANGUINE,

Wisconsin’s Senator Will Pilot the
Rusk Boom.

CaicaGo, June 15.—Senator John C.
Spooner, the head of the Wisconsin del-
egation, arrived last evening from
Washington. Almost the first thing the
senator did was to hold a lengthy con-
ference with Henry C. Payne, another
delegate at large, of Milwaukee, at
which the present situation was thor-
oughly discussed and analyzed. The
result of the talk was not officially an-
nounced by the senator or Mr. Payne,
but all indications point to the starting
of a Rusk boom, which will be devel-
oped as the week progresses. The two
statesmen came to the conclusion that
the present circumstances fully war-
ranted the Wisconsin delegation In sup-
porting its favorite governor as a presi-
dential candidate. *We’re going to
vote for Gov.

The dissolution of the brave soldier
monarch occurred at 11 o%clock this
morning at Castle Friedrichskron. He
died without a struggle, surrounded by
all the sorrowing members of his fam-
ily.

Some details are becoming known in
regard to the last hours of the emperor.
An hour after midnight the empress
dismissed the members of the imperial
family to their apartments and pre-
pared to pass the night watch in a room
adjoining the sick chamber of the em-
peror. Dr. Hovell shared in the vigil.
At this time the emperor was in the full
possession of his faculties. Shortly
after 1 o’clock he wrote on a siip of
paper the following questions, which
he handed to Dr. Hovell: “How is my
pulse?”’ *‘Are you satisfied with
it?? He then wrote something more,
but retained the piece of paper in his
hand after erasing the words. Between
2 and 3 o’clock his breathing became
terribly labored, and some moments of
struggle would occur, alternating with
spasms and great distress as the hard
fight with approaching death progressed.
By this time the

STRENGTH OF THE DYING EMPEROR
was seen to be waning. As soon as it
became evident that the end was near,
the empress caused the royal family to
be summoned. At 8 o’clock all gathered
around the bedside. Dr. Koegel, court
chaplain, who had been summoned by
telegraph from Ems, did not arrive in
time to administer the last sacrament.
Dr. Persius, therefore, officiated in this
ceremony. Pastor Rogge was also pres-
ent in the death chamber. During the
administering of the sacrament, and, in-
deed, to within fifteen minutes before
his death, the emperor appeared to be
quite conscious. He showed by the

EXPRESSION OF HIS EYES

and by the movements of his eyelids
that he still recognized all who ap-
proached the bedside, relatives and
others. A number of officials, who had
been summoned early in the morning,
reached the palace before death had
taken place. Among those present
at the time the emperor died were Count
von Stolberg-\Ver nigerode, Gen. von
Albedyll, Count Eulenberg, Count Rad-
olin-Radolinski, Gen. Pape and Gen.
Lindequist. A ministerial council was
held at Berlin just before the emperor
died. Prince Bismarck, who presided
at the council, was much agitated.
While it was yet in session Prince Bis-
marck received a telephonic message
announcing the decease of the emperor,
which intellizence he formally imparted
to the council, and it immediately ad-
journed.

Prince Bismarck arrived at Potsdam
at 1:40 o’clock this afterncon. The flag
flying over the Friedrichskron palace
was lowered to half mast at 11:20 this
morning. 'The remains of the emperor
now lie on the bed on which he died.
Hussars occupy the roads leading from
Friedrichskron castle to Sans Souci. In
the interior of the former castle the
Lehr battalion mounts guard under com-
mand of Maj. Natzner.

Before his death Emperor Frederick
gave directions that his remains should
be interred in the garrison church at
Potsdam. The emperor’s remains will
lie in state in the garrison church at
Potsdam. By order of the evangelical
church council the bells will be tolled
at s&)_ecitied hours for fourteen days suc-
ceeding 1n all the Protestant churches
of the kingdom.

