While the party
were gossiping in the executive cham-
ber, Speaker John G. Carlisle and Con-
gressman T. J. Campbell happened in,
and were, invited by the mayor to re-
main and witness the ceremony.

The Duke, ofMarlborough paid a visit

to St. Paul several months ago. and it is
not likely that he will forget an inci-
dent that occurred during his stay here.
Accompanied by the Countess of Ayles-
ford. who has since died, the duke at-
tended a reception given by the Waba-
sha club, of this city. After perform-
ing his duty as an escort, the duke sin-
gled out one of the young ladies present
and asked for an introduction to her.
A gentleman took the ducal visitor by
the arm and waltzed him in the direc-
tion of the society belle, who was not at
all dazzled at the prospect ofknowing a
real live duke. To his lordship's dis-
may and confusion, when the presenta-
tion was made the young lady com-
pletely

IGNORED THE INTRODUCTION
and coolly turned to a companion and
engaged in conversation, leaving Marl-
borough to make the best of a bad bar-
gain. The pluck of the young lady was
very much commended at the time, and
the duke did not tarry long at the re-
ception after the facts in the case were
promulgated.

New York, June 20.—The Metropoli-

tan opera house was crowded to-night
by thousands of citizens in a ratifica-
tion meeting addressed by Col. R. G.
Ingersoll, Congressman Hoar, of Michi-
gan, and other popular speakers. Long
before the hour announced forthe open-
ing of the meeting it was estimated that
4,000 people had entered. Every availa-
ble space was soon occupied, and by the
time Chairman Bartlett called the meet-
ing to order the building was packed.
The neighboring streets were crowded
with interested spectators who came
too late to secure an admittance to the
building. The interior of the building
was a scene of the wildest enthusiasm.
Itwas decidedly an American audience,
and the national airs discoursed by
Cappa and his Seventh regiment band
evoked prolonged applause. The names
of Harrison, Morton, Sherman and
Blame were signals for outbursts of
cheers and clapping of hands lasting sev-
eral minutes. Cries of "no free trade,"
"protection," and the like were frequent,
and the appearances on the stage of

' BOH IXGERSOIX
and other prominent Republicans threw
the audience into a cyclone of applause.
The boxes were decorated with Ameri-
can flags, as well as the chairman's ta-
ble, and large portraits of Harrison and
Morton were visible in several parts -of
the house. On the stage were grouped
together the guests ofthe evening, and
these numbered several hundred.
Among them were: Patrick Ford, Gen.
Stewart L. Woodford, Chairman B. F.
Jones, of the .Republican national
committee, John M. Knapp, Henry
Clews, Senator William 11. Robertson,
Commodore James A. Bostwick, Jolin
J. O'Brien, Dr. Howard Crosby, Corne-
lius N. Bliss, J. Pierrepont, Morgan,
Edwards Pierrepont, 1). O. Mills. Ber-
nard Bigbin, Horace Russell, William
W. Astor, Clarence A. Seward, John
Jacob Astor, Jesse Seligman. Theodore
Roosvelt, Cornelius Vanderbilt, Elihu
Root. Sheridan Shook, Gen. Thomas L.
James and ex-Surrogate Rollins.

At8:15 Chairman Edward Bartlett
who is president of the Republican club
of this city, called the meeting to order.
In opening the meeting he spoke in
warm praise of the Republican plat-
form and of the candidates who stand
on it. He alluded to Harrison as a
patriot and a statesman, and referred to
his services in the field and in the sen-
ate. Of Levi P. Morton, the candidate
for vice president, he said the banking
house ofwhich he was the head had
largely aided in the resumption of
specie payment and the fundine of the
public debt. He evoked applause by
his reference to Mr. Morton's aid in
sending food to the starving poor of
Ireland in I^SO. He said the issue be-
fore the people was that of
PROTECTION TO AMERICAN INDUSTRY,
and on that issue the Republicans are
sure to win. When the speaker alluded
to Morton a picture of the candidate for
vice-president that stood by the side of
the stage was raised aloft and was
greeted with enthusiastic applause.

The first speaker of the evening, in-
troduced, was Congressman Roswell G.
Horr, of Michigan. He was received
with applause, and the applause was in-
creased when he said : "1 come to you
from the Far West simply for the pur-
pose of saying to you people of the
East that we intend to join hands
with you in redeeming the United
States of America." Continuing, he
said: "Isat as a delegate in the con-
vention at Chicago, and although it did
not select the man Ifavored, it did its
work fairly and well.

The general acknowl-
edged the applause by rising, but re-
mained in his private box. "I'm glad
to belong to a party that honors its
heroes," said Mr. Horr. ".England,"
he said, again taking up the thread of
his subject, "turned against us when
we were in the middle of the difficulty
that arose from the slavery question,
but we made her pay for it afterwards.

worth every cent. Take a simple white
wash that is raw material; white—
it, that is unskilled labor, and does
not enhance the value of that canvas.
Let a skilled artist put the
finest throbbings of his heart
upon that canvas and its
value increases to thousands of dollars.
[Applause.] Where the raw material is,
where the unskilled labor and ignorance
is, there the Democratic majority is.
AYe are here ready to light the Democ-
racy any battle, and the Republican
party is willing to fight an
intellectual one if you will.

Why Eng-
land, Germany and every nation
with manufactured goods to sell. Why
Because this nation with free trade and
its wants will buy everything in the
market* of the world, and the foreign
pauper labor could sell it here
free. This is a good market,
and the foreign manufacturers want
to sell their goods to the United States
and have us powerless to resist. This
youthful nation is a better market than
China with its hosts, and India with its
millions, because their wants are small
and the market poor, but they want
to place their goods here and
we won't let them. [Applause.] Some
people think that this country is full
and crowded. Why, in the vast territo-
ries of the West and the boundless !
tracts along the Mississippi's tributa-
ries 500,000,000 people can live and be
educated.

people appeal to us for aid; that
monopolies/in ever-increasing numbers,
are taking more than their just share of
that which is produced, but 1 also know

ABSORBED BY THE SPECULATORS
in the land, and so long as this is the
case it is useless to attempt to correct
these evils unless we strike at the foun-
dation on which they stand. The land
reform strikes the foundation, and for
that reason itis not only the best but
the most rapid means of accomplishing
all these reforms. When all taxes have
been taken off the industries and the
production of wealth is no longer pun-
ished by a line, and when all
taxes have been placed upon
the rental value of the land
and the people see the good
results and understand why it should
be so, then our greatest work will have
been accomplished, for then it will be
plain that all payments for work in
every occupation depend upon the
amount of food a day's labor on the land
will produce, and. proving this, it will
be evident that all the owner of the
lands have from the producer as rent
must reduce the wages not only of the
worker on the land, but also the wages
in every other occupation.

North and South are now working in
harmony. The race line in the South
will be obliterated by getting the wheat
and the chalf among both blacks and
whites into the opposing parties. The
tariff, municipal reform and other
great questions willbe settled by unit-
ing all good people against the vicious
drinking purchasable vote.

At the close of the meeting $500 was
subscribed toward a campaign fund
and placed at the disposal of the terri-
torial committee elected at the after-
noon session.
