The order places all the offi-
cers, clerks and other employes ofall
the executive departments under the
same regulations. In regard to the civil
service rules. Heretofore the civil serv-
ice rules have covered nothing under
.'.mo in some departments; others |800
and others ,720. This order divides all
employes receiving more than *?7:20 into
ten classes, but provides that no person
who may be appointed to office by, and
withadvice and consent of the senate;
nor any person employed merely as a
messenger, laborer, workman or watch-
man, shall be considered as within the
iassiiications provided in the osder.

HARD-WORKED SENATORS.
Only a Dozen of Them on Duty—

They Talk and Talk and Do Lit-
tle Else.

Washington, June 30.—The feature

of the senate proceedings to-day was
the further consideration of the river
and harbor bill. There were .only about
a dozen senators in their seats. The
followingamendments were agreed to:
Inserting ah item of $10,000 for the Mis-
sissippi river above St. Anthony falls;
inserting an item of $50,000 for strength-
ening Sny island levee; inserting in the
Mississippi river appropriation from the
mouth of the Illinois to the mouth of
the Ohio the words, "and the improve-
ment of St. Louis harbor;" increasing
the appropriation for the Mississippi
from the head of the passes to the
mouth of the Ohio -from §2,000,000 to
$•.,50! i,000, increasing item of .1,000,000
lor the Missouri, from Fort Benton to
the mouth; increasintr amount for the
canal at Cascades, Ore., from $175,000 to
?300,000; for the mouth of the Columbia
river, Ore., from $350,000 to $500,000;
directing examination and survey with
a view to future work at Rock Island,
Ills., Clinton, 10., Walden, Mass., Osage
river, Missouri, East river, New York,
Cape Fear river. North Carolina, Nar-
ragansett bay, Rhode Island, and Col-
umbia river, at Dalles, Ore., but no
appropriations were made. The amend-
ment directing a survey for a ship canal
from La Salle,. Ills., to Lake Michi- :
gan, near Chicago, was, after a
long debate, agreed to. The
amendment authorizes surveys and esti-
mates to be made for a channel improve-
ment and locks and dams in the beds of
the Illinois and Desplaines rivers, from
LaSalle toLockport. so as to provide a
navigable waterway 100 feet wide and
14 feet deep; also to have surveyed a
ciuniiieilioui 1-UCK.por. to Jj>ik. iuiciii-

gan, near Chicago; the expenses to be
paid out of the appropriation for the
Illinoisriver. Amendments were agreed
to locating a canal from the Illinois
river at Hennepin to the Mississippi at
the mouth ofthe Rock river, and abol-
ishing the Missouri river commission;
also an item appropriating $50,000 for
the purchase of the Green and Barren
rivers improvement in Kentucky. The
appropriation of :_10.000 far Glen Cove,
N. V., was increased to $_0,000. Separ-
ate votes were demanded on the Henne-
pin channel amendment .and the
one abolishing the Missouri river
commission, also for the amendment
for purchase of the Green and Barren
rivers improvement in Kentucky. No
action was taken on account of no quo-
rum. After a brief executive session
the doors were again opened. The con-
ference report on the diplomatic and
consular bill was agreed to. As a sub-
stitute for the amendment fora commis-
sion to visit the Congo, an appropriation
of$4,000 was made for the salary of a
commercial agent at Boma,in the Lower
Congo basin, with authority to visit the
Upper Congo basin and report as to its
commercial resources. Among the
bills passed was one authorizing the
Birmingham, Selma & New Orleans
railroad to build a bridge across the-
Tombigbee in Alabama. Thirty-eight
private pension bills were passed, and
the senate at 4:40 adjourned until Mon-
day at 11a. m. -.<•;;_, _.*_

Chinese immigration into Australia has
placed the "English government on the
horns of a dilemma from which itis im-
possible for England to extricate herself
with suffering considerable injury. On
the one hand, England runs the risk of
offending China, and on the other there
is the danger of exciting an unfrienely
feeling against the mother country in
Australia. . The treaty obligations of
Great Britain with China are not alto-
gether compatible withthe action of the
colonists regarding Chinese immigation.
The treaty of Tien-Tzin, signed June
26, 1858, does not appear to contain any
clause that bears upon the question.
But the treaty of Pekin, signed October
24, 1860, provides that after the exchange
of certain ratifications the emperor of
China willproclaim that Chinese choos-
ing to taice service intne lintisu colo-
nies are at perfect liberty to enter into
engagements with British subjects for
that purpose and to ship themselves and
their families on board any British ves-
sel at any of the open ports of China;
also that the Chinese high authorities
shall, in concert with her Brittanic
majesty's representatives in China,
frame such regulations for the .:-,,- _

PROTECTION OF CHINESE
emigration as above as the circum-
stances ofthe different open ports may
demand. The general sense of the'
clause is that the arrangements affect-
ing Chinese migration to the colonies
should be made between the Chinese-
authorities and the British minister in
China. With this intention, the Aus-
tralian enactments, the Chinese ambas-
sador claims, are incompatible, and they
ought, therefore, one and all, to have
been disallowed by England. The
Chinese government, though it has re-
luctantly opened a portion of itsdomin-
ions to English traders, and was, until
this question came up, on terms of great
amity with her majesty'S'.gdvef'nmant,''
has never yet opened China to English-
men in the same manner that European >
countries .are .open to them. Notwith-
standing this, the court of Pekin has
thus far refused to consent to any re-

'

striction the emigration of its sub-
jects to Australia. The colonial secre-
tary admits that the question is a most
serious one, as' itcomes at a most inop- .
portune moment, when a rupture ofthe
friendly feelings existing between
England a_nd China might prove a se-
vere blow to the Indian government
and bring \

inBurmah, especially that portion on
the Thibetan frontier. A false step on
the part of the colonial office might also
land inEngland incomplications which
would forever put an end to the friendly
relations which at present exist between
England and her colonies. In the pres-
ent crisis, to force Australia to run
counter to her wishes would be to put
an end, once and for all, to the dream
of imperial federation. That fascinat-
ing idea can never become a reality un-
less the principle is firmly grasped that
in all matters ofdispute that portion of
the empire whose interests are most at
stake should have the casting vote.
Most Englishmen have an inherent dis-
like to the inhospitality of excluding
foreigners from their shores, and in the
present case, after England has forced
China to receive her traders and mer-
chants into her ports,it seems peculiarly
unjust to arbitrarily exclude Chinamen
from her territories. Australia will,
however, be the sufferer from -
