Hunter, Dak., July 3.—A peculiarly

sad case of lightning's fatal work has
just come to light through a neighbor,

who reports that last Friday night dur-
ing the storm the house of a Norwe-
gian named Ole Olstad, about eight
miles northwest of this place, was
struck by lightning. The house was
what is known as a sod shanty,
occupied by Olstad, . his wife
and their eight-months old
baby. On Saturday the neighbors, not
seeing signs of life about the premises,
investigated. Effecting an entrance
into the house they found Olstad ly-
ingon the floor near the door, dead,
withhis head

BURNED TO A CRISP,

the clothing nearly burned from the
body, and the flesh inplaces blackened
and" peeling from the bones.
Near by lay the body
of his wife badly burned
about the face and shoulders, her
features barely recognizable. On the
bed ina corner of the room, beneath a
large feather pillow, lay the -babe un-
harmed, kicking its heels in the air and
laughing and enjoying itself. Anex-
amination of the building showed that
the bolt entered the house by way

of the chimney, passing down and
scattering pieces of the stove about the
room. Another and equally sad cir-
cumstance inconnection with the affair
is the fact that Olstad had sent money
to the old country to enable his

tocome and live with him. "On Satur-
day morning the old couple arrived in
Hunter, and were driven to the resi-
dence of their son, accompanied
by an unmarried brother, who
lives in Minnesota and had
joined them in St. Paul, thinking to
make the family reuuion complete.
The. grief of the parties when they ar-
rived at the farm can better be im-
agined than described. The babe is
being taken care of by the neighbors.

ter is not known, as it is understood
that no great amount will accrue from
the estate.

STRIKE AT WINONA.

AChange ofHours Precipitates a
Difficulty.

Special to the Globe.
Winona, July 3.—Astrike at the mills

of the Winona Lumber company, orig-
inating among the Polish laborers, laid
400 men off to-day, and business at the
mills is at a stand-still. On account of
the rush of business the men employed
by the Winona Lumber company have
been working twelve hours a day, re-
ceiving pay for a day and a quarter's
work. As the other saw mills in the
city have been running but eleven
hours a day, the lumber company de-
cided to reduce the working hours
to that number, paying the men
for eleven hours' work. But
there was dissatisfaction at once among
the Polanders, who claimed they
wanted to work either twelve hours
and get a quarter of a day's pay extra
or ten hours, which is a usual day's
work. This morning, when the whistle
blew and the mills started up, the men
stood around with their arms folded and
refused to work. Of course the mill
was soon clogged up and compelled to
shut down. There was nothing doing
there during the day and the mill will
remain shut down until after the
Fourth. The Lumber company feels
that it has acted fairly with the men
and has no concessions to grant. The
strike, while involving the entire
working force of the saw mill,
was the work of but a portion of
the men. There was some threatening
among the men that a general strike
among all the saw mills would result
unless the outcome of this one was suc-cessful, but itis not thought likely that
anything of the kind is anticipated at
the other mills. Andrew Hamilton,
president of the Winona Lumber com-
pany, told the men to-day that all who
wished to return Thursday morning
and work eleven hours could"do so.

Lightning and Thunder.

RESTING ON THEIR OARS.

The Situation in the Iron Work-
ers' Lockout Remains the Same„. —

Both Sides Sanguine.
.Pittsrurg, Pa., July 3.—The iron

lockout presented no new features
to-day. No more signatures were ob-
tained by the Amalgamated people to
their scale up to noon, and there were
no indications of either side giving in.
The manufacturers say that before they
decided to resist the workmen's scale,
they calculated that certain firms would
sign the scale,and they look for at least
twomore mills to resume before the end
of the week. The signing of the sale by
these few firms they claim, however,
wiilhave no effect on the general situa-
tion, as there are seventy-one firms in
the Western association who are de-
termined to resist the scale. Moor-
head, McCleane & Co. paid off their
men to-day and' closed down indefinite-
ly. In speaking of the lock-out
to-day Max Moorhead said: "There
are some firms that cannot * af-
ord to remain idle. We can, and
unless the men give in we shall not
start before November. Inthe present
condition of the market it is doubtful
whether we should resume before Sep.
tember under any circumstances."

The workmen appear to be well satis-
fied with the result so far and confi-
dently assert that the lock-out will not
last very long. The thirteen firms that
have signed the scale operate sixteen
mills and employ about 12.000 men.

A Youngstown, oOhio, dispatch
says there is no change in
the situation there. All outgoing
trains are crowded withiron workers
and their families, going to visitfriends.
The manufacturers show no disposition
to sign the scale.
