Cuicago, Ill, July 7.—Hutchinson, wl‘m
has been decidedly long on August whe.ml‘
gave the wheat pit a surprige this morning
by having his brokers on the floor selling
quietly before the market opened. Itwas
not long, however, before the dealers re-
covered from their surprise and began act
ing. Their first impulse wasto jumpupon
the market, breaking it and bringing the
prices down from 813jc to 8le. Reports
from France and England are still at wide
variance, but those of a nature favorable to
the crop rather predominate. Based on
yesterday's closing figzures there was an
advance in August wheat of 3gc and in Sep-
tember of 1ge, while December closed e off.
General tradingwas active aund a large vol-
ume of business was transacted, though it
was mainly of a local scalping character.
There were again some foreign buying orders
received. Cousiderable changing over of
July to August was done, 100,000 bu being
exchanged in one lot; it was reported at lc
difference. Corn was firm on account of the
light receipts, The receipts were twelve cars
short of the esumate. There are indications
that July wheat has gone to a premium, run-
ning 1c higher than August. This is on ae-
count of the disposition of the elevator peonle
to hold on to the stocks. They are afraid
that if they let go of the wheat in store they
will be ecaught with empty bins in case of a
short crop. Provisions opened with a bullish
prospect. Another light run of hogs made
traders regard the market confidently, and
from the first hour prices showed an advane-
ing tendency. Later, under unexpected free
speculative offerings. a weaker feeling was
developed, and a severe decline occurred all
around. At the.close pork and short ribs
stood 5@712¢ lower than yesterday. Lard,
however, closed a shade higher. Hutchinson
& Warren were free sellers of short ribs.
Generel trading was only moderate.

THE ROUTINE REPORT,

Cnuicaco, July 7.—To-day’s action in wheat
was the reverse of vyesterday's. Prices
opened steady. and the first move was a de-
(-fine of 1e. In selling for the re-action the
crowd evidently overdid the thing, and
there was an upturn in prices which re-
gained most of the lofs before noon. and on
a second bulge, after 12 o'clock, prices went
several points above the closing quotations
last night. The early selling to-day wasa
continvation of that late yesterday, when it
was thought that the foreigners were work-
ing the market. Some regard the bulge of
Thursday as too violent, and the decline
which followed, a natural one. Cables were
again quite favorable. while 65,000 bn were
exported, besides half as much flour from
Atlantic ports. The way in which July
wheat is held caused it to sell at %
cent premium over August early to-day.
August prices ranged 817g¢ down to 797%e,
up to 81%c, back to 813k¢, up to 815c and
on the later bulge advanced nearly 1¢ addi-
tional to 82Ye, returning to 82¢ as soon
as the little flurry was over. One cause
for the strength was Bradshaw’s estimate on
the visible and invisible supply of wheat,
which was of a bullish character. Wheat
closed for the week strong and at outside
gri(-es for the session: Jnly, 83e:; August,

213¢; September, S817ge. Corn was quite
strong during the greatesr part of the session,
There was a little dip in prices from the
opening figures, when wheat sold off’ 1e, but
the feeling was bullish on the conditions,
and the closing prices were nearly 1le higher

were the dec e of nearly 1,500,000 bu in
the local stocks for the week, the light
receipts to-day and light estimate for Mon-
day, the good cash demand, the light offer-
ings and the persistent buying by a large
local cperator.
