TIMELYTOPICS.

Dr. G. L.Gurney, who has just re-
turned from a pleasure trip around the
shores of Lake Michigan, has brought

back the usual number of fish stories
withhim. but these are all discounted
by the story of how his life was saved
by a rooster. One evening the doctor
concluded to go out for a swim. He
took a small row boat, pulled it out a
short distance from the shore and
dropped anchor. After disrobing he
stood on the gunwale of the boat and
dived into the lake, lt was rather
foggy at the time and when the doctor
came to the surface he could not see
the boat. He swam around, but the
fog grew denser and no boat could be
discovered. The shore was as invisible
as the boat, and in paddling around
after the latter the doctor lost his lati-
tude and did not know in which direc-
tion to steer for land. In this predica-
ment he swam and floated until he was
thoroughly exhausted. When about to
give up indespair he heard the crowing
ofa rooster seemingly close at hand.
With a thrillof joyhe started in the di-
rection of the sound and in less than a
minute was safe on the shore. In fact,
for an hour ormore he had been within
a few feet of the shore and at a place
where he could have touched bottom
and waded out. **

"The hottest day this summer," was
the statement made yesterday afternoon
by P. F. Lyons, of the U.S. signal sta-
tion. Continuing, he said: "The ther-
mometer registers 94 deg. They are
having itwarmer up inMontana, where
last night 102 deg. was registered. We
shall have warm weather now for a few
days, as there is nothing on the docket
that indicates rain. The warmest day
previous to this was June 28, when it
was SS deg. This day a year ago 91deg.
was registered. June, 18S7, was a little
warmer than June this year, but July,
so far, has been about the same. The
rainfall has been peculiar. Last month
was the dryest month on record, with
one exception, since 1870. That excep-
tion was June, 1879, when it was 1.70;
last month it was 1.95. The rainfall
this month has thus far been heavy,
and already shows 3.51. Two inches
fell the Ist ofJuly.

"We are having a great many appli-
'

cations for teachers from the east," re-
marked School Inspector Louis H. Max-
field, "for our system is becoming well
known, and people like to come here.
The board is now transacting routine
business, but by the Ist of August we
shall do something definite in the way
of appointing teachers, janitors and
engineers. Some changes are contem-
plated, but it is impossible to say yet
what they will result in. Applicants
for situations are calling upon me by

Manager E. Eddy, of Thiel's North-
western Detective agency, has just re-
turned from Mexico and has a budget

of interesting gossip from the land of
the Montezumas. Sunday afternoon,
June 10, he was in the City of Mexico,
and witnessed a bull fight which was
marked by a series of exciting incidents,
a bull fighter being tossed by an infuri-
ated bull and seriously injured, and a
youth was gored to death by the same
animal. There were thirty men and
boys in the ring engaged in imitating
the various branches of expert bull
fighting, and the usual precaution had
not been taken of placing large wooden
balls upon the bull's horns, only a few
rags being wrapped around them. As
60on as he was struck by the animal the
youth fell to the ground and was gored
by the maddened brute, which com-
pleted the tragedy by grinding the body
into the earth until life was extinct.-

The property owners on Maryland
street are having a hard time over, the
grading of that street. The work was
to have been completed last fall, but it
is stillunfinished, and willprobably re-
main so until next year. Atleast the
last plan to finish the work has failed,
owing to the fact that the council has
made no provision for the necessary
funds. The history of the contract,
which was a heavy one, the cost
amounting to 168,000, is well known.

weeks each. The school year willopen
Oct. IS, 18S8, and close April17, 188!*.
During the course lectures willbe given
on the subjects of "Farm Management,"
"Soils," "Crops," "Farm Hygiene" and
"Commercial and Farm Laws." Ad-
mission willbe given to students who
have completed a common school course.
Entrance examinations will be held at
the building the first day of the year.
There willbe no charge for tuition, the -

HELPING THE HEATHEN. ,
A Vast Field in Africa for Mis-

sionary Endeavor.
Thomas L. Johnson, financial and

organizing secretary of the African
missions, delivered an ,interesting
lecture at Woodland Park Baptist
church last evening. He spoke of hisexperiences inAfrica and the mission-ary work that is being done in that
land. Said he: "We want to send outmissionaries to our benighted people.
Ispeak to-night in behalf of 850,000,000
people who are groping in.the darkness
of superstition and error. While you
are basking in the sunlight of Chris-
tianity, millions of heathen are pass-
ing into eternity without possessing the
knowledge of God. In America there
is one missionary to every- 800 souls,
inAfrica there is but one missionary toevery 400,000 souls. Eighty million dol-
lars are spent annually for home mis-
sionary work and only $4,000,000 for the
foreign missions."

The speaker illustrated his remarks
concerning his travels by means ofmaps. He exhibited to the audience a
number of African curios— stools, bas-kets, money, fans, mats, etc. At-the
conclusion of the address, which was
delivered with much feeling and list-
ened to withrapt attention, a collection
was taken up for the benefit of the Afri-
can missions. r •

Protested Against by : Property:
'] Holders Who Want ItAbated.
'i The first complaint made under the •
hew smoke ordinance has been received
by Building Inspector Johnson. Itis a \u25a0

petition from a number of residents in
the vicinityof Cedar street and College
avenue, requesting that the nuisance
•caused by the' dense smoke from the
Edison Eleccric Light works be abated.
Itis said that the soot falls in large
quantities and proves an annoyance
even to the residents of Central park.
The building inspettorsent the required
notice to the company.which gives them
ten days to abate the nuisance ;other-
wise they will be subject to a fine of
from $20 to $100 foreach offense.

Mr.Johnson, speaking about the mat-
ter, said. "There are three remedies for
the nuisance. One is the use ofanthracite
coal, another the use of crude petro-
leum, and the thirda smoke-consuming
invention. The latter :is used inmany
cases, but the crude petroleum is said to
be the best arrangement. Itis used by
the cable company instead of coal, and,
while itworks .better than coal, is said
to be cheaper, even in St. Paul. The
principal item of cost .in the burning of
crude petroleum is the cost of having it
brought from Pennsylvania, Itcan be
purchased there at 25 cents a barrel, if
the barrels are returned. This cost
would be less if the demand were suffi-
cient to warrant its being brought in
tanks. Inusing the petroleum itis run
into the furnace, through a small stop-
cock about a quarter of an inch Indi-
ameter, and gives a flame from the end
ofthe tube to the rear of the- furnace."
