That Anarchists HowlAbout. .

TWO-EDGED LEGAL RULINGS.
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Judge Gary's Sound Law That Sent
Reds to the Gallows May Im-

prison Millionaires.

Chicago, July 11.—The rulings of
law in the anarchists' case, by 'Judge
Gary, that sent Spies and his comrades
to the gallows, were turned to-day by

another Chicago judge, Kirk Haws,
against the agents, attorneys and chief
officials of one of the wealthiest corpo-
rations in the country. The offense in
this case was attempted jury bribing,
aud the main offender, Sumner C. Welch,
claim agent of the Chicago City railway,
is sentenced to a term behind prison
bars; while C. B. Holmes, president of
the company, and C. M. Hardy, the
company's attorney, are recommended
to be dealt with by the grand jury.
Judge Haws holds that the conspiracy
rulings in the anarchist case apply as
well to any other conspirators. In ren-
dering his decision this morning lie sent
Welch to jail forsix months, and held
that itwas not necessary that Holmes
orHardy should have done any positive
oraffirmative act, or be present when it
was done, ifthey in any way aided or
abetted, and that if they did so aid or
abet,

THEY WERE AS GUILTY
as the actual criminal. The question as
to whether Holmes and Hardy did abet
lie left to the grand jury, recommend-
ing that it investigate their cases.

The citations of the anarchist rulings
by Judge Haws are voluminous, re-
ferring several times directly to the
case by name, "Spies et ai. vs. The Peo-
ple." "The Chicago City railway is per-
haps the largest corporation of the kind
in the country. President Holmes is a
very prominent, wealthy citizen, and
Attorney Hardy is a leading member of
the bar. The bribery was an insignifi-
cant little damage suit against the com-
pany, Welch approaching of one the
jurors named Rosenthal, during a court,
recess, and endeavoring to retain by
money his services in the interest of
the company. Rosenthal indignantly
refused^ voted for the highest verdict
against the corporation and afterwards
exposed the business to the attorneys
for the plaintiff." The matter, small in
itself, raised a storm of public opinion
and brought out much evidence tending
to show that the company's course in
this case was thoroughly systematic and
had been pursued for years in other
litigation, particularly whenever the
company was

INDANGER OF BEINGMULCTED
for damages byunfortunate individuals
who were hurt inaccidents on its forty
miles of street railway. To-day Judge
Haws, inhis decision, publicly thanked
Juror Rosenthal on behalf of the com-
munity. The judge, in recommending
Hardy and Holmes to the grand jury,
said enough had been shown to estab-
lish a reasonable ground for belief that
they had a general knowledge of
Welch's crimes, and indirectly en-
couraged him by passive acquiescence,
willfullyclosing their eyes, or winking
at his infamy. The sentence of Welch
is only for his contempt of court; and
he withHardy and Holmes are liable,
iftheir guilt is formally established be-
fore a jury in the regular way, to a long
term at hard labor in the penitentiary.

Judge Haws* decision is of extraordi-
nary length, and if printed in full
would cover more than an entire page
of an ordinary newspaper. Itis mostly
made up. however, of an analysis of the
the testimony. In this portion Judge
Haws is extremely clear and pains-
taking. The gist of the decision was
stated by him ina few strong sentences
near the conclusion. "There are

FEW CHIMESMORE DESPICABLE,*'
he said, "ormore dangerous to the good
order of society, than juryobribing and
subornation of perjury. We punish
withdeath those who openly attempt to
overthrow the existing order of society
by violence. Shall we not put forth
every effort to restrain those who
secretly and with indirect methods
seek to undermine the chief corner
stone of our social fabric?"*** . ..

DEPENDENT CHILDREN.

Rev. Dr. Dana Explains Methods
For Their Care at the Confer-
ence of Charities and Correc-
tions.

Special to the Globe.
Buffalo, N. V., July 11.— Atthis

morning's session of the conference of
charities and correction the report of
the committee on "Methods of caring
for dependent children" was read by
Rev. M. McG. Dana, of St. Paul,
Minn., the chairman. He thought that
saving the children should be an object
of all philanthropists. One of the
great difficulties was hereditary
characterics handed down to children
by their parents. Idleness, intemper-
ance, theft and impurity. The idea of
placing children in county poor houses
and institutions was spoken ot as one
that wouldlead to vicious results. The
best plan, itwas argued, was tlie plac-
ingof dependent and neglected children
in families. The prime necessity of
life is to learn how to work so as to
know how to live. The "placing out
system" was held to be the way out of
pauperism. In Scotland the system
had long been successfully followed.
Pending the selection of families there
should be preparatory schools wherein
children should be taught what will
tend to make them happy members of
families. The discussion which fol-
lowed showed a general concurrence m
the report. At this evening's session
Prof. Felix Adler delivered an address
on "The Influence of Manual Training
Upon Character." Itwas an able argu-
ment in favor of introducing into our
common schools the teaching of trades
and other branches of productive labor.
The professor explained in some detail
the theory of manual training, especially
inits influence on the will.
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RESISTANCE IS USELESS.

lowa Saloonkeepers Will Shut Up
Shop. Pending the Decision of
the Supreme Court.
Burlington, 10., July 11.— A decis-

ion of more than ordinary importance
and involving a new. point under the
prohibitory liquor law has been ren-
dered by Judge Phelps of the district
court. Two years ago a saloonkeeper,
whose place ofbusiness was enjoined as
a nuisance, appealed to the lowa su-
preme court and after filinga super-
sedeas bond, continued the traffic. The
injunction was sustained, and the
saloonkeeper again gave bond, carried
his case to the United States supremecourt, where it isnot likelytobe reached
for a year or two yet. Recently pro-
ceedings were brought to have him ar-
rested and fined for contempt ofcourt
in continuing the illegal traffic notwith-
standing the injunction. His defense
\u25a0was that, pending the decision of the
federal court, the injunction did not
apply, but the district court now holds
that the injunction did apply and that
the saloonkeeper must close. The
6aloohkeeper at once closed up, and the
others will follow suit, as they admit
that further resistance to the law is use-
less.

Cut Off From Insurance.
