CURRENT COMMENT.

The preliminary hearing of Shotwell,
Clerihew & Lothman, charged with de-
frauding the Nicollet National bank,
will be given in the municipal court to-
day. From the former high standing of
the members of the firm, and from
the interest excited bP{ the peculiar
features of the girls’ strike last
spring, this case will excite general at-
tention. At the time of the trouble in
the sewing room the first facts were
given in the GLOBE, and were state-
ments by the girls, the firm declining to
give their version of the difficulty. Sub-
sequently, when the fight was taken up
on the girls’ behalf by several ministers
and open meetings became frequeng,
the GLOBE published everything of in-
terestin connection with the difficulty
as news and as news only. When
the committee from the jobbers’ associa-
tion made its report in behalf of the
firm, it was given the same prominence
as the other side received and in pre-
cisely the same spirit. The girls’ de-

mand for arbitration, with the ac-
compying argument,  was also
printed, and the arbitration was
advocated as the most sensible

way out of the trouble. From one or
two sources came words of censure for
the GLose for having, as it was ex-
pressed, ‘“‘taken the word of the girls
against the statement of business men
of the integrity and high standing of

Shotwell, Clerihew & Lothman,”
but sinee the recent devel-
opments those who had ecensured

admitted the GLOBE was right. It had
merely as a newspaper, given the faets
as they presented themselves, without
coloring or prejudice.  On the other
hand, some of those who were loudest
thin, in denouncing ‘*‘an attack on a

reputable firm,’ are  now the
loudest in decrying the ‘*‘ques-
tionable business methods of

the firm.” The charge now made by the
bank, though backed by a number of
leading ecitizens, is a very serious one—
a state’s prison offense in tact—and the
firm should not be judged by anything
that has occurred. The law and the

evidence alone should determine their
case.

MAY COME HANDY.

What to Do in Cases of Sunstroke.

The recent torrid weather has occa-
sioned considerable interest in sun-
strokes, and it is well perhaps to con-
sider some of the symptoms, and the
remedies to be employed in cases of
emergency. Sunstroke, it should be
understood, does not depend upon the
sun either for moral or financial sup-
port, for sunstrokes occur quite as often
at midmght as midday. They come
when the ventilation is poor and the
heat great. Pain and nausea and ex-
haustion often precede it, with vertigo

and dim \'isi()p, or a sense of
everything’s being of a uniform
color, red or green or other,

as it may be: the pupils are often con-
tracted, the person becomes rapidly un-
conscious; and the temperature rises
immensely, recovery being rare
when the temperature has exceeded
107 deg. There are other symptoms,
but these are the most usual; par-
tial paralysis often follows the pros-
trated condition of the nervous system,
and 1t has been found in fatal cases,
which are more than half of all, that the
blood has lost the life of its organic con-
stituents. The treatment consists of cold
douche on the spine and ice on the head,
of stimulation of the surface,
with Dblisters and electricity, espe-
cially at the back of the neck and the
spine, with enemas of brandy and of
purgatives, and when the breathing is
difticult,with frequent turning upon the
side and face. This all er any may do
with safety before the physician arrives,
and without waiting for him, but no
time should be lost in securing the best
medical advice.

MORTUARY STATISTICS.

The June Report Furnishes Some
Interesting Data.

The board of health has issued a cir-

cular accompanying the table of mortu-

ary statistics for the month of June,

mailed to the medical profes-
sion, requesting eco-operation through
the medium of death certlficates

in classifying the causes of death,
especially in cases from cholera in-
fantum, infantile gastro-enterites.
Hereafter physicians will be required
to report all cases of typhoid fever and
cerebro-spinal meningitis, not witha
view to quarantining these diseases, but
tiat better opportunity may be given to
inquire into their causation, to localize
and limit epidemic outbLreaks.

The oificial death register for June
shows the number of deaths for Minne-
apolis to be 201, classified as follows:
l\iale adults, 39; female adults, 44; male
minors, 60; female minors, 58. The
accidental deaths number nine, and the
killed by shooting three. Diphtheria
caused the death of seventeen persons,
scarlet fever twenty-seven, measles
103, making the total of deaths
from contagious diseases 147. The
death rate in the several
wards was: First, 13: Second, 7; Third,
30; Fourth, 16; Fifth, 20: Sixth, 21; Sev-
enth, 127 Eighth, 12; Ninth, 22; 'Tenth,
7; Eleventh, 88; Twelfth, 2; Thir-
teenth, 1.

Hospital and Poor House,

The board of supervisors of the poor
transacted only routine business yester-
day. Supt. Curtiss’ report for June
showed 349 applications for aid; 167
cases where relief was granted and 174
orders for groceries, amounting to $493;
number of patients in hospital June 1,
673 sent to hospitals during the month,
36; now in_hospitals, 60; hospital ex-
penses, $202.92; number of inmates at
poor house, 40: expense, $353.42; total
expenses of the department for the
mounth, $1,635.76.

DASHED TO DEATH.

A Railroad Train Crashes Through
a Trestle, Kiilling Three Persons
and Injuring More Than a Score.
ALEXANDRIA, Va., July 12.—A terri-

ble accident occurred on the Virginia

Midland railroad early this morning.

