Chicago, July 12.—Before the opening it

was asserted that Chicbgo's closing figure,
81%c, was the cheapest in the world except
Liverpool,and Liverpool people were buying

here at that. The break at the opening seemed-
to assure the bulls, as it generally does, but
that assurance proved false, as it often has

before. The constant feeding which has
been done by the bigbear firms completely
gorged the other side, and when the break
came there was nothing to stand upon.
About noon the market managed to reach its
opening price and a little later itwas forced
up to %<&.%c. There it stuck fora quarter of
an hour and then rapidly broke, going to %c
at 12:30 o'clock. The causes of the de
pression were variously assigned. Corn was
less firm to-day, the tendency of speculative
values infact being sharply downward be-
fore the final close of business. Based on
yesterday's closing, there was an
actual shrinkage in August and Sep-
tember of 7sc, and in October of 1%c. The
cash movement has fallen off perceptibly
both here and at the seaboard, and the
speculative market was Badly lacking to-day
lvoutside support. August sold down from
49«4c at the opening to48c, and at the close
48% c was bid. September rested at
4S«4c and October at 46%c, being the bottom
forallmonths. The provision market was
not very active;ribs led in interest, and it
was rumored that Armour was the chief
buyer.

stocks the traders began to hammer the list
fora reaction. Allthe news of the day was
ofa favorable character, and some new de-
velopments served to keep the downward
movement in check. Western Union was
stillbought under the belief that the settle-
ment of the cable difficulty is
but a matter ofa few days, and while Chi
cago sent a few bearish telegrams, there was-
buying of the Western si ie cities, and St.
Paul was one of the features. Burlington
&Quincy spurted up 2Vfcper cent on the an-
nouncement of the resignation of General
Manager Stone, which was interpreted by
the street to mean also a change in
the aggressive policy of the company, and
though the story was afterward authora'tivcly
denied, most of the improvement was re-
tained. Lake Erie St Western, Indiana,
Bloomington & Western and C, C, C. &1.
were all very strong on the statement that
important negotiations arc being conductedlooking to the straightening out
of the relations of those roads
which will include also an agree-
ment to restore rates, and each made import-
ant advances during the day. The conspic-
uous weak spots were Manhattan, Houston
&Texas aud Michigan Central. But innone
of the general list was there any marked de-
cline except in Missouri Pacific, whichcon-
tinued to sag steadily throughout the
day and closed with a los of 1"& per
cent. The first sales were made generally at
concessions from last evening's figures ot
from _to % per cent, and further slight
losses were sustained in the early trading.
This was succeeded by a reaction, in which
Western Union and St. Paul were the

BE„UTIFI'LPARK KEGIOX, '\u25a0
with itsinnumerable water reservoirs,
unless something is speedily done to
arrest the calamity, will soon be trans-
formed into a dry and arid country. It
is estimated that not less than 100,000
cords of wood were cut the current year
in Douglas county. Years ago farmers
burned up all their felled trees in huge
piles, preparing for farm tillage. They
now cut them for wood, getting on an
average from $2.25 t053.50 per cord; and
when itreaches itsdestination consum-
ers pay double the price; hence the
middle men make all the profit. Ifthey
would only select the larger and leave
the smaller sizes, there would be some
hope; but no, everything that willdo
for wood has has tocome down, and the
fire finishes the rest. Wood syndicates,
organized for the purpose, buy tracts of
timber which they literally denude of
trees, and then sell the land at another
high profit tomen who are willing to
earn a living by "the sweat of the
brow." The railroad companies have
induced the farmers to

ofall the young trees, suitable for ties.
A tree that in a few years may be
worth from $2 to $5 is cut up
and sold for 30 cents a tie.
The forests are going, gome, going
One side of man is a devil. Ifhe coifld
bore a big hole into the center of our
world and suddenly become a million-
aire on oiland gas, he would do it,ifhe
knew one-half the next generation
would be tumbled into it by an earth-
quake. There is no certain antidote for
the pending calamity of forest de-
struction, unless iron-working invent-
ors can practically demonstrate that
ferrous material is cheaper than wood
for ties, for building and almost every
other structure, and unless other in-
ventors can furnish some kind ofcheap
fuel and light equal the great and ever-
increasing demand.

There was, moreover,
no money toexpend inits improvement,
except what its own resources could be

Gentleman. He cleared away needless
inclosures flanked with wide t bands of•
bushes, got out stumps, cleared up the
pasture laud, and went to work withan;

In1887
itproduced forty-six and one-half bush-
els of wheat per acre, and promises
forty bushels this year, which latter it
ishoped will'hereafter be the yearly
average. Ithas nearly reached the
standard set for itofan average ofsixty
bushels of oats, eighty of corn, and
three tons timothy and four tons clover
to the acre. And, in the face of con-
stantly shrinking values of all its
products, the farm inventory shows
an aggregate $1,440 larger than at the
start; $150 has been spent on the past-
ures and $200 on orchards not yet in
fruit;from $300 to $400 per year has
been used for experimental work. Thus
during five years, for the sixth is not
yet concluded, the aggregate improve-
ments, costing $4,425, have been paid
for, and a great advance in fertilityhas
been mvde, from which future revenue
willcome. The farm now "has rich,
cleared fields and good pastures, good
tools and stock, and a system offarm-
in- that costs less to handle than at
first."

Many methods are suggested to keep

drinking-water cool, but the following
will be found to possess advantages
over the box system. Procure a ten-
gallon jar and an empty salt barrel,
whichcan be had for the asking.
