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ANARCHISTIC PLOTS.

Oynamitard Smith Details the
Conspiracy to Destroy
“Q” Property.

Scoundrelly Spies Was No
Worse Than These Ama-
teur Reds.

Chiefs Arthur and Sargent
Confer With the Burling-
ton Officials.

It Is Probable That the Strike
Will Now Be Declared
Off.

CuicAaco, July 16.—An intense ex-
citement prevailed in Judge Gresham’s
old court room, in the government
building, this morning, where, during
the judge’s absence, United States Com-
missioner Hoyne is holding the investi-
gation into the so-called dynamite con-
spiracy against the Chicago, Burlington
& Quiney railroad. Long before the
cpening of the court the auditorium was
filled with railroad men, the majority of
them wearing anxious and expectant
faces, as it was rumored at an early
hour that Bowles,one of the alleged
conspiratars, would make a full dis-
closure of all the incidents leading up to
this inquiry, which is felt to be one of
the most important if not sensational
ones known in the annals of railroad
Jegislation in the country. The entire
body of railroad operatives presentin the
court appeared to be well dressed and
intelligent, and exhibited a marked and
unremitting interest throughout the
whole proceedings. . Frank Collier, the
attorney who appears for the “Q” road,
was early on the scene, but had little to
say to the army of reporters who inter-
rogated him until the formal opening of
the court. e did vouchsafe the state-
ment, however, that the men accused
would be prosecuted to the full exvent
of the law if their guilt could be estab-
lished. Commissioner Hoyne took his
seat upon the bench shortly after 10
o’clock. He wore a pale,

ANXIOUS AND TROUBLED LOOK
as the paccel purporting to hold the
dynamite found in the passenger coach
was placed on his desk. ‘‘Gentlemen,
are you ready toproceed?” he exclaimed
at just twenty minutes past 10, whenall
the attorneys and United States officials
Interested in the case were in attend-
ance. *“Yes,” at once responded At-
torney Donahoe, of the. firm of
Ponahoe & Davis, attorneys for the ar-
rested men, ‘‘we are ready atany time.’
Shortly after 10 o’zlock United States
District Attorney Ewing called Alex-
ender Smith, the first witness for the
railroad company. Mr. David, before
Smith was put under examination,
moved to have all the testimony given
by Bowles and Kelly in the case,stricken
out, as Bowles was no longer a defend-
ant. Mr. Ewing replied that he thought
the evidence should remain in on ac-
count of the alleged purchases of dyna-
mite by Bowles as it affected the other
defendants who were cognizant of the
purchase, they having provided the
money, as he was informed. Commis-
sioner Iloyne held this point under con-
sideration, but it had a marked and per-
ceptible influence throughout the court,
the question hinging on the con-
fession of Bowles to his having
purchased dynamite and then pro-
curing his own  immunity that
the act could be  used to
the prejudice of those who have been
arrested with him. Kelly was recalled
and acknowledged that he had gone by
snother name, that of “Charles Cor-
dell,” in 1881, and received letters under
that name. This man’s testimony,
under examination by Attorney Dona-
hoe, appeared to so directly impinge on
perjury that the prosecution apparently
felt:somewhat diseouraged with him,
find he was quickly removed from the
stand. Alexander Smith was the next
witness. His home, he said, was in Au-
yora. His occupation was that of loco-
notive fireman on the Chicago, Bur-
ington & Quincy road. He left the
road last February, when the strike oc-
curred, and had since been supported
by the Brotherhood. IHe knew ail the
pen under arrest.  Smith was called by
the prosecution to testify as toa con-
versation he had with Bowles implicat-
Ing Baueriesen. Bowles

the first he had ever seen in his life.

jowles took him out for a buggy ride on
ile occasion. Bowles, Smith testified,
broke a twig from a tree to perforate a
hole in the dynamite cartridge so that
Le could insert a cap. Atterneys David
and Donahoe vigorously protested
against the conduct of the United States
district attorney in putting one of the
defendants before the court as an actual
witness against the other defendants,
and in this, it is said, they scored a
strong point. “Bowles put the dynamite
on the track, and after we got about
@ mile away we heard the dynamite go
off. When we got to Aurora I got out
of the buggy and he went on. The
next day he told me he would leave an-
other cartiidge with me, and told me to
put it on the irack, but he did not call
withone?” “Was it like this?” asked
Attorney Ewing, producing a cartridge
which startled half the people in the
court room. *“Yes,” replied the witness.
**A package was left for me with Covill,
an engineer at Ieck’s European hotel,
1 was told by Bauerisen, about the 14th
of June. I went to the hotel and got
it. It contained dynamite and caps.
Bauereisen said to me, ‘Go and

