ANIMPORTANT MATTER.

Petitions of Owners of Inglewood
and Glenwood Springs.

Atthe joint meeting on Tuesday last
of the committee on water works and
committee on ordinances, the petitions
of the owners of the Inglewood and
Glenwood Springs came up for action.
They were represented by Col. William
McCrary, who always knows a good
thing when ho sees it,and he was ur-
gent inhis request that permission be
given to lay pipes and conduct the cele-
brated spring water into the city. The
committee evidently feared there was
an African in the wood pile,and al-
though the parties offered that the city,
at any time within five years, might
purchase the franchise and works.there
was a danger that the stock might be so
plentifully watered from the springs
that itwould then require a small fort-
une tocorrall it.

Despite this there was manifested on
the part of the committee a decided
feeling that these springs should be
controlled in the interest of the city,
and accordingly they concluded that
they would recommend to the council
that a committee be appointed to con-
fer with the park board witha view of
securing the springs, and with them
land enough to prevent all danger of
contamination of the water by build-
ings, drainage, etc.*

*\u25a0*
This brings up a new phase of the

subject of vast interest to the people.
There is no question but that these
springs have an inestimable value as
a source of supply of pure water for
drinking purposes. As it is now the
traffic in it is remarkable. Itis said
that over sixty wagon loads, amounting
to many thousands of gallons, are daily
furnished to citizens who'refuse to use
any other water in the family. The
dangerous sickness, read about here
last winter, is conceded by the health
department to have arisen from the use
ofriver water, then at a very low staire,
and nothing ever inflicted a more severe
blow upon the material interests of
Minneapolis than the extent of this sick-
ness. Itis likely to come again. There
is not a leading hotel or restaurant in
the city that does not to-day feel called
upon to post notices that "we here use
one or other of the pure Inglewood or
Glenwood spring water." It is such
facts as these that now make it impera-
tive that these springs be secured by
city, and tints not only acquire .an in-
valuable supply of pure drinking water,
but add enormous revenues to the city
therefrom. Such • opportunities, in al-
most any other city, would be readily
seized, but here we carelessly overlook
them until it may become too late, by
being swallowed up by keen-eyed capi-
talists. *

T .*
Itis likely that to properly surround

these springs no less than forty acres of
land should be secured, although 100
acres could he readily obtained, thus
affording the finest park in the city.
The ground lying between Western and
Chestnut avenues and Russell and Vin-
cent avenues, the above forty acres is
a succession of hills anil valleys pic-
turesque in the extreme. Itis a natural
park, with Bassett's creek flowing
through it. Prof. Cleveland is on record
to the fact that had he been shown this
region he would have selected itas the
first for our leading park. Every
other portion of the city has
now received its park or boule-
vard and this, the best, remains
lor the latest. The residents in that
locality are thoroughly in earnest and a
petition ofmore than 2,000 names is
now before the park board. There is
every reason to believe now that the
city officials have decided that the city
should control its entire water supply,
that steps willbe taken lo secure these
famous springs. Once in operation it
willbe worth a round million of dollars
to the city.

POINTERS FOR OFFICIALS.

Sample of "Kicks" Heard Daily
on the Streets ofMinneapolis.

SHALL WE ILLUMINATE?

The City Asked to Come to the
Front.

The council committee on gas did not
have a quorum yesterday and was un-
able to take any action upon the propo-
sition^, the Illuminating association,

which is to the effect that the city shall
bear the expense of the putting up and
taking down of the fixtures, as well as
lighting for the illumination of Nicollet
avenue during the exposition. Aid.
Henry Oswald raised strong objections
based upon the refusal of the council at
a previous meeting to appropriate $500
from the general fund for repairing
roads coming into the city in the Third
and Ninth roads.

Atthe meeting of the council coiff-
mittee on ways and means yesterday a
petition, signed by Mrs. C. O. Van
Cleve and others, was presented, asking
an appropriation of $1,500 for Bethany
home, couched in the following lan-
guage: "Your petitioners, the .Sisters
of Bethany, to you wellknown as being
engaged, heart and soul, and withgreat
labor, for the good of the community
and salvation of souls in the efforts to
reclaim the erring women of this city
from their sinful lives and restore them
to useful womanhood, and also to pro-
vide for their most unfortunate infants—

do pray and petition for relief at your
hands."
