Continental Advices, Partly on Weather,
Favorable to Better
Prices.

Financial Operations in the Money
Centers---The General
Quotations.

CHicAGo, July 19.—The Liverpool cable
posted this morning, reports spot grain quiet
with prices for native and American wheat
tending down, On the curb it stood 793%ec.,
and the market opened at that figure. The
trading was not large. About noon. how-
ever, the toreign cables brought additional
news of wet weather on the continent and
the Luving orders from Liverpool and Ant-
werp made their appearance. The market
readily rose to meet the demand, aided by a
sym pathetic feeling from the corn pit. The
market came up rapidly under a firm bull
movement directen by Mitchell, Lindblom
and others. The small shorts covered early
in the day, and there was a great deal done
in scalping during the entire session.
The market would undoubtedly have gone
a great neal higher Lalitnot been for the
fact that Cudahy began selling vigorously at
8013¢c, thereby putting a damper on the move-
ment. The corn market wobbled consider-
ably during the first hour, the trades being
scattering and the trading without decisive
tone. One moment everything would be
bearish and the next all would be builish,
It stiffened up after that, however, under
steady and heavy buying by Warren and
other bulls. Provisions have not been so act-
ive for several weeks. Prices started in
higher all around and continued so. Pork
closed 12@15c¢ higher, lard 5@7%ec higher
and ribs 7%@10c higher. Beasley's heavy
purchases were supposed to be for Hutchin-
son. Wells & Geddes bought heavily in lard,
and the Chicago Packing company bought
ribs in large quantities. The traaing was
generally in September. There was an ex-
cellent cash demand for goods, and liberal
foreign shipments. Armour was & seller of
ribs.

THE ROUTINE REPORT.

CHIcAGo, July 19.—Continental and Liver-
pool news this morning made the bulls win-
ners in a mild way in the forenoon and still
better befere the close. British cables, pub-
lic and private, were weak, while the conti-
hental advices, parlly on weather, were
tavoiable to better prices., With good clear-
ances and even a slight decrease in receipts,
there would have been covering enough here
to have sent wheat up with corn. Such was
not the case. Receipts here were 67 cars,
with quite a proportion of new No. 2 in the
line. Export clearances were a little under
50,000 bu at New York and nothing to speak
of elsewhere. Prices opened 4@lec under
last night, and for a few moments promised
a further decline, but instead there was a re-
action, which not only recovered the loss at
the opening, but put August wheat abeve 80¢
before the close. August sold at 79%ec,
lowered a trifle to 79U@793gc, sold up to
79%c, off again to 79%@74lsc, and then
after 12 firmed up to 8015@80%e, but quickly
dropped back to 80¢, closing at S80ige,
There was a good demand for cash corn
again to-day and a good speculative demand,
which resulted in a further advance of 8¢
for early futures and Yc for October. Local
receipts were 193 cars, and 200 cars were
estimated for Friday. Of the cars received,
95 graded No. 2, the out inspection amount-
ed to 283,000 bu. There was buying in
big lots by local houses early and the houses
took freely and helped prices upward, A
careful broker summarized this way: “For
a few days the shorts have taken the corn
{)ust as the shorts desired to sell. To-day they

ecame a little anxious and wished it faster
than the sellers gave it to them, and they bid
up for it.” July sold at 467%@48Y%e, closing
at 48%c: August, 4684@48c,closing at 4784c.
Oats acted precisely as on Wednesday, show-
ing no special activity and no change of
price at the close. July, 308;@31¢; August,
253%:@2558c, closing at outside prices. The
market for provisions was stronger and
grices on all speculative articles averazed

igher, closing sales being an advance of 15¢
on perk, 5¢ on lard and 7%c¢ on lard. The
advance was attributed to the continued light
run and advaneing prices for hogs, the light
offerings of current products and the dispo-
sition on the part of shorts who have recent-
li; sold too freely Lo cover their trades. In
theirefforts to do so they were forced to bid
prices up. August pork advanced 22%s¢, but
receded 10c and closed at $13 60. August
lard advanced 12%c, but weakened 7l2c and
closed at §7.40. Short ribs appreciated 121o¢,
but receded 10c and closed at §7.821s,

Money on call
easy at 1 to 112 per cent; closed offered at
1t2. Prime mercantile paper, 4@6va. Sterl-
ing exchange dull but steady and unchanged.
The steck market to-day was quiet to duil
and hesitating, but the general drift of prices
was downward, though the losses sustalned
were insignificant in most of the list. There
was less demand for stocks than during the
preceecing days, and the traders hammered
the list throughout the entire day, while
there was free realizations by the short-
waisted bulls, and though the commission
houses report some discretionary orders to
buy, the aggregate was very small and was
entirely insufficient to stem the tide of stocks
thrown on the market. The number of
stocks dealt in during the day snows a
marked falling off from those of the preced-
ing days of this week. St Paul was the spe-
cial feature ot tbe day, and the publication
the story early in the day that Mr. Armour
had sold out all his speculative hoidings of
the stock, made it quite weak in the fore-

noon, and the rest of the list sympa-
thized quickly. Reading was more
active t{mn of late, but the pres-
sure upen it was not so severe as

“upon most of the other active stocks and it

was comlmmtively well held. The onl

other really active stock was New England,
and it was exceptionatly strong, though its
final changes were for an insignificant frac-
tion only. There was a fairly active busi-
ness at the opening, but prices were unset-
tled and irregular, though most of the im-
portant changes from last evening's figures
were in the direction of higher prices, New
England beingl up 58 and Erie te. The pres-
sure upon the list developed a weak tone im-
mediately, however, and everything on the
list, with Reading, St. Paul and New Eng-
land in the van, vielded materially during
the first hour. The special feature of the
trading at that time was the drop of 118 per
cent in Rock Island. The market soon fell
into a dull and listless state, with very small
transactions ahd fluctuations, which lasted,
with very little interruption, until near 2 p.
m., a downward movement in Lackawanna
and New England being the only break in
the monotony. There was some slight recov
ery, but the list remained dull, and the mar-
ket finally closed dull and barely steady at
near the lowest prices of the day. Every-
thing is lower this evening, and Rock Island
is down 18, Richmond & West Point pre-
ferred 13y, common 1 per cent, St. Paul 145,
Northwestern, Lake Shore and Omaha, 1 per
cent each and others fractional amounis.
The railroad bond market was fairly actiye
