A LACUSTRINE CITY,

Whose Natural Charms Are Great-
Iy Enhanced by the Taste and
Enterprise of the Citizens.

Special Letter to the Globe.

Wintaan, July 16.—Everybody has
heard of, but not seen, what a rural city
Willmar is. About ten years ago its
present site was as barren as the open
prairie. By concert of action the citi-
zens planted box elders, soft maples
and other trees of a hardy sort. and
now the town iz well ornamented on
nearly all its streets, densely shaded in
some sections. The lawns of the homes
and publiec buildings are clean and
pretty, unmistakably demonsirating
that liere is a highly cultivated sense or
the beautiful and the orderly. They
also set forestry aronnd portions of the
lake to the mnorth of the town,
greatly enhancing its attractions.

The rich connty of Kandiyohi has
ficured largely in the history of Minne-
sota, and its ecentral force is Willmar.
1t needs but a glance to see that it has
the push ahead element of character.
The Arcus and Gazette voiece it. It
boasts of its £20.000 school building and
educational facilities, and well it may.
Some manufacturing here in wood work
and brick making—the quality of briek,
by the way. first-class—eream color.
Three lines of railroad diverge from this
point, the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba,the Willmar & Sioux Falls, the
St. Cloud & Willmar. Thisis a grand
division point and employs no less tham

of oats that were eaught by the rain
without any covering and never have
had any only as the rains may have

“washed a bit of soil over them, but as

the oats are now a good, dense shade,
any length of dry weather will not
affect the growth of those two fields of
oats. The rain storms do not allow the
soil to become very dry in this section,
and the farmers fear a wet harvest this
season. The hay fields are a dense
mass of

This season I suggested to the man em-
ployved in this work the use of salt. He
feared that the cost would be too much.
The $5 or $10 for cutting down every
season would be lost to some man to cut
the burdock off and let it grow again,
for another man to get that amount. I
never failed to completely eradicate
this plant on any grounds owned by the
man who calls me “‘a nuisance’” when I
get around where he is at work, ifat
such time I discover the burdock grow-
ing, because I want him to dig the soil
from around it and cut the top off be-
}ow the crown of the plant, while I go
or
A HANDFUL OF SALT
to put in the place dug out, and then
very carefully put that salt square on
the root and cover it over. If treated
in this way that plant will never grow
again, and if any one wants to see the
effect of the salt on the root, just cover
over with burdock leaves and ‘“‘watch
that hole” for a few days. Other plants
may grow, as the seeds lie Jong in the
soil until a favorable opportunity oc-
curs that starts them into growth, but
patience and perseverence will conquep
that, to me, most pernicious of all pests.
The soil that elings to your boot or shoe
may contain a seed that your next step
may plant where it will grow.
