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A FRUITLESS JOURNEY

Futile Trip Made By the Com-
mission to the Sioux
Reservation.

Growing Belief That the In-
dians Will Refuse to Sign
the Treaty.

Ground Broken at Grand
Forks for a Magnifi-
cent Hotel.

A Well Digger Imprisoned for
Several Days By a Cave-In
and Found Alive.

StANDING RoCcK AGENCY, Dak., July
24.—The roll at the ageney this morn-
ing showed that of the 1,100 male adult
Indians on the reservation, less than 100
were absent, and in all probability they
will be brought in to-morrow. The
commissioners appointed to confer
with the Indians with regard to the
opening of the reservation have shown
their fitness for their positions by the
good impression they have made on the
Indians, who, in private council yester-
day, voted unanimously against signing
the treaty. ‘The large council room at
the agency has been crowded to-day,
the entire time being consumed in the
calling of the roll to ascertain the

NUMBER OF ABSENTEES.

Notwithstanding the good impression
ereated Dby the commissioners, it is evi-
dent that the Indians are opposed to the
proposed treaty, and that to-morrow if
the proposition is submitted will
refuse to sign unless they undergo a
very radical change to-night. Chief
Gall, who made such an elo-
quent  speech to the Indians
yesterday, was secn after to-day’s ad-
journment and asked if he would sign.
He replied that he would not, and every
chief who has been seen gives the same
answer. The Indians will be in private
council all of to-night, and it is
believed that an attempt will be
made to change the minds of
those who are inclined to sign. Sitting
Bull has not been brought back to the
reservation, and it is reported by the In-
dians that

HE WILL NOT ARRIVE
for several days although prigate ad-
vices to the azent indicate that he will
be here to-morrow.

1t is believed by many of those in au-
thority that Sitting Bull has lost
all his influence with his people,
but in this they are deceived. Dur-
ing to-day’s proceedings what might
be considered a test vote of the Indians
was taken. A number of circulars
giving the text of the proposed treaty
were laid an a table near the door. The
Indians were instructed to take them if
they so desired. Notwithstanding the
statement of the interpreter that
they were simply for the
information of the Indians and that
their acceptance would in no way effect
the treaty, they Tarched by without
even looking at them. They were airaid
that the taking of the circulars

WOULD BE AN EVIDENCE

their willingness to accept the treaty
and very few were carried from the hall.
After the Indians were told to take the
circular, one of the chiefs rose and said,
*“We are asked to take thesc papers
while one of our great chiefs is not
here. When he comes back
1f he tells us that these papers are right
we will take them, but we will not take
them while he is away.”

There was no mistake at to what was
meant. Sitting Bull is the only great
chief out here, and as it is
well known that he is bitterly op-
posed to the treaty, the assurance
that his consent will gain the consent
of the Indians is poor econsolation.
Another fact which will surprise those
who have believed that the Indians will
consent to the opening of the reser-
vation is that Red Cloud, the great
CIHIEF OF THE PINE RIDGE AGENCY,
is opposing it. Severzl letters from
Red Cloud are now in the possession of
the commission, showing that he not
only opposes the treaty in his own vi-
cinity, but that he has been endeavoring

to increase the opposition among
the Indians here. The only ground
for hope is that the strength

of the eommission will overcome the
prejudice of the Indians, but the half-
breeds who are here do not believe this
possible. The conference has adjourned
until to-morrow at 9 o’clock.
TIIE INDIANS HAVE RETIRED

to their camp to hold a private council,
which will last all night and during
which some interesting speeches will
be made. If the reservation is opened
for settlement under the proposed
treaty the commissioners will have
accomplished a great work and earned
the lasting gratitude of the people of
Dakota. They have a great work be-
fore them. It now looks as though the
11.000,000 acres will not be opened for
settlement.

GRAND FORKS ENTERPRISE.
Ground Broken for a Hotel to Cost

$100,000-—-The Territorial Fair,
Special to the Globe.

