There
are 350 children in the asylum, which
is a magnificent fire-proof building,
what we require in the order is the
younger element, who must take the
work out of the hands of their elders.
This order considers all men as equal,
so long as they are honest and upright.
We practice the principles of benevol-
ence, brotherly love and harmony, and
these must be carried out. Your lodge
should contain 150 or 200 members.

Officer Hansen's Widow Will Be
Cared for by Generous

Four days have passed since Officer
Hansen was murdered on Virginia ave-
nue, and still the authorities have been
unable to trace the crime to its per-
petrator. Every effort has been made
to hud even a clue to the shooting, -

but
all without any result, notwithstanding
the various reports to the contrary.
People talk about the shooting,' - and.
the interchange ofstories and theories
has given rise to reports, all of which
are denied by the police. The latest
report in circulation yesterday was to
the effect that a 38-caliber revolver had
been found in a hay-loft on the hill,•

withone empty chamber, but the story
was

'
erroneous. -The circumstantial

evidence
• against the coachman

has also been sifted down, and "shows
that there were no grounds for
suspicion. - Every possible theory has
been considered, but nothing jdefinite
arrived at by the authorities; at least, if
so, they keep it quiet. The scene of
the tragedy was again visited by some
of the police yesterday and another in-
spection made of thegrounds, surround-
ings and circumstances. It is said
that they hold to one of two
theories. The officer was either shot
by a man who supposed that he was
about' to be robbed, or by a burglar who
had been in the adjoining yard. Atthis
time the weight of evidence supports
the theory that the shooting was the
work of some man who was going home,
and being unable to see the star or but-
tons, because of the rubber coat worn
by the deceased, fired the fatal shot, it
is probable the murder will always
remain a mystery. Three policemen
were found dead at various times last
year on the streets of Chicago, audit
has not yet been discovered by whom any
one of them was killed. Other instances
of a like nature have occurred, so
that the present murder, in view of the
mystery surrounding it,may go on rec-
ord as one of the insolvable "crimes.

The citizens of the hill, who are sub-
scribing to a purse for the widow of the
murdered officer, have already raised
about $200, which sum will be aug-
mented considerably.- There is a gen-
eral desire among all of them to have
the murderer caught, but this seems al-
most impossible at this time. Mayor
Smith has appointed James Johnson, an
able-bodied Swede; to take the place of
Officer Hansen on the Rondo street de-
tail.

Lightning Came Uncomfortably
