The escort assembled while the funer-
al services were in progress. It formed
on H street, facing north, with the foot
artillery in the right, the cavalry in the
left and the light batteries in the center.
Before the completion of the services
the caisson and the general’s horse were
moved to a point nearer the church en-
trance, and after the casket had been
placed on the caisson the columns were
formed by wheeling to the left and
moved en route far enough to permit
the formation of the column of carriage
in the rear. Just before the close of
the services Gen. Schofield and his aides
arranged themselves

and prepared to receive the funeral
party. As the boby was borne from
the church the bell tolled and the
Marine band pla?'ed “Nearer My God to
Thee.”” 'The soldiers stood at present
arms and nearly all the citizens re-
moved their hats. The best of order
was preserved, and the crowd seemed
inspired by the solemnity of the ocea-
sion. When all had been arranged the
columnn moved slowly in the direction
of the cemetery. The route was by H
strget to Pennsylvania avenue to the
Arfington road by way of the acqueduct
bridge. Crowds lined the entire route.
Al] available places for a view of the
line were occupied. The greatest re-
spect was paid to the occasion, and the
spectators generally

as the body passed by. Several houses
along the route were draped in mourn-
ing, the most noticeable of which was
the Metropolitan club house, at the cor-
ner of Seventeenth and H streets. Gen.
Sheridan was a member of this club at
the time of his death. The weather was
warm and not so oppressive as yester-
day. Severalsoldiers, however, became
exhausted during the march and had to
be taken to the hospital

1t was about 1 o’clock when the fu-
neral procession reached the cemetery
at Arlington. As the battalion of cav-
airy entered the northwest gate the
Marine band played a dirge. Arrived
at the grave, the light artillery skirted
the picturesque hill and took up a posi-
tion on the road just below. he foot
artillery was ranged along the side of
the hill.

NEAR THE HEAD OF THE GRAVE
stood the president and Mrs. Cleveland,
while Mrs. Sheridan and the other mem-
bers of the family stood near the side.
The Union veteran corps was stationed
near the grave, and just behind the
president and Mrs. Cleveland stood the
members of the cabinet who had attend-
ed the services at the church. Right
Rev. John S. Foley, bishop-elect of De-
troit, conducted the services, which
were brief. They included the conse-
cration of the ground and the simple
rites of the Catholic church. At the
conclusion of the religious services the
hight artillery fired a military salute of
fifteen guns and the foot artillery fired
three volleys of musketry. The bugle
call for *‘taps” rang out upon the ciear
air, over the heads of the hushed assem-
bly and the services were over.

THE NATION MOURNS.

Masses Said at Places Other Than
the Capital for the Repose of
Sheridan’s Soul.

This morning Mrs. Col. Sheridan, with
the four children of Gen. Sheridan,
Mary, Irene, Louise and Little Phil,
drove to this eity from Nonquitt and
went to the Parker house where they
were met b}*)laj. Edwin Dews, B. Pen-
niman and Dr. John H. Mackie, repre-
senting the Loyal Legion. The party
then proceeded to St. Lawrence Catho-
lic church where pews direct in front of
the altar had been reserved for them. A
large congregation was present. A sol-
emn requiem mass was celebrated at 10
a. m. by Rev. J. Hugh, pastor of the
church, assisted by Rev. James J.
Brady, of St. Lawrence, as deacon,Rev.
James J. Flood, of New York, pastor of
St. John the Evangelist chureh, as sub-
deacon, and Rev. Thomas Daley, of St.
Lawrence church, as master of cere-
monies. Fourteen boys acted as altar
boys. The service was very impressive,
and many were deeply affected. At the
close the party were driven to the Park-
er house, and from there a carriage was
taken for Nonquitt. The Sheridan chil-
dren watched from the windows the
people as they entered the church. Mr.
and Mrs. Sande, summer residents of
Nonquitt, accompanied the party from
Nonquitt.

