Chicago, Aug.14.—The St. Paul &
Duluth road has finally refused to go
into the agreement to make the same
rates between St. Paul and the seaboard,
via Duluth, as the Chicago lines make
via Chicago. The effect of the St. Paul
&Duluth's refusal will be to prevent
the contemplated general advance in
rates in the Northwest. This advance
was to be entirely dependent on an ad-
vance inrates between Chicago and St.
