PROMISES MUST BE KEPT.
Gov. McGill's Opinions on Employing

Convict Labor.

ENFORCEMENT OF THE LAW.

Improvements Proposed at the Still-
water Penitentiary for This j

Year. --... j

"Of course 1am in favor of enforcing
the law relating to prison labor," said
Gov. yesterday afternoon. "Both
the Democratic and Republican parties
agreed to itand pledged themselves" to
it, and Ibelieve in making them
keep their promises." The governor
then went on to explain: "We had a
conference yesterday witha committee
of the state board of corrections and
the prison inspectors. The law willgo
into effect Sept. 1, ISSS, which appro-
priated 625,000 for the purpose ofkeep-
ing the convicts of Stillwater peniten-
tiary employed. Both parties seem to be
opposed to continuing the present sys-
tem of keeping the convicts employed
by the thresher company, and all the
inspectors are in favor of setting them
to work under the state and for the
direct

BENEFIT OF THE state.
"Thomas 11.Lucas, labor representa-

tive in the legislature from Minneap-
olis; T. W. Brosnan, master workman
ofthe district assembly Knights of La-
bor of Minneapolis, and J. F. Cronin,
district secretary, St. Paul, were pres-
ent and made speeches favoring
the enforcement of the law. At-
torney General Clapp explained
the law, and Secretary Hart sub-
mitted a very exhaustive report
on the subject.

It shows, says the Chicago
Times, gross earnings of $174,004, a de-
crease of 928,683 as compared with the
same month of last year, and net earn-
ings of 189,121, a decrease of *80,379.
This makes the gross earnings for the
first half of the year $795,862, a decrease

of 1887, and net 183,018, a decrease
of 1286,799. The fixed charges for the
six months were $320,900; and with
taxes included the deficiency must be
over §300,000. This deficiency will un-
questionably have to be made good
by the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy

other losses it is constantly
meeting, and yet some of the directors
and others insiders of the latter corpora-
tion are trying to compel the company
to buy the Burlington &Northern on
the basis ofa solvent corporation.
