COMING COMMITTEEMEN.
Speculation Upon the Three Men Mr.
•j: \ Wilson WillName.

WHO WILL BE SECRETARY?

Judge Rand Quotes a Choice Morsel
From Blame's "Twenty Years

of Congress."

Hon. E. M. Wilson held a perfect
levee all day yesterday. His office in
the Boston block was thronged during
the day with callers who came to tender
congratulations and assurances of their
cordial support. Among them were
many of the Hennepin delegates to the
convention and not a few Republicans;
Mr. Wilson is quite over the excitement
and fatigue incident to the convention,
and received his guests with the hospi-
tality of a Virginia gentleman before
the war. A great deal of interest is
being manifested over the appointment
of the three members at large of
the state central committee, and many
are the suggestions . which have
poured in, touching the advisability of
appointing certain men. "Itwill be
several days yet," said Mr. Wilson,
"before the appointments are made. I
willendeavor to appoint good men and
willbe guided by my ideas of who will
best serve the interests of the party."
The city is teeming with rumors of
the coming men, and the names in-
clude those of John C. Oswald. V. B.Winston, Senator Castle, of Stillwater,
and Senator Nelson, of Bed Wing.
Other names have. also been
suggested, but they are of
men who could, under no circum-
stances, receive consideration. There
is also considerable gossip of the new
committee, its coming secretary and the
location of headquarters. Mr. "Wilson
said he knew nothing of these, as they
were purely committee affairs, and
would be settled at the first meeting,
which wouldprobably be in the near
future.

AN EAST SIDERALLY.
The Democrats Fire a Broadside

at the Tariff.
So many people were in attendance

at the Democratic rally held last even-
ing in the vacant store at the corner of
Spring and Jefferson street that not
more than one-halt of them could gain
admittance to the building. The
speakers wers Hon. A. T. An-
keny and Judge Band. Mr.
Ankeny said that the Bepublican
party had been promising the people to
reduce the tariff for the last sixteen
years, but the monopolists and trusts
which control that party had prevented
them from making the reduction. But
the Democratic party pledged itself to
relieve the people from this enerous
tax just before the last elec-
tion, and it has carried' out their
pledge by passing the Mills billthrough
the house ofrepresentatives, and now
the United States senate is trying to
excuse itself from passing itby saving
that it is a mistake to reduce the tariff.
The people, however, know what they
want, and know also that the Dem-
ocratic party is the only party
from which they need expect any re-
forms or protection from the monopo-
lists and the trusts. The Republican
party is so much alarmed at the whole-
sale desertion from its party on account
of the conduct of the Bepublican
senate, which is controlled by
the monopolists, that itis afraid that it
willeven lose this state, and so this
evening a delegation went East to im-
plore Blame to come and help them
save the state from the Democrats. In
Indiana they are in the same fix. Gov.
Porter is the only man in the state who
has succeeded in carrying the state
for the Republicans for years, and
the only man whom it was thought
could possibly be elected this year, but
he looked over the field and declined an
unanimous nomination for governor, be-
cause lie knew that he would be de-
feated. Defeated in spite of it being
Harrison's own state.

Judge Lars Rand spoke on the tariff
issue. He said he had heard a miniher
of Republicans say that they could not
see how it was that the laboring men
were not in favor of protection. But
these men never labored for a living;
they belonged to the same class who
hired R. G. Hon* for 53,000 to travel
around the state and deliver protection
speeches, and now they have sent after
Blame the great boss of the corrupt Re-
publican party to come and save the
state for protection. Now this man
Blame a few years ago, while out of
politics, wrote a book called "Twenty
Years of Congress," and in this book he
speaks ofthe very low tariff of 1840 as
follows:

The tariffof 1840 was yielding abundantrevenue, and the business of the country was
iva flourishing condition. Money becamevery abundant •

after the year 1849;
large enterprises were undertaken, spec-
ulation was prevalent, and, for
a considerable period, the prosperity
of the country was general and apparently
genuine. The principles involved" in the
tariff of 1848 seemed for the time to be so
entirely vindicated and approved that resist-
ance to it ceased, not only among
the people, but among the protective
economists, and even among the manu-
facturers to a large extent. So general
was this acquiescence that in 1850 a pro-
tective tariff was not suggested or even
hinted at by any one of the three parties
which presented presidential candidates. It
was not surprising, therefore, that in 1857
the duties were placed lower than they had
been since 1812.

