UPHOLD ELDER

Members of the Pilgrim Bap-
tist Church Ardently Es-
pouse His Cause.

Wicked Sisters Fail to An-
swer When Called on
for Proof.

Sinking of the Geiser Fur-
nishes a Topic for Dis~
cussion.

Nuggets of News Dug From
Reluctant Soil by Faith-
ful Seribes.

Members of the DPilgrim Baptist
church are disturbed over the publica-
tion of the troubles that have been al-
leged to exist for some time past, and as
is nsual in such matters, there are two
parties in the congregation, one for and
the other against Elder Gray. In be-
half of the latter it is stated by a com-
mittee, consisting of Deacons Moses,

3ibbs, and George Cash, G. T. Jackson,
B. F. Smith, Moses Sanders, and J. Wil-
son, that when the elder assumed
charge the church was small and poor, so
far as this world’s goods are concerned.
At one time the econgregation was
given three days to raise about §3,000,
the penalty being the closing of the
church, and this undertaking was sue-
cessfully accomplished by Elder Gray,
who at the same time’ secured an exten-
sion for five years.

“A meeting was called for Thurs-
day,” said Mr. Jackson, who acted as
spokesman for the committee, at which
it was stated that certain charges had
been made against the elder, and his ac-
cusers were asked to step forward and
tell what they knew against his moral
character. There was no response
and the congregation cannot think their
pastor otherwise than a good, pure
Christian man. That there is a dissat-
isiied element in the ehurch is true, but
it comprises a very small minority of
the regular membership, and, in fact, is
hardly worth talking about. But those
who support the church will stand by
their pastor, and have not the slightest
intention of calling for any one to fill
his pulpit. Some one, without any
authority whatever, barred the church
doors Thursday evening, and when
those who desired to be present at the
chureh meeting discovered the situa-
tion they promptly forced an entrance,
as they had a perfeet right to do.

“Before and since Elder Gray came to
us we received letters concerning him
from different places, all of which spoke
of him in the highest terms imaginable,
and he has justified the good words
spoken of him in every possible way.”
One of the largest congregations
ever assembled within the walls of
the Pilgrim church was present
at yesterday morning’s services, it
being understood that there would be
arenewal of hostilities and that possi-
bly an entrance would have to be foreed
by the worshipers. Bt everything
was calm and serene as though naughty
sisters had never uttered a word of dis-
respect against the preacher, and noth-
ingtranspired tomar the sacred character
of the services. Elder Gray occupied the
pulpit as usual and preached one of his
ablest discourses, and his congregation
encouraged him in the most enthusiastic
manner. If there were any maleontents
they failed to make their presence
known, and the exercises proceeded in
the usual Sunday strain. Little knots
of the church members grouped them-
selves in the vieinity of the church after
service and compared notes as to the
stories afloat, but there was no marked
excitement attending the discussions,
which, like a cent pie, seemed to have
all the fruit on one side, and that be-
longed to Elder Gray.

FROST DAMAGES CORN.

Prospects for the Crops Through-
out the State.

From the weekly weather crop bulle-
tins of the state bureau it appears that
all reports show that the temperature
has been below nominal throughout the
state during the week.

Frost occurred on Friday, the 17th, in
the central counties and northward, re-
sulting in slight damage to corn, late-
sown wheat and vegetables.

The rainfall has been slightly above
the average in the southern tier of
counties: it was deficient in Northern
Minnesota, and very much so about the
center ot the state.

North of the latitude of St. Paul there
was plenty of sunshine, and south of
that line the skies were mostly cloudy
during the week.

Notwithstanding the pnfavorable
weather conditions since the beginning
of this month, it is believed that with
seasonable temperatare and fair weather
for a few weeks a good average crop
can yet be secured.

St. Vineent—A very few have begun
barley cutting. The cold weather has
creatly rétarded the ripening of the
grain. The killing frost of Friday morn-
ing is estimated by some to have ruined
half the wheat, but this is probably an
exaggeration. Garden produce affecred
greatly.

Argyle—First days of the week
cloudy, followed by plenty of sunshine.
Haymaking has progressed finely. The
wheat erop is ripening slowly. Barley
harvest commenced this week. There
was a frost this morning (17th), but it
is not thought that wheat is damaged.

