TEXT BOOK OF NATIONS.

Rev. W. J, Shannon Tells What
the Bible Is.

At the Church of Christ yesterday
morning Rev. W. J. Shannon preached
from the text John v. 39. He said: .

The Bible is fast becoming the text
book of Christians. It was not alto-
gether so in the past. Creeds and cate-
chisms have been given up by the more
intelligent, and as freedom from these
has been attained, the Bible has become
more and more the book of the people.
The supremacy ot the Bibie was* only
nominal during the long period wherein
theological dogmas and creeds were
dominant. Dr. Schaff says, "It vvas a
serious mistake ofan intensely theolog-
ical age to introduce so much logical
and metphysical theology into the
creeds and thus to intensify ami perpet-
uate controversy, bigotry and hatred."
But we are happily getting over all that,
and the people who nominally have
creeds keup them more for ornament
than for use, and many of them are get-
tingheartily ashamed of that style of
church ornamentation.

The Bible as a text book is our sub-
ject. Ibring yoy a few figures to show
the greatness of the school that gathers
around it. Inour own land there are
more than 100.000 Bibles lying open on
as many pulpits, and 83,000 of the purest
and best men of the land stand weekly,
and many of them daily, to teach its
truths. Around these open Bibles there
gathers 12,000,000 of our people.

As to Sunday schools. Itis estimated
that there are 20.000,000 of children
studying the international lessons, and
"the 2,000,000 of teachers and officers
now leading the Sunday school march
are the equals ofany 2,000,000 of men
and women that ever engaged in any
work." Ten of these 20,000,000 are on
the American continent. There is no
other book in the world that can boast
of such an array of teachers and pupils.
And yet the halfhas not been told.

The Bible is printed in3SO languages
and dialects. Voltaire still for the most
part talks French, when be talks at all.
which is rare now-a-davs; Ingersoll
talks English: but the Bible begins to
speak the languages of the whole world,
and there will be no rest till every
tribe, and tongue, and kindred, and
people, and nation shall look into itspages and hear its voice of praise, and
Offer its prayers, and sing its psalms,
"each in his own tongue wherein he
was born." There will be no rest till
this, the Christian's text book shall be
the world's text book.

Would this be a good thing for the
world? See what it has done for the
foremost nations. Ina critical moment
Luther gave the New Testament to Ger-
many, and from that time it has held
the chiefest place in that nation of
scholars, philosophers and books.
Hume said of the English, that to the
Bible they owed the whole freedom of
their constitution.

Plymouth Rock is called the corner-
stone of our government, but the Bible
is the explanation of Plymouth Rock.
The Continental congress caught the
faith of our forefathers, and one of its
last acts before being driven from Phil-
adelphia was to order the importation of
20.000 Bibles.

The Bible Is "a morally winnowed
book." Itis wholesome food for men
and nations. Itis a much abused book.
Ithas been used to prove every heresy
and all the infernalism under the sun.
Slavery appealed to it for the hiding of
its shameful head. The saloons appeal
to itin defense of their infernalism.
Butalways indue time the book shakes
offthese traitors to its spirit. Whittier
blazes out our indignation for such per-
version:

"Foul shame and scorn be on ye all
Who turn the good to evil;

Ami steal the Bible from the Lord
Andgive itto the devil."

Webster and Clay studied the Bible
for its literature and history; why
should not we study it for that, but also
for our religion and our eternal life?
Let the Bible have its perfect work in .
you, then will you be perfected in
Christ, and such perfection is the high-
est good of man.

DR. TALMAGEON HERESY.
An Interesting: Sermon by the

Rev. 31. D. Shutter.
Rev. Marion D. Shutter spoke to the

congregation of the Church of the Re-
deemer yesterday morning at the First
Unitarian church. His subject was
"Dr.Talmage on Heresy." He said:

Dr. Talmage is a name of great power
in certain directions. He has never
been accused by his hretheren of being
a profound thinker, but he has brilliant
imagination, a genius for vivid descrip-
tion and a remarkable gift of language.
He can take a common jackdaw of an
idea and adorn it with the peacock
leathers of his vocabulary until it pre-
sents a really striking appearance. His
one fatal defect is utter inability to state
the truth, the whole truth and nothing
but the truth. His soaring imagination
disdains a fact. His affluence ofspeech
refuses to be bounded by exactness of
statement. Ina single sermon recently
he paid his respects to the heretics, but
managed to misrepresent history,
science, criticism and doctrine. Idoubt
whether any other discourse in the
whole range of pulpit literature con-
tained within the same space so large a
number ofunfounded assertions and in-
excusable mistakes. He says that John
Milton.who was a strenuous opponentof
Tiinitarianisni,was"orthodox from scalp
to heel." He caricatures and misrepre-
sents the scientific doctrine of elocution