At5:30p. m. Prince Bismarck and all
the members of the ministry, the aides-
de-camp and the officers on duty in the
palace were admitted to the chamber of
death. The servants of the housepold
and the soldiers of the Lehr battalion

were afterward allowed to enter, and
they paid their
AST TRIBUTE OF RESPECT

to their master. The body reposes on
the iron bed in which the emperor ex-
pired. The body is enveloped in a
white shroud. Only the upper half
of the face is visible., On the breast

right hand and the crown prince and
crown princess stood at the left side of
the death bed. The laurel wreath now
lying on the body was given to the
deceased by his father after the battle
of Woerth. The funeral service
will be held in the Friedens Kirche
on Monday and will be of simple char-
acter as desired by the deceased. The
imperial famil¥ will attend a funeral
service in the Jasper gallery at6 p. m.
on Sunday. Requiem services will be
held in all the churches at 7:30 p. m. on
Sunday.

In accordance with the wishes of the
late emperor and of the empress, Em-
peror William II. has ordered that the
funeral be held Monday morning. The
obsequies will be

DEVOID OF POMP,

and will be of a military character.
Owing to the limited accommodation the
attendance will necessarily be very
small. Itis understood that a general
period of mourning of six weeks will be
proclaimed. All public amusement will
be suspended until two days after the
the funeral.

Herr Von Werner sketched the em-
peror’s features after death.

The Official Announcement.
BERLIN, June 15.—The Reichsanzei-
ger (official paper) publishes the foll#w-
ing announcement:

The royal sufferer has ended his earthly
career. By God’s decree the emperor-king,
our most gracious master, passed to his eter-
nal rest shortly after 11 oclock this morn-
ing. after a long and grievoussuffering, which
were borne with admirgble fortitude and
submission to God’s will. The royal house
and the German people have been twice be-
reaved within a short time. They deenly
mourn the all too early decease of our much-
beloved ruler,

BERLINERS IN WEEDS.

Public Bodies Adjourn and Citi-
zens Drape Their Residences in
Mourning.

BERLIN, June 15.—The municipal
council received notice of the death of
the emperor through Herr Von Forken-
beck, mayor of Berlin, while they were
in session. They immediately ad-
journed. The bells in Berlin began
tolling at 2 o’clock this afternoon.
Mourning is displayed on many houses.
In a number of shop windows busts of
the emperor, veiled with ecrape, have
been placed. The bourse here is closed
on account of the death of the emperor.

GERMANY'S GRIEF.

Nations and Individuals Send
Messages of Condolence and
Otherwise Sympathize With the
Mighty Empire.

WASHINGTON, June 15.—Intelligence
of the death of Emperor Frederick IIL.
was received by Secretary Bayard this
morning, by a cable message from the
United States legation at Berlin. The
secretary immediately informed the
president, and the following cablegram
was sent to Berlin:

Penaleton, Minister, Berlin:

The president desires you to make ex-
pression, through the foreign office, of the re-
spectful symipathy felt  throughout the
United States for the German nation in the
loss of their emperor, who has just yielded to
death with such lofty courage and calm
resignation to the Divine decree.

ITALY’S RESPECT.

RoMmE, June 15.—Signor Crispi, the

rime minister, announced the death of

‘mperor Frederick to the chamber of

deputies to-day. He made pathetic al-

lusions to the dead ruler. By a unani-
mous vote the chamber adjourned until

Monday out of respect for the late

monarch.

Sig. Crispi said that the demise of the
emperor must be regarded as a great
calamity. The deceased ruler was the
constant friend of Italy and her dynasty.
He had labored long for Italy’s unity as
well as for the unity of the German
states. His life was a guarantee of
peace, which, he hope, would not be
endangered by his death. Sig.
Bianchesi, president of the chamber,
said he thought that he uttered the
feelings of the. whkole of Italy in ex-
pressing profound regret at the death
of the emperor. On motion of Sig.
Epia it was resolved to telegraph the
speeches of Sigs. Crispi and Bianchesi
to Berlin.