The through southern train that left

here at 11:25 last night went through a

trestle between Orange court house

and Barboursville, a distance of fifteen
feet, killing five persons outright and
wounding upwards of forty, some se-
verely. About two miles south of

Orange is a trestle forty-eight feet high,

which was known to be weak, and the

railroad company was engaged in filling

it in. The train was moving at a speeﬁ
of six miles crossing the trestle, under
regular orders. ‘I'he engine had passed
safely over most of the trestle, when
the smoker, mail, baggage and express
cars went down with a great crash,
dragging down the engine and tender
and two passenger coaches. Two
sleepeis remained on the trestle. The
engine went down, pilot end foremost,
thus communicating no fire to the
wreck. All lights were extinguished in
the fall. The dead and some of the
wounded were taken to Orange, while
the more seriously hurt were taken to
Charlottesville and placedin the cottage
hospital, hotels, and homes of friends. -

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ABATING FLOODS.

The Monongahela and.- Ch,eat. 'lil"v-

ers Are Resuming Their Natural

Channels---Property Worth Mill-
ions Destroyed.

Prrrspurg, Pa., July 12.—The waters
that have been sweeping the valley of
the Monongahela and the valleys of its
tributaries for the last sixty hours are
again falling into their natural chan-
hels. They leave in their tracks scenes
of desolation and ruin that have never

ad their counterpart in the same local-
ities. From Pittsburg to the mountain
fastnesses of Randolph county, West

Virginia, towns have been ravaged,
manufactories have been inundated,

boats have been sunk, houses and lum-
ber floated off, field with their wheat in

Shock and growing crops have been
devastated, families driven to the hills
for shelter, and in many instances the
accumulation of years of toil and self-
sacrifice have been lost in an hour. The
losses entailed by the flood will not fall

short of $3,000,000, a larfe proportion of

which falls with erushing effect upon
the people of the thriving counties of

Mongalia, Marion, Taylor, Harrison,
Lewis, Barbour, Upshur and Randolph,
in West Virginia. In Pennsylvania the
losses are in the counties of Allegheny,

Vashington, Westmoreland, ayette
and Greene, the heaviest being in Alle-
gheny, Washington and Fayette. These
losses fall most heavily upon the own-
ers of coal property, railroad ecompanies
and farmers. Notwithstanding the sud-
denness of the

COMING OF THE WATER

and the area of distribution, the losses
of flats, barges and small river craft
have been comparatively small, and
nearly all boat owners are congratulat-
themselves on their good fortune. 1n
Pittsburg proper much of the loss has
fallen upon the owners of shanty boats
and boat houses, but these are for the
most part insignificant. The owners of
mill property will lose largely, and have
to undergo no end of inconvenience on
account of the invasion of their mills
by the water yesterday morning, putting
out the fires and rusting and almost
ruining the valuable machinery. Little
lumber or other movable property has
been carried away from this eity, but
from points above millions of feet of val-
uable timber and lumber have come
down and have been carried off into the
Ohio, a total loss to owners.

THE DEHORNING QUESTION.

A Chicago Editor Decides in Favor

of'the Titility of the Practice.

“We have been sitting as one of the
jurymenjin the case of dehorning cattle,”
says the editor of the Western Rural:
“We have listened patiently to all the
evidence that has come before it, and
there has been a great deal of it. The
only reasonable conclusion that any-
body can come to, if the evidence is
true, is that dehorning is useful and
that it does not cause much pain. Itis
all nonsense to talk as some newspapers
do with reference to this matter. One
of our contemporaries, after rail-
ing against the fancied cruelty
of the operation, says that
the Galloways are a hardy race,
and if anybody wantis hornless cattle,
breed them. Does our friend think that
people have such a slight appreciation
of the other breeds that they will give
them up so easy? One man thinks that
there is no breed equal to the Shorthorn.
Another thinks that the Hereford is
way ahead. Another would have no
other than the Holstein-Friesian or the
Jersey or Guernsey. These men, per-
haps, would as lief have a Newfound-
land dog as a Galloway. It is all non-
sense to tell these people to breed
the Galloway. They want what they
have, but they want their horns
off, and they have the right to
take them off, for anything that we can
see. 1t is barely possible that the oppo-
nents of dehorning, if they will closely
investigate, may find that they are sim-
plyin the old rut that their fatbers
made, and that they are simply enacting
the role that those did who solemnly
declared that the earth did not revolve
and raised the deuce with the man that
thought that it did. Animals are ‘““mu-
tilated’ in a way that is 500 times more
painful than dehorning evidently is, but
nobody says anything in opposition, be-
cause that is another rut. We are used
to that kind of thing, but are unused to
the other.

STOVE MOLDERS IN SESSION.

The Great Strike of Last Year
Cost a Heap of Money.

St. Louis, Mo., July 12.—The Iron
Molder’s National union this morning
received the report of the committee on
credentials, which stated 131 delegates
from subordinate bodies. They re-
ported adversely on seating nineteen
who represented unions in arrears to
the national body for per capita tax.
Seecretary Fox read his report, which
showed the receipts of the general
fund to be $§66,326.76, and disburse-
ments £62,379.69; cash on hand,$3,947.07.
The strike fund showed the total re-
ceipts for the year to be $36.068.93. The
disbursements, $33,803.54. The costliest
strike of the year was that of Union
No. 10, of St. Louis, which drew from
the fund #$18,529, This strike was
brought about by the formation of the
defense association of the manufact-
urers. and opened March 8, 1887, in the
foundry of the Bridge & Beach Stove
company of this city. After twenty-five
weeks and two days it was declared off,
being a complete failure. There will
be no session to-morrow, the visitors
accepting a complimentary excursion
on the river from the local molders.