to-night. I told him that I would, and
1 done it. Covill gave me the cartridge.
1 took the cartridge that night ana went
past the depot, and just below the depot

yut it on the track near the semaphore.
,!| put one cap on it, came back
to Aurora the same way and fooled
round town a while and then went to

bed. 1saw Bauereisen next day, and
he asked me if 1 bad done anything., 1
said I had. Rauereisen then said: *I

thought you had; I heard some noise.”
It was about 9 o’clock at night when 1
put it on the track. Broderick and Wil-
son met me next day and asked me if I
had seen Bowles.  That was on the
morning of July 5. Isaw Boles before
I saw them. Bowles said he wanted to
get some dynamite and caps. Bowles
told me to find Godding, and 1 went and
found him-at Miller’'s shoe store on
Main street. Godding gave me a letter
to his wife, and Mrs. Godding went and
got me the package, which contained
caps and fuse, which I took out. The
box also contained dynamite cartridges.
1 gave the box to Bowles. 1 went into
Jack Short’s, on Main street, where
Bauerecisen, Bowles, Wilson. Broderick
and others were there having a glass of
beer. They came outside and told me
to go to Goddings’ and get what dyna-
nite was there. Geodding came along at

the time. Godding went up to his house
and %ot a package out of the same box
that I found the fuse and caps in. It
contained dynamite. We took the pack-
age up to the brotherh hall. One of*
them took the package away after we
had a talk together, but I don’t know
which one it was.”

After a lengthy and rigorous eross
examination of the witnesses Smith, by
Attorney David, in which he was finally
led to say “I donot know whether Iama
witness or defendant in this case,”’a con-
fession which created as much commc-
tion in the court room as his cool and
deliberate recital of the way in which
he placed the dynamite on the track,
the court adjourned until 2 p. m. This
admission let United States District-At-
torney Ewing to ask for a temporary ad-
Journment, but he said he did not know
who he would call as the next witness.

The cross-examination of Smith was
finished this afternoon and adjourn-
ment taken until to-morrow. A confer-
ence was held this afternoon at the office
of the Burlington road at which the road
Was represented by Predident Perkins,
Vice President Deasley, General Mana-
ger Stone, Wirt Dexter and J. W. Bly.
The other side was represented by
Chief Arthur, of the Locomotive Engi-
neers; Chief Sargent, of the Locomo-
tive Firemen, and Alexander Sullivan,
their counsel. The arrival of Arthur
and Sargent in Chicago had been
kept a secret until the confer-
ence was over. Chairmen Hoge
and Murphy were also present.
Officials of the two brotherhoods as-
sured the railroad men that they had
no sympathy with railroad men. At
the conference the strike and situa-
tion as it affected the public and parties
to this struggle, was discussed. All
agreed that it would be well if the
strike could be ended. President Per-
kins was seen_after the conference and
said that nothing was definitely settled.
Neither Mr. Arthur or Mr. Sargent
could be found after the conference,
'I‘qxichmg the meeting, §Chairman Hoge
said:

_Propositions were submitted by both
sides of the controversy, looking to-
ward a

What these propositions were I am
not at liberty to state. Thev have not
taken tangible form and will not until
another conference is held, which will
be in a few days.”
Mr. Hoge ther showed the reporter a
telegram which was sent from Daven-
port to W. F. Gould, and which read as
follows:
“Owing to certain events the men at this

point decide that we had better adopt ex-
treme measures.”

“This is one out of many telegrams of
a similar nature.” said the ehairman,
‘“‘which have reached here to-day. This
one is addressed to Chairman Gould, of
the Rock Island grievance committee,
and shows which way the wind is blow-
ing.” He also said thata general meet-
ing of the chairmen of the grievance
committees of nearly every line running
out of Chicago would be held here this
week, at which action will be taken to
resent the wholesale arrest and perse-
cution which have occurred in Chicago
during the past ten days. “What does
the writer of the dispatch mean when
he speaks of extreme measures?” was
then asked.
“That remains to be seen. It may
mean a strike on the 1oad represented
or it may mean a boycott on the Q,”
which would eventually terminate in a
strike. The meeting will decide that
guestion.”
*‘Do you think there will be a strike?”
“Well, the men on the Grand Trunk,
Rock Island and Northwestern, among
others, are very sore over these arrests,
and will ceetainly
SPEAK IN NO UNCERTAIN TONE
when the time comes. They do not be-
lieve in dynamite, neither do they be-
lieve in persecutions.” >
*Will this meeting have the power to
declare a strike without the sanction of
Chief Arthur?”
“Yes, sir, and they will do it if neces-
sary. The support of Arthuris only for
its moral and financial effect. 1f any of
the systems conclude to strike and Ar-
thur refuses to osanctionf the move. we
receive no support from the brother-
hood. But at the same time the chair-
man of any system can declare a strike
on that system, provided members of
the brotherhood employed there de-
sire it.” .
In a later interview Chairman Hoge
is said to have stared that satisfactory
arrangements had been made by which
the “Q” road is not to- be subjected to
any further molestation growing out of
the strike, which was to be declared off,
and that the road in turn would cease its
presecution of ‘those arrested for com-
plicity in the dynamite conspiracy.
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A FIGHT FORESHAI_)O\VED,

But Liberals and Parnellites Can-
not Fail to Play Into Tory Hands.