GrRAND Forks, Dak., July 24.—The
greatest boom Grand Forks has sus-
tained for many a day has been occa-
sioned by a determination of a syndicate
to erect the mammoth £100,000 hotel.
The syndicate is composed of repre-
sentative men of the Northwest. The
directors are: A. S. Brooks, M. L. Mec-
Uormick, F. T. Walker, J. S. Barthole-
mew, William O. Mulcahy, George A.
Eastman and George B. Clifford. The
president of the company is A. S.
Brooks, who stands high in the estima-
tion of the people for business ability
and integrity; vice president, M. L.
Cormick, the popular territorial secre-
tary; treasurer, George B. Clifford; sec-
retary, G. A. Eastman. The ecity coun-
cil granted water for hotel purposes at
§25 a year for ten years. This after-
noon
INTERESTING CEREMONIES TOOK PLACE
at the side of the building, near the
Northern Pacific depot. Mayor Griggs
made a speech, saying as a citizen look-
ing to the best interests of the ecity he
was gilad to announce publicly that the
hotel will be pushed rapidly to comple-
tion. Miss Mollie McCormick, the little
daughter of Territorial Secretary Me-
Cormick, then stepped forward, and
with a miniature spade broke ground
for the excavation for the basement.
The first wagon load of earth was then
shoveled up by prominent citizens. The
building is to be five stories of solid
brick with cut stone trimmings, bath
rooms on every floor, heated by hot
water, highted by gas and every con-
venience throughout. The office will
be similar to the one in the hotel Ryan,
St. Paul. It certainly will be the finest
hotel in Dakota. The financial stand-
ing and sterling business ability of the
members of the syndicate give the peo-
ple great confidence in the success of
the undertaking. The building will be
enclosed this fall, and carpenter work
continued through the winter. There is

IMPRISONED IN A WELL.

Remarkable Case of a Nebraska
Citizen,
Special to the Globe.

JOHNSTOWN, Neb., July 24.—Thurs-
day last Jokn P. Anderson started down
into a well on a farm four miles north-
east of here for the purpose of cleaning
it out. After reaching a depth of about
sixty-five feet he saw that the walls
were beginning to cave in. He called
to the men above to pull him up. He
was drawn up to within about twenty-
five feet of the top when the well com-
pletely closed in and he was a prisoner.
He has been there ever since. The

men

AT ONCE BEGAN DIGGING
a well beside the old one aud have been
kept busy night and day. It was
thought from the outset that Anderson
had been smothered to death, but the
work was continued for the purpose of
recovering his body. 7Theground caved
in very easily, and the task of reaching
him was much harder than had been an-
ticipated. Even the most sanguine of
the rescuing party had given up the
idea of taking the man out alive, when
yesterday at noon, as they were about
to leave for dinner, the rope, which
was attached to the windlass over the
old well, was jerked violently and the
bucket was heard to
DROP TO THE BOTTOM.

One of the men. putting his ear to the
wall of the new well next to the old one,
heard Anderson say: ‘“‘For God’s sake,
boys, don’t ieave me now.” It was ex-
pected that Anderson would be reached
day before yesterday at the farthest.
His grave clothes had been prepared
and the funeral set for to-day. The dig-
gers, on learning that he was still alive,
returned to their work with renewed
vigor and are now within three feet of
him. Last night about 8 o’clock the
well began caving in again and the
curbing sank about a foot.

THE MEN WERE FRIGHTENED

out of the well, but almost immediately
returned and found Anderson all n.ght,.
He told them to save him if possible,
but to take no chances for themselves.
He has constructeda kind of box out of
the old curbing, and by this means
hopes to prevent the dirt from cavingin
on him. It is about 100 feet to the bot-
tom of the well and from this space he
gets air.

CARON IS RESPONSIBLE.

Awfal Blunder of the Canada
Militia Departiment.

OTTAWA, Ont., July 24.—There has
been some serious blundering in for-
warding troops to Skeena Falls, the
scene of the Indian uprising in British
Columbia, which, according to advices
received from the TPacific to-day, may
result in the complete annihilatioa of
the expeditionary force now on their
way up Skeenariver. Too late the mil-
itia department here discovered they
have made a terrible blunder in the
route of transport in sending troops up
Skeena river, which has to be under-
taken in canoes through a country re-
ported to be wholly alive with hostile
Indians armed with Winchester riiles,
and strongly entrenched along the river
on high impregnable Dbluffs, which
bound it on either side. The Nass river
route would have taken the expedition
through a country not infested with
hostile Indians up to within a short dis-
tance from where it was expected the
first engagement would take place. 1t
is stated by traders recently down from
the scene of trouble that the Indians
are actively preparing to resist an at-
tack and have entrenched themselves
all along the river, from which position
twenty Indians could wipe out the
whole detachment without fear "of los-
ing a single man.

ATTEMPTED ABDUCTION.