HEBREWS PAY A TRIBUTE.

NEW YORK, Aug. 11.—Rev. Dr. Gott-
heil, of Emanuel synagogue, in the
course of his sermon this morning re-
ferred in touching terms to'the death
of Gen. Sheridan. A great and good
man, he said, has been stiuck down in
the midst of his usefulness. The death
of such a man is at all times a loss to a
people. He was an ideal hero. He was
one who was held in high esteem
throughout the civilized world, but es-
pecially was he beloved by his country-
men. Other great men they esteemed
and trusted, but for Gen. Sheridan they
had only love. Within the heart of
every American, whether Jew or Gen-
tile, there was a sacred place for the hero
of Winchester, because he fought not
for glory,but to kill war; fought that the
unsheathed sword might not pass again
through our land, earrying with it the
terrible front of devastation, of misery
and death. We, too, as Jews, can honor
the memory, can bless the hero, Sheri-
dan—he who liberated millionsof slaves
by his sword. The voice of the cannon
will die away, but the deeds of a just
man never can—they gye embalmed in
history. The place where the body of
Gen. Sheridan will be placed to rest for-
evermore will be sacred. 1t will be as
a symbol of his sharacter.

FLAGS AT HALF MAST.

BosToN, Aug. 11.—Flags are at half

mast on all the public buildings to-day,
the suspension of business in the execu-
tive and military departments at the
state house, and the booming of cannon
on_the common were the outward signs
of Boston’s respect for the memory of
Gen. Sheridan. Guns were fired at half
hour intervals from sunrise until 10 a.
m., and then every minute for an hour,
as well as during the funeral ceremonies
at Washington. At sunset there will
be a national salute.

WILL DO DOUBLE DUTY.

Gen. Schofield to Assume Com-
mand of the Army and Remain
in Charge of the Division of the
Atlantic,

Special to the Globe.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 11.—On Monday
next an order will be issued by the
president placing Maj, Gen. Schofield
in command of the army. He will be
directed to remain in command of the
division of the Atlantic and department
of the East until arrangements looking
to his relief from those duties can be
perfected. The situation is rather com-
plicated as there are not a sufficient
number of general officers to fill the
commands. Army offlcers sug-
gest that congress could simplify
matters by making Gen. Schofield lieu-
tenant general ot the army. This would
open the way for promotions all the
way along the line and relieve the strain
on the general officers consequent upon
a doubling up of commands. Gen.
Schofield’s personal staff will be Cols.
Piteher, Bliss and Sawyer. All three of
these officers have been on his staff for
some time. The members of the late
Gen. Sheridan’s staff will, of course, be
assigned to other duty. Col. Kellogg
will doubtless rejoin his regiment, the
Fifth cavalry. Col. Sheridan will re-
main here to complete the memoirs of
his famous-brother. Col. Blunt may re-
main here on duty in connection with
army rifle practice, and will perhaps
have a desk at headquarters.

THE LAST RESTING PLACE.

Sheridan’s Grave Is Surrounded
by the Bodies of Thousands of
Those Who Fell in Battle,

WAsHINGTON, D. C., Aug. 11.—Sheri-
dan’s last resting place is in one of the
most beautiful spots in the vicinity of
Washington. Arlington isone of the
most delightfully located of all the na-
tional cemeteries. Situated on a high
bluff on the western bank ot the Po-
tomac, it possesses a splendor simply
indescribable, and with its 17,000 vet-
€ran graves, a solemnity that awes and
Impresses the most thoughtless visitor.

Gen. Sheridan’s grave is located near
a little grove of trees on the grassy
slope, between the Arlington mansion
and the river. Here in this beautiful
spot the gallant general was laid to
rest to-day, surrounded by the bodies of
thousands of the soldiers and officers
who lost their lives in the ecivil war.
And here, it may be said, he sleeps—as
in life he stood—at the head of an army.