But ifhe comes here to speak he will
probably talk very different from what
he did when he wrote his book.

THE BREAD TRUST.

Bakers Combine on Prices Which
Affectonly the Dealers.

Itmight be supposed that the forma-
tion of a bread trust in Minneapolis
would touch the people nearly, but
such is not the case. Not only does the
large majority bake its own bread, but
the trust prices affect only the dealers.
The retail prices are not touched, to
speak of,by competition and the trust
is to regulate the prices for the middle-
men. Rut the trust has been formed
and itis called a pool, with its object to
prevent rate cutting by fierce compete-
tion. Bakers say there is scarcely, a
living in the business when prices
range all the way from thirty-two to
forty loaves for SI to dealers, and that
the direct effect falls upon the workmen
employed by the bakers. The new pool
has secured twenty-eight members, or
boss bakers, whohave established mini-
mum prices and weights and swear to
abide .by them. Grocers, restaurants

and saloons are tobe dealt with on the
following terms: Common bread, 4
cents and 8 cents a loaf, and not to
weigh more than sixteen and thirty-two
ounces baked; rolls, doughnuts and all
small cakes, not less than 8 cents per
dozen; plaincookies, 10 cents per dozen,
or by the box, 8 cents per pound; toast,
not less than 8 cents per pound; Swedish
dry bread, 8 cents a loaf;pumpernickel,
two and one-half pounds, 8cents; stale
bread, one-half the price of fresh stock:
stale bread not to be sold todealers
retail prices to be the same as grocers
sell for. Each member has to deposit
$50 as an initiation fee, and incase he
be fined for violation of the rules of the \u25a0

association, the fines are deducted from
this amount, which is to be later made
up by the party, to the original
sum. An executive committee is
provided for, whose business
itis to pass upon charges made against
members. One clause of the agreement
provides that should any member di-
tectly or indirectly violate any of the
conditions named, or act in bad faith,
by inducing others to do so, he shall
forfeit whatever part of the $50 the ex-
ecutive committee may prescribe. Mem-
bers are allowed to withdraw on ten
days' notice. Prominent among the
members of the compact are Regan
Bros., H.P. Lillibridge & Co., G. K.
Withington, Robert Brooks, E. F.
Brosius, Minneapolis Baking Co., Theo-
dore Schmidt, 11. Torkleson and J. A.
Ivey. 11. Torkleson is president; S. D.
Works, ofLillibridge & Co., secretary
and treasurer, and they, together with
G. K. Withington, Carl Siolander and
E. F. Brosius compose the executive
committee.

bear some little explanation, as in the
Nimocks report they figured as dupli-
cates. The school fund, for example,
went to repay money borrowed the pre-
ceedins year, when itwas charged as an
expenditure.

One of these was to the
effect that a remedy might be found
outside party lines and every man should
pay 25 per cent of his taxes to a fund
for election purposes. The committee
struck this out, as Maj. Bassett did not
think it sounded well, and savored of
buying an election, ln the course of
his remarks, Maj.Bassett said: "1wish
the city could never get over 75 cents
for 4 per cent bonds. There would be
no sale then and our credit would drop.
That would bring us down to a busi-
ness basis." The report will be made
up and a special meeting of the board
called to consider it.