Moorhead—Weather conditions of the
past ten days have almost revolution-
ized the crop prospects in this section.
The heavy wind storm of the 15th inst.
blew down or broke off the wheat over
a large acreage. At points ten or twelve
miles east of this station this wind was
accompanied by hail, which destroyed
about 1,000 acres of wheat and other
growing crops. Slight damage to corn
by frost on the 17th.

Morris—Cool, cloudy, damp weather.
Occasional slight showers delayed har-
vesting. - ¢

Red Wing—The small grains will be
very poor; potatoes will be good; corn
will be very good if the season is long
enough for it to ripen. llay is excel-
lent.

Zumbrota—Harvesting has been de-
layed by rain. Yesterday was pleasant,
and if it continues dry, stacking will be
general by Monday. Corn is backward.

Currie—Rain most of thig week,which
has delayed harvest very much. Weather
too cold for corn, but has not hurtother
grain. We have had a heavy wind
storm and some hail. Crops will not be
as heavy as expected, though with fair
weather we will have a good fair crop.

Rolling Green—The amount of light
rain has delayed harvest. Oats and
wheat only half a erop. Potatoes good.
Filax promises well. Corn doubtful.
Small patches of buckwheat doing
fairly.

La&CrOSSe, Wis.—The late excessive
rains have caused serious imjury to stand-
ing grain and that in shock. Corn is
doing nicely. Warm, dry weather the
remaining portions of the month will
permit the garnering of the cropsin
fair condition.

FELL OFF THE BRIDGE

After Climbing Up on the Railing
for a Rest,

Pedestrians on Robert street bridge
yesterday afternoon were horrified at
the sudden disappearance from the
bridge railing, where he was sitting, of
a man who was precipitated to the 1ail-
road track at the base of the army build-
ing. When assistance reached the vic-
tim, who was John Harrington, residing
at 57 Manitoba avenue, he was lying
limp and helpless, and the story was
circulated that he had been instantly
killed. A large crowd quickly congre-
gated, and when the police patrol wagon
made its appearance considerable diffi-
culty was experienced in reaching the
sufferer. Harrington was removed to
the city hospital, wherean examination
disclosed the fact that, while his skull
had been fractured, still the injuries
were not of a serious nature and there
were good prospects for his recovery.
At a'late hour last evening the vietim
was resting easily. A few minutes be-
fore he fell Harrington was noticed sit-
ting upon the bridge railing carelessly
swinging his feet, and the supposition
is that he lost his balance and tumbled
over backwards. The point where he
struck is a considerable distance from
the bridge floor, and it wasa miracle
that he was not killed instantly.

SACRILEGIOUS THIEVES

Trapped ina Church While Rob-
bing a Money Box.

St. Mary’s church, corner Ninth and
Locust streets, was the scene of a dar-
ing and sacrilegious attempt at robbery
yesterday afternoon at the eclose of
services. The sexton paid a visit to the
church about 1 o’clock and discovered
two men at work on the box in which
the collections are deposited. One of
them had a long piece of wire, which he
deftly manipulated in searching for
coins in the box, but he had his trouble
for his pains, since the money collected
at the forenoon service had been taken
out by the church officers.

With the aid of the police the sexton
secured the robbers, who were taken to
the central station and locked up on a
charge ot attempted burglary. The
prisouers gave their names as Julius
Bavotti and R. B. Hart, and upon
searching them they were found to be
fully equipped with nippers, pincers,
wires and other implements affected
by cracksmen. The lock on the church
door had been picked to effect an en-
trance, and the police are of the opinion
that two eclever thieves have been
trapped.

LEPROSY OF THE SOUL

Depicted Faithfully by One of
Christ’s Teacher.

The miracle of the cleansinzg of the
lepers furnished the basis for Father
Fitzpatrick’s sermon at the Cathedral
yesterday. “The miraele related,” he
said, “was among the last performed by
our Savior. He was on His way to
Jerusalem, and as he neared a little
town sorrowful appeals fell on his ears.
They came from ten lepers who stood
afar off, daring not to approach as their
very preseuce Dbreathed contagion.
Their appeals for merey came from the
depths of their hearts and touched a
sympathetic chord in the heart of the
Saviour, who said to them: *Go, show
vourself to the priests.”” A new sensa-
tion came across them telling them they
were indeed healed. But one among
the number, a Samaritan, returned and
gave thanks. Accustomed as he was to
the ingratitude of his people, Jesus
was surprised and said: “Noone re-
turns save this stranger.” Then turn-
ing to the Samaritan he exclaimed:

“Go thy way, thy faith
hath made the whole.”  This
miracle had a deep signification,

the leprosy of the Bible being buta
synonym for sin in the world. Its ef-
feets on the body are similar to the ef-
feets of sin on the soul. Itis an afflic-
tion so terrible that to properly depict
leprosy was almost impossible. It eats
up the flesh and destroys, in time, every
faculty of the mind until the vietim be-
comesa terrible wreck. In olden times
the leper was shunned by everyvbody,
and that he might be identified, he at-
tired himself in
A GARE OF MOURNING.