the most definite idea he has of itbe-
ing that "it is something about mon-
keys." He misrepresents the aim and
spirit of Biblical criticism, and predicts
that those who do not believe the Bible
infallibly inspired from lid to lid will
end in atheism. Mr. Talmadge inex-
cusably falsifies the doctrine of those
who hold to the restoration of the lost,
and says that they believe "we are all
coming out at the same destiny, without
regard to character, we are all coming
out at the shining gates." Does lie not
know that the universalist profession
of faith defines restoration as first of
all a restoration of holiness? Does lie
not know that every reputable person
of liberal views holds that the very es-
sence of salvation and blessedness is
character? Does he not know that the
liberal doctrine of retribution a retri-
bution that takes place along the lines
of natural law—calls for "a just recom-
pense" for every transgression? When
the effects of his punishment and the
undying influence of Divine love will
effect the sinner's reformation, the lib-
eral theologion does not profess tosay;
but he believes that sometime the last
wandering sheep will be brough back
to the fold; and when brought back,
willbe fit to enter.

A SIDEWALK NUISANCE.

The City Council Fails to Back Up
Its Orders.

The city council ofMinneapolis is a
beauty in some respects, and the gentle-
men composing it should each be given
a handsome leather medal. Some
months ago aresolution was introduced
and passed ordering Capt. O. C. Mer-
riman, as the owner, to fillin and prop-
erly grade a lot on the corner of Second
avenue northeast and University, which
has long been a nuisance, by reason of
being so much lower than the sur-
rounding properly that there was al-
ways a pool of Stagnant water there,
spreading allkinds of disease around
the neighborhood. This resolution was
passed with the provision that ifCapt.
Merriman did not do the work inside of
two weeks the city woulddo it, and as-
sess the cost against the owner. Capt.
Merriman did not see fitto do the work,
nor has the city yet paid any attention
to it: so there the nuisance stands.
greater than it was before the resolu-
tion ordering the lot filledin was passed
by the council.

itdoes like the prowling thief in the
dark, letting no man know whatis taken
from himon the specious plea of con-
tributing to the support of the govern-
ment, though its real purpose is to make
the masses contribute to the wealth of
the few and to exempt the rich from
burdens which the poor have to hear.
Its greatest modern defender, Prof.
Yon Stein, of Vienna, confesses that
it means the taxation of labor and
the exemption ofcapital. Ittakes from
the workingpoor twenty times more, in
proportion, than from the millionaires;
it insidiously rohs labor of two-thirds of
itspossible savings and deprives it of
tour-fifths ofits natural wages, largely
for the aggrandizement of the favored
few, who are thus tempted, and even
encouraged, to expend large amounts of
these ill-gotten gains in efforts to main-
tain the system which brings them in
more than compound interest, as well
as enlarged powers and privileges.

BOUND HAND ANDFOOT.
Who dare say that with such a system

invogue there is any hope for labor?
When monopoly professes anxiety for
the protection oflabor is it not apply-
ing the snares of the pickpocket, who
charmes your senses with flattering
words to your face while his nimble
hands are deep in your pocket, fishing
for your last penny? Is it not
self-evident that if labor were left
in the free enjoyment of its natural
rights, and the natural reward for its
toil,itwould need no such care takers
to protect it? It would protect itself.
Can itbe said that those who are con-
stantly reducing wages, impovershing
labor, and dictating laws which shall
make itmore and more impossible for
it to have equality of rights in the fixing
of ternis for its time and toilcan be
trusted toprotect it? Heaven preserve
it from such protectors. Are we not
already bound to them, hand and foot,
until we dare not even exercise the nat-ural powers the creator has given.us
with the injunction to toil without their
permission; until they claim even the
right to control the prerogatives vouch-
safed to us by the constitution of ourcommon country, and until more than
1,000,000 of our brethren, whose aggre-
gate production would nearly equal"
one-half the total wages ofall the work-
ers of the country, are deprived of the
chance to work, causing them, by the
waste of their powers, and the search
for work, to depress our wages and
make slaves of us all?