LoxNpox, July 16.—The jangles in the
commons to:day over the discussion of
the government’s bill to appoint a com-
mission to investigate the charges
against Mr. Parnell, foreshadows the
bitter strife that will certainly greet the
second reading of the bill, even if it is
not o}:posed outright. It is possible that
the Liberals may utterly oppose the
scheme on purely technical grounds, as
not affording the special facilities de-
manded by Mr. Parnell, but as cover-
ing outside ground too vague and irrel-

evant. If the opposition to the
measure forces the government to
pestpone the second reading in

order to get on with the regular work of
parliament, it will certainly set back the
appointment of the commission meeting
possibly months. This will enable the
government organs to cry that Parnell
and the Irish members do not wish or
seek an investigation, but are afraid of
it. The temper of the sitting to-day is
shown by Mr. Parnell’s exclamation
when Mr. Smith wanted to check the
debate on the bill. “Does the gentle-
man say that we shall not be allowed to
debate on the Lill?”? eried he; “that we
must accept, like sheep, the judg-
ment of the jury?” This ebuilition of
spirit was greeted with cheers from the
Irish and Liberal members.

Parnell Unmasks the Politiecal
Tricksters Who Would
Ruin Him.

The Fight on the Judicial In-
quiry Measure Will Be
Bitter.

Emperor Frederick’s Widow
Is Hemmed in by Armed

Loxpoxw, July 16.—In the house of
commons this evening Mr. Summers,
Liberal, asked whetner the government
had held any communication with coun-
sel for the Times in the case of O’Don-
nell against that paper.

R'osed commission of inquiry into the

imes charges. Mr. Smith answered:
“The bill is drawn, and there has been
no necessity to consult the afttorney
general.

Mr. Parnell expressed dissatisfaction
with Mr. Smith’s explanation, and, for
the purpose of obtaining a full debate
of the subject, he moved an adjourn-
ment. The speaker said it would be a
violation of the rules to proceed with
the debate when a motion relating to
the same question was already recorded.

Mr. Parnell responded: ‘““My motion
refess to the position of the paper of the
bill, not to the merits of the bill.

M. Parnell—What, against my mo-
tion to adjourn?

Mr. Gladstone here asked if a vote on
the motion for leave to introduce a bill
for the appointment of a commission of
inquiry would be taken to-night.

Mr. Smith said he had hoped it would,
but if it was opposed it could not be
taken. “Itis for Mr. Parnell to say,”

Mr. Parnell—Does the right houora-
ble gentlemen (referring to Mr. Smith)
mean to say that we are not to be al-
lowed to debate the bill, but must ac-
cept like sheep the judgment of a jury
of butchers?

Mr. Smith—If there is opposition to
the bill it will probably hinder a vote
being taken to-night. A vote can not
be taken after twelve o’clock. .

The Parnellite members here left the
house to consult on the course to pur-
sue. Mr. Parnell was interviewed in
the lobby, and stated that the position
assumed by the government was intol-
erable and unheard of. They had of-
fered him, as an alleged eriminal, a tri-
bunal of their own choosing and consti-
tuted in accordance with their own
views, but had sought to debar him
from debating their position, merely
asking him to acceptor reject their offer.
Whoever heard of a man accused of
crimes being called upon to approve of
the court propose to try him?

Mr. Parnell was here
interrupted by loud laughter from the
Conservatives. leading the speaker to
cry loudly, “*Order, order,” while a Par-
nellite was heard to shout: *Sure,

Amid the excitement one of the mem-
bers arose for the purpose of naming
the offending member, but the speaker
ignored the matter. Mr. Parnell con-
tinued, saying: ¢I shall claim my
right to enforce the judgment of the
house on those details.

Waught testified before the committee
that thousands of children were starved
or otherwise murdered in England
every winter in order to obtain a paltry
amount of insurance which was placed
upon their lives. He denounced the
system of insuring children’s lives,
which he said was simply offering a
premium to murder. any wretched
systems of crime have beeg brought to
tﬁe notice of the astonished lords since
they began their investigation.