Daring Effort to Kidnap a Little
Girl.

CEDAR Rarips, Io.,, July 24.—An at-
tempt was made to abduct Imogene, the
twelve-year-old daughter of S. W.
Wheeler, who resides at 6907 Perry ave-
nue, Englewood, and who is chief elerk
in the special assessment office of the
Chicago stock yards. The child was on
her way to Sioux Falls, Dak., to visit
her sister. At Davenport, a woman en-
tered the train, who gave the name of
Mrs. Pheta Hoheffe, and approached
the little girl, and induced her to leave
the train at this place, taking her to her
room at the Grand hotel, where she
kept her confined until last evening,
when the clerk of the hotel, thinking
that all was not right, interfered and
compelled the woman to give up the
child. Suspicions having been aroused,
the police were notified of the crooked-
ness and shortly afterwards the woman,
who in the meantime had been joined
by a mysterious man who came to the
city on another railroad, took the train
north. Mr. Wheeler was at once noti-
fied by wire, and he telegraphed that he
would start for this eity on the first train
and investigate the matter..

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HOT WORK FOR FIREMEN.

Immense Shee Factory at Cincinnati
Destroyed.

THE LOSS ALMOST TOTAL.

No Cause Known for the Origin of thesf

Fire---Several Narrow !
Escapes. :

CINcINNATI, O., July 24.—About§4

o’clock this morning the watchman dis- -

covered a fire in the second story of the
six-story shoe factory of Crippendost,
Dittman & Co., situated on the north-
east corner of Sycamore and New
streets. The Fire Engine House Noj 4
is not more than 200 feet distant, and
the alarm was instantly given, but

fore the department could begin its
fight the flames had reached the ele-

vator and had spread to all the
upper floors. Then  began the
desperate contest of the entire

fire departiment to mitigate the calamity
by subduing as much as possible the in-
tensity of the heat, so as to save adjoin-
ing structures. It was a great contest,
but the firemen succeeded after almost
impossible work. Every glass in the
large shoe factory of Blaker, Gerstile &
Co., a hundred feet away, was broken
by the heat, and the window frames
were scorched and almost on fire, but
by constant watchfulness the building
was saved. The heat was so intense as
to ruin the high brick walls. The south
wall fell outward,
BULYING BENEATH IT
two humble dwellings on the south side
of the street, from which the oceupants
had been removed.. The firemen fore-
saw this danger just in time to escape.
The other walls, except the front and a
portion of the rear fell, one of themn de-
stroying a dwelling on North street.
The front wall is ina very dangerous
condition, and must be thrown down as
a means of precaution. Cable ecars are
permitted to run in front of the build-
ing, but passengers are not allowed to
occupy them while passing that point.
The factory was one of the largest and
best equipped 1n the country. I1twas
engaged in the manufacture of a fine
quality of women’s shoes. It had the
best and most expensive machinery,
valued at $100,000. The building was
put up especially for the purpose two
years ago at a cost of $70.000. The
stock and manufactured goods on hand
a few days ago were valued at $140.000.
The loss on everything is total, making
a loss of §310,000. The insurance
altogether amounts to $161,000. The

are 550, of whom 350 are women and
rirls. The origin of the fire is a mys-
ery. There was no fire in the build-
ing. Workmen were on the second
floor as late as 1 o’clock this morning.

Probably All Drowned.

Los ANGELES, Cal., July 24.—About
a week ago A. Lund and brother and
four others left San Pedro in an open
boat for a trip around the Catalina
Islands. Yesterday the boat was found
bottom up on the island. Several fish-
ermen who arrived at San Pedro Sun-
day reported seeing a Dboat containing
five or six persons capsized during a
gale, but they were unable to rescue the
occupants. It is believed this was the
Lund party and that they were all
drowned.

WILL GET AY THE FACTS..

The Attack Upon the Crew of

the Schooner Nemo to Be Invest--

igated.

Vicroria, B. C., July 24.—The Brit-
ish consul at Yokohama has beén in-
structed to immediately and thoroughly
investigate the murderpus attack upon
the. captain and crew offthe British sail-
ing and trading schiboner Nemo, off
Cooper Island, Behring’s sea. Three of
the crew were killed, and all the others
were wounded, the captain losing his
right hand. It isaileged that the mur-
derers-were armed withrifles furnished
by the Alaska Commercial company,
which has a monopoly grant from the
United States government for catching
seals and trading in Alaskan waters.