NOT SETTLED YET.
Location of the Steel Tubular Car

Works Not Decided.
Several articles have appeared in the

daily papers concerning the movements
and purposes of the Steel Tubular Car
company, in reference to its proposed
location at Minnetonka Mills.- Certain
real estate speculators, it ap-
pears, have been holding out in-
ducements to purchasers of land
in that vicinity upon the presumed cer-
tainty of the location of the works at
that place. J. W. Post, the manager of
the company, stated last night that the
location of the works has not been de-
cided and is still problematical. In-
structions were given to Minneapolis
parties to look for an eligible site
and to learn the prices at which
the land could be purchased. No de-
cision, however, has been reached as to
whether the works will be located in
Minneapolis or even in the Northwest;
and whenever such a* decision has been
reached he will make the fact known
over his own signature. Until then he
does not consider it politic for people
to invest in lands upon the strength
of what the company intends do-
ing. As a matter of fact,
too many offers have been received from
other cities to render it probable that
much more time willbe spent in trying
to purchase land which is considered
unreasonably high in price for the pur-
pose for which it is wanted. Itwas
supposed until a few days ago that the
Minnstonka Mills property would be
chosen, and accordingly authorized lith-
ographic sketches have been made,
which willappear in to-day's Spectator,
itbeing too late . towithdraw them, as
the paper has been already printed.
Mr. .Post considers that the situation
should be understood by the public so
that no one willbe deceived. Unless a
satisfactory compromise is made within
a very days with parties interested in
the deal the works willgo tosome other
city.

DEFIED THE LAW.

A Constable's Hard Luck in a He-
brew Community.

Constable Housel was sent out yester-
day morning by Justice Abell to make
a levy on some furniture in possession
of a family of Jewish extraction in
South Minneapolis. About an hour aud
a half Housel returned, carrying in a
basket the fragments ofa once hand-
some sofa.

After he had recovered his breath and
brushed the mud and dust from his
face and clothes he told what had hap-
pened tohim. He had taken a truck-
man and gone to the store expecting to
get a whole load of furniture. But
there were certain obstacles in the
way. "When the constable undertook toremove the furniture there was a row,
and inless than two minutes the whole
Jewish population in Southtown was
wading into Housel and the truckman.
The truckman started inrightthere and
soon the floor was covered with disa-
bled men, who had come in to help
Oysteryoung, the man whose furniture
was being removed. The constable
finallysecured a lounge in sections and
departed with it in triumph, . lie will
cause the arrest of the parties who tried
to prevent him from removing the fur-
niture.

The city attorney report-
ed that the expense of draining Todd's
pond, inNorth Minneapolis, should be
paid out of the general fund. This de-
cision was taken for a precedent byAid.
Dwyer ina resolution offered to drain,
certain blocks in South Minneapolis.'
The matter was finallyreferred to the
committee on ways and means. The
budget, amounting to $72,390.76, was
passed without objection. Aid Ervin
introduced a motion asking the commit-
tee on gas why the gas mains, or-
dered in the Ninth ward over a year
ago, were not laid. The motion was
passed. . The city attorney was in-
structed to find out why flagmen had
not been put on the various crossings of
the Milwaukee road as directed by the
council. The city engineer was in-
structed to draft plans and make an es-
timate for a bridge over Minnehaha
creek at Cedar avenue. An invitation
from Normanna society to attend the
laying of the corner stone of the new
Normanna hall, on August 18, was ac-
cepted. A petition for an extension
of time on the Franklin avenue bridge
until November, was received from
George E. King, agent for the con-
contractors. The matter was referred
to the committee on roads and
bridges and the aldermen of
the Eleventh ward.

THE CLICK "WILLBE MISSED.
Proving Unprofitable, the Electric

Clock System Withdraws.
The click of the electric clock will no

more be heard inMinneapolis. In spite
of its infallibility and its great labor
saving qualities, the system did not pay
and after three years of trial the man-
agers are satisfied the venture is not a
success. The system was a very scien-
tific one and worked to perfection,
though itoccasionally chanced that a
line was broken or opened and the
clocks in that circuit instantly stopped.
Electric connection was had with the
state observatory at Northfield and the
current time was kept to the minute.
There were but 130 clocks in Minneap-
olis and the revenue did not leave a
profit after the expenses were paid.
Yesterday the work of removal began
and by to-day not a clock of the "elec-
tric time" pattern willbe left inMinne-
apolis. "Itis a little singular," said the
manager, "that in a city the size of
Minneapolis the clock system could not
have a better run. In Boston in less
than two years over 500 clocks were put
in. and the system is now as much of a
fixture as the telephones." There was
considerable regret at the decision of
the company, as those who have had
the clocks for two years found them ex-
tremely convenient and reliable. A
corresponding boom in"stem-winders"
and "cuckoos" may now be expected.