Pleasure unalloyed he saw every-
where around him, but he dared not
partake of it. He was a creature with-
out hope. Born unhappily, he must
live so and die ignominiously. His life
was a perpetual struggle, and the
thoughts of his miserable existence,
terrible. When anyone approached
him, he cried out: **Beware of the im-
pure.”” Physicians were powerless to
smy the ravages of this dread disease.

There is in man a mystery more
astounding than leprosy—the leprosy of
the soul. Man, made after the image
and likeness of God, should be a
perfect refiection of God’s goodness
and greatness, and in the enjoyment
of faith and hope he is destined
to live in happiness in this world. But
the leprosy of the soul soon steals in.
At first the imagination will be stained
and sinful thoughts the upshot. Sin
will by and by destroy one by one the
noble faculties of the soul, and truth
will become dimmed and finally re-
jected; pleasure will take the place of
duty. The past has but regrets, the
future is dark and gloomy. As withthe
leprosy of the body there was but one
who could effect a cure, so with the lep-
rosy of the soul there is one who ean
say: “Be made clean.” That one is
Christ, who ean give back tranquillity to
mind and conscience. Moral lepers, as
well as real, are still extant in the
world. Howmany there are who have
need to ery out like the poor Samaritan:
“Jesus, master, have mercy on us.” 1If
we only had the faith of the lepers we
also would hear in the quiet of our con-
sciences: ‘*‘Arise! Go thy way; thy
faith hath made thee whole.”

TAUGHT BY A COLLISION,

Regarding the Uncertainties of
Life on Land and Sea.

Uncertainties of life was the topic of
Rev. W. S. Vail's sermon yesterday
morning before the Universalist
society at the People’s theater. The
subject was suggested by the tragic
collision between two steamers in mid-
ocean during the past week. Mr. Vail
did not repeat the storx, stating that
the daily newspapers had done that
better than it could be accomplished
from the pulpit. What remained for
him was to draw the attention of his
hearers to the precariousness and
leeting character of life in
this world. ‘“Every such occur-
ence,” he said, *“brought before
our minds certain great facts that
belonged to the very constitution
of the world and the system in which
we live, and everything that occurs of
larger importance in the world is the
symptom of something that lies below
or is linked together with some great
spiritual fact with which it is the privi-
lege of the pulpit to deal. 1t seems to
me that when we remember this collis-
fon in the darkness and listen to the
voices of those who went down frem
the deck as wellas those who went
down in the boats, the uncértainty of
Jife is the one thing that comes upper-
most in our minds. When the Chris-
tian church proposes to show men
that they may be happier here
and still stand in full view of this col-
lision and disaster, it must be prepared
to meet these difficulties as they occur,
not only in this particular case, but as
they occur all around us every day of
our lives.” The preacher then, by apt
illustrations from the lives of men,
demonstrated the possibility of living a
good and Christian life, whatever might
be the surrounding circumstances—
whether rich or poor. He also showed
that in every direciion life was uncer-
tain; on the ocean, as well as on land,
and at home. But, while God had
placed vus in a precarious world, he had
also given us some things that no con-
ditions whatever could take away. The
greatest of all was the - companionship
to be obtained by the reading of books.

And Established a New Church—
Laying the Corner Stone.

This is
practically a new chureh, being an ofi-
shoot from the St. Paul’s Lutheran
chureh on Eleventh street, and organ-
ized under the auspices of the Ohio
synod. About thirty families are in the
church, and the communicants number
about forty. This church disagrees
from the St. Paul's church, on the Cal-
vinistic doctrine of absolute predesti-
nation.

Establishing a Christian home and re-
sort for young men who are without
such a place, was the principal subject
discussed av the meeting of the Cru-
saders yesterday afternoon.