THE PHILADEI.HHIAMOVEMENT.
The little movement for free raw ma-

terials for labor and tariff reform,*
whichhad its origin among' the textile
workers of Philadelphia Vilittle more
than two years ago, being the first prac-
tical effort on the part of the working-
men to state their own case in their
own way. uninfluenced by either po-
litical or industrial bosses, has already
borne its fruit in securing for labor
that recognition which had previously
been uniformity denied it, because
workingmen unmindful of their rights
and powers, tamely swallowed:even-
dose that was prepared for them by the.
bosses. This gratifying change is show
ing itself inmany ways by the respect •

paid to labor by the greatest minds of
the country, who, having thus learned-
toappreciate its importance,are inspired
to advocate reforms which look to its
elevation; by the willingness and even
desire on the part of congressmen whoare not tarred with the protection stick
to listen to its suggestions and de-mands, and by the boldness and force
with which the president of the United
States has challenged the forces of
monopoly to the conflict for the libera-
tion of labor from the crushing weight
of unnecessary taxation.

A QUESTION OF BREAD.
. Shall we hold the vantage ground
;thus gained, and continue in that line
of battle to an early and effective vic-
tory? Shall we continue to contribute
our share in the great conflict, encour-
aged by the knowledge of the great
number of allies that has come to join
us? Or shall we renew those
-ineffectual and interminable strug-
gles and strifes which call up
and keep alive the bitter, personal and
politicalclass animosities and wrangles
that have brought disunion and waste
to us without bringing us nearer to the
goal of our union? With us itis a ques-
tionof bread and not of partisanship,
but when there comes forth an open
confession of the avowed purpose of a
political party to foster and uphold a
system of class legislation for the sole
benefit of men whoshall thus be enabled
to furnish the boodle, wrung from the
\u25a0wages of labor, to carry elections, itis
time for working-men to wake up and
inquire what they have been doing all
this time while men, who were out-
wardlymost profuse in their professions
of friendship and tenderness forlabor,
and extremely solicitous for its protec-
tion, were yet conspiring to form plans
for the more effectual robbery and en-
slavement of it, thus striking a damag-
ing blow to the vast business interests
of the country. mSM

FOOLISH ADHERENCE TO PARTY.
> We are not organized to advance the
interests and personal aspirations ofany
man or set of men, but we are organ-
ized to advance a principle which is the
foundation of the rights of labor, and
we call those who support and advance
that principle our friends. As working-
men we hold the interests of labor par-
amount to every other consideration,
and hence we propose to push the bat-
tle for freedom from burdensome taxa-
tion—the key to the labor question— toan early termination. In order to ac-
complish this most effectually we deem
itour best policy, laying aside every
bias and prejudice, to unite with any
and allmen who are fighting the same
battle. It is in this way that we can
make party serve us. and thus make the
struggle for our rights a short and de-
cisive one. It is the blind and
stubborn adherence of working-
men to party, without even an
effort to make the party serve them,
that causes political bossism, and polit-
ical bossism means the destruction of
the rights of labor, because, freed from
the restraints which the watchfulness
ot the workingmen wouldhold them in,
the leaders are not only tempted, but
encouraged to form compacts with the
more wealthy and powerful, and the re-
sult is the making of laws which favor
the rich aud oppress the noor. Ifthe
workingmen willever learn to pit their
votes solidly against the boodle of the
rich, political bossism will become a
thing unknown, and labor will get its
rights. By these means we can close
the floodgotes of corruption and admin-
istrative profligacy, and destroy the
scheme by which many millions of dol-
lars of the hard earnings of the people
are drawn from them and locked up in
the public treasury, thus depriving the
business of the country of the means to
thrive and expand, destroying trade,
and thus closing up the mills and fac-
tories.

-. iWill you come with us tokill the root
of the evil, to strike away class legisla-
tion, to secure equal and exact justice
for all, and thus promote the elevation
of American labor to that standard of
manhood and independence to which it
is entitled by virtue of our free institu-
tions and the unlimited natural wealth
of our country, or willyou continue to
stand self-degraded as the supplicants
for charity and protection from the men
whom you thus tempt, and even force,
to give you a stone instead of bread- \u25a0

to protect you by making you depend-
ent upon their covetousness, and sub-
ject to their arbitrary .dictation? Will
you come withus in the front rank oflabor, encouraging and pushing on
the men who stand manfully in
the struggle for equal rights and
tax reduction, or willyou lag behind,
either as stragglers or as the willing
tool of one common enemy? We care
not by whatever other name you call it,
we will support that party that is for
free raw materials and tariff reform.
Ifa good meal is set before us we will
not stop to higgle over the question of
who is the cook. We willno longer
serve that party which will not serveus. We will cast our ballots, not for
party, but for what we believe to be for
the good of the toiling masses, and we
willaccept the boon without inquiring
whether the -party that gives it is the
one to our likingor not; but we would
not be honest— we would be neglectful
of our own interests— if we were to
withhold our support from any party
that stands before the country as the
champion of free raw materials and
tariff reform.