A few words passed between them when
Davis opened fire on Gusand Lee Eanes,
killing them both.

ANOTHER STRIKE IN WINONA.

The Men Employed in a Cooper
Shop Refuse to Accept a Reduc-
tion in Wages.

Special to the Globe.

WiNoxNA, Minn., July 16.—There is
another strike on in Winona. This
time it is at the cooper shops of Doud,
Son & Co., and resulted from a notice
of a reduction which the firm notified
the men Saturday would go into effect
this morning. There are about fifty
coopers employed, and they have been
recejving 6 cents per barrel for their
work, with shaved hoops. The firm
say that the prices in Minne-
apolis for barrel making were re-
duced July 1 to 5 cents, and to keep
even with competitors it ‘was found
necessary to reduce the price here to the
same basis. They also say that the
vrice of barrels has fallen 2 cents, and
they cannot afford to pay more than 5
cents for making them, and think the
men should be satisfied, as they are on-a
par with other places. The men, how-
ever, claim they cannot make a living
at 5 cents per barrel and work as un-
steadily as they have had to do, laying
off fully a quarter of the time. This
morning, when they assembled at the
shops, they appointed a committee to
interview essrs, Doud, Son &
Co., informing them of their pro-
test against the reduction, and their
inability to work at the wages offered.
They were told they would have to
‘work at that rate or take their tools and
‘go home. The committee went back,
and the men decided by a vote to quit
work ina body. They say they will
feel very sore against any coopers who
shall come in to take their places. The
company have about 3,000 barrels on
hand, which will last them but a short
time, but they have arranged to ship in
barrels from one of their other factories,
and say they will have no difficulty in
keeping the Winona mills supplied in
this way until they are able to start up
here again.

HEADING OFF A MONOPOLY.

The Government of Manitoba
Making a Deal With the North-
ern Pacific.

WINNIPEG, Man.,, July 16.—The
WNorthern Pacific will doubtless com-
plete a contract to-morrow with the
government for the purchase of the Red
River Valley road at $700,000, and for
the cofistruction of a line from here to
Portage La Prairie and Brandon, in ad-
dition to several branch lines next year
and the erection of a number of eleva-
tors. They promise to afford the most
effective competition to the Canadian
Pacific railroad throughout the prov-
ince. The government will aid all lines
built to the extent of $5,000 per mile by
a guarantee of bonds. The government
demands a guarantee from the North-
ern Pacific of a certain maximuom rate
on wheat and other classes of merchan-
dise from the provinee to Duluth, where
the lake freights can be availed of. The
rates are to be lower than those of the
Canadian Pacific railroad. 'The North-
ern Pacific does npot want to concede’
this point, but may be obliged to in or-
der to carry through the scheme. The

overnment wants to protect the prov-
ince against the possibility of a pooling
arrangement between the Northern Pa-
cific and the Canadian Pacific.

Terrible Experiences of a
Young Girl Enticed From
Home by a Procuress. -
This She Devil Turns Her
Over to a Gang of Rail-
road Graders.

It now
transpires that this woman suc-
ceeded in obtaining a strong influence
over the girl, who believed that she was
all that a good woman should be.
Shortly before the date of the girl’s dis-
appearance, Mrs. June told her that she
had learned through a lady friend of a
splendid opening in the millinery busi-
ness in Cheyenne, and persuaded Sara
to go with her, promising her a
good salary as soon as she should be-
come familiar with the business. On
the night of June 23 they started d6ver
the road, ostensibly for Cheyenne. On
reaching Grand Island, however, they
stopped and Mrs. June hired a livery
team and drove ten miles into thercoun-
try to some relatives she wanted to see
betore going to Cheyenne. The place
was a railroad graders’ camp, and there
she was kepta prisoner until the de-
tective fouund her yesterday. On seeing
the detective, and learning who he was,
the girl clung to him and begged him to
take her away. The graders made a
show of fight, and at first insisted that
sheshould remain. The detective, how-
ever. drawing his revolver, threatened
to kill the first man who touched her
and finally brought her away. She was
dressed in male attire and her hair nad
been cut short. She told a horrible story
of her.. treatment by June
and the graders. Immediately upon
her dfrival there the woman had cut her

She had been kept a close prisoner, and,
by Mrs. June compelied to submit to the
graders, as many as twenty of whom
visited her last Saturday night, after
they had drawn their pay, and turned a
portion of it .over to Mrs. June. The
cam}) was in a section where there was
but little travel, and on three occasions,
when she saw farmers driving near and
attempted fo attract their attention, she
was beaten and compelled to secrete
herself in her tent.

WAS HE MURDERED?