A Shrewd. Broker's Scheme for
the Protection of a Client.

Gen.' Sheridan's Magazine Article
for "ScriOner's" on the Cam-
paign in France.

,Just a few days before Gen. Sheri-

dan's death Scribner -
& Co. received

from the familyof the general the first
magazine article which he ever wrote.
The general had written itmonths ago,
and itbore marks of being carefully
revised. He called the article "From
Gravelotte to Sedan." Gen. Sheri-
dan kept a careful record of his Euro-
pean experiences. His position as a
non-combatant observer of a great war
is without- a precedent. He was in-
vited by the German government to ac-company the German headquarters, and
he became the intimate companion of
the two great leaders of the German
war movement, Bismarck and Yon
Moltke. Sheridan's style is like
the man, simple . and* unpreten-
tious. He makes many shrewd com-
ments on those about him, and naively
inserts some compliments paid him by
the great German leaders. He relates a
number of interviews with Bismarck,
which show the iron chancellor to be a
thoroughly companionable man and a
good fellow. He declared to Sheridan
that he began life with tendencies "all
towards republicanism," but that Ger-
many was not "sufficiently advanced
for republicanism."

Sheridan was with .Bismarck when
the great . statesman sprung from his
carriage with a pistol ineach hand and
cleared the streets of the village of
Garge. He was also with him when he
dismounted abreast of the carriage of
the defeated Napoleon. Sheridan's de-
scription is veryinteresting and graphic.
He says Bismarck saluted the emperor
"i a quick.brusque waywhichseemed to
startle him."Atrained reporter could not
have given a better description of the
meeting between the two men. Allthe
way through the article the general has
avoided military technicalities, and
seemed to instinctively select only dra-
matic incidents. He tells many curious
stories about Yon Moltke, and shows
the old soldier to be an entertaining
host and agreeable companion. The
article willnot appear untilNovember.—

The Workingmen's Tariff Reform 'as-
sociation No. 1, of Philadelphia (the
heart of the protection or high tax in-
terests of Pennsylvania), have issued a
remarkable address to the laborers of
the country, the substance of which is
given herewith:
To the Workingmen of the United

States Greetin g:

After years of an almost continuous
struggle and worry, and much expendi-
ture oftime and money, the contest for
the emancipation of labor seems as in-
terminable as ever, and the toilers are
no better off than they were twenty
years ago— even so well. With you
we have become sick and tired of this
everlasting conflict and turmoil, and
long for peace, though that peace can
only be purchased by the thorough and
complete disentharllment of labor—its
absolute freedom and equality to work
out its owndestiny. Hence we ask you
to join us in the endeavor to ascertain
the causes which underlie, create
and foster the wrongs to
which labor is subjected. We
have, so far practically confined
our efforts to fighting the effects, and
because of this the removal of one
wrong has simply made room for an-
other to grow up. We have not gone
to the root ofthe evils, and the result
has been that one after another the
great labor organizations have gone
down, leaving behind them the seeds of
discontent, hard feelings and recrimi-
nations more than the hope for the
future of the great mass of toilers.

PRIME CAITSK OF LABOK TKOUBLES.
We have endeavored, through organi-

zation and otherwise, to raise wages,
little dreaming that low wages were
only an effect which had its producing
cause ina system which is creating an
ever-increasing army of idle men by
stimulating production, while it places
restrictions upon trade, thus prevent-
ing the free exchange of our products
whereby alone they can be brought
into consumption, which is necessary
to make room for more of our products
in order to furnish us with the oppor-
tunities for work. This forces men to a
sharp competition for "leave to toil,"
and makes many good men be "scabs,"
or starve. We have been taught to look
upon these .men workingmen, all 'of
them— our enemies, instead of try-
ingto findand remove the cause that
makes them so: thus arraying the work-
ers ina deadly factional conflict for ex-
istence, causing hatred where brotherly
love should exist, creating dissensions
where unity should ibe, and we have
thus, unwittingly, served to strengthen
the despoilers of the people, against
whom labor should be arrayed in' a
united column for the common good.
We have seen nationality pitted against
nationality, creed against creed and sec-
tion against section, whilst under cover
all of this confusion monopoly has
grown apace and enlarged itspowers to
rob labor.
