1 again assert
that Iwillnot,under any circumstances,
become a candidate in this cam-
paign, and Iallege that Iam as consist-
ent a Democrat as any man in the state
of Minnesota, and willabide the conse-
quences of the convention. lam will-
ing now to retire with the record I
have carved out as a Democrat, togeth-
er with the indorsement -of the
great Hennepin, Kamsey and Blue
Earth counties which contain the three
principal cities and commercial wealth
of the Northwest. Itwas secured with-
out money and withoutprice, and hence
the pardonable pride Ifeel at such a
noble indorsement.

The sessions, which willcon-
tinue during the next two weeks.will be
held in Curtiss hall, and a lesson each
day from Professor Curtiss forms one of
the most interesting features. Sanford
Niles gives several model lessons in
geography; Miss Sprague,' in reading,
and Mrs. I).K. Hayward on the Kinder-
garten system. Among the other teach-
ers who will give practice lessons or
lectures on various studies are.
Dr. J. 11. Dunn, State Superin-
tendent Kiehle, Miss Stahl, Miss
Estey and" several well-known county
teachers. The state and county fur-nish, an instructor apiece, and the
others have been procured by Prof.
Warren. A special feature of the in-
stitute willbe several discussions among
the teachers on school economy, theory
and practice of teaching. A number of
visitors were present yesterday and
much interest manifested. A pro-
gramme willbe published later.

KINNEY'S LAST KICK.

NIMOCKS FOR COMPTROLLER

A Trio of Financial Experts Hake' a
Report That Is, of Coarse,

Adopted. i

J. B.Bassett, John De Laittreand J.
Newton Niud, composing the board, of
trade committee appointed to Investi-
gate the city's finances, yesterday,
turned in the following report, which
reads like a Republican campaign docu-
ment: :. W: ', •'

To .the Members of the Board of
Trade: Your committee to whom was
referred the communication submitted
at the special meeting of the board,
held on Aug. 11, by C. A.Nimocks, beg
leave to report: That they have care-
fully examined and verified the figures
therein contained, and that in. this la-
borious duty they have had the hearty,
co-operatiou of Mr. Nimocks and of
Mr. F. G. Holbrook, city comptroller,
who have given to your committee all
the assistance intheir power. They
find, however, a few discrepancies be-
tween the figures covering the expendi-
tures by the cityas reported by Mr.
Nimocks and the actual facts in the
case. Your committee are earnestly of
the opinion that these discrepancies
were not intentional, but entirely
natural under the condensed system
upon which the annual statement of
the city comptroller is made, and would
have been made by any one not entirely
familiar with all "the operations of the
city. Mr. Nimocks' figures agree
with those given by the city comp-
troller, and represent the disburse-
ments of the city, but explanations
made by the comptroller have con-
vinced your committee that tiie deduc-
tions below given should properly be
made. These cover transfers made
from one fund to another, money paid
to meet loans or outstanding obligations
for expenditures previously made and
shown in the current and* preceding re-
ports of the disbursements of the city,
rebates, etc., etc.

*
This is conspicu-

ously the case in the item of permanent
improvement fund, amounting to 8189,-
--570.02, and from which your committee
deducted $180,173.86, covered in the ex-
penditures for curb, gutter, sewers,
pavement, etc., and elsewhere reported.
The figures reported by Mr. Nimocks,
together with the deductions which
your committee have found proper, aud
the corrected figures, are as follows:

104.40. Itshould be added further
that in the item of legal expenses and
damages is included a judgment for
$3,110, secured by the Gas Eight com-
pany against the city for displacement
of street lights under the contract with
the city. The city, holds for this an
indemnifying bond given by the Brush
Electric Eight company, with sureties :
which the comptroller regards as good.
Your committee did not see it, however,
to enter this as reduction from the ex-,
penditure of the city. Deducting the
amount above given, and agreed upon
as substantially correct by your-commit-
tee, the aggregate expenditures of the
city during the year covered by Mr.
Nimock's communication was

theenormous figure of $3J032,356.50. This

would make the tax laid upon every
resident of the city, ifour population is
about 200.000, equal to $18.50, and the
tax upon every voter over $90.
Itis proper to explain further that in

the item covering the expenditures by
the board of education is included $105,-
--000 received by the board for the Wash-
ington school building and site. With
this sum the board of education have
erected a new Washington school build-
ing of a seating capacity slightly greater
than the old buildingremoved, and at a
cost of$93,000. The balance of the pro-
ceeds of this sale has been devoted to
the purchase of other school sites and
the enlargement of school building.
While the expenditures of the board
have been as reported, itis proper that
cognizance should be taken of the fact
that $105,000 of amount has not been a
direct burden upon the taxdayers.

The report made by;the city en-

gineer show that the expenditures for
sewers, . curb and;gutter, pavement,
bridges, etc., is considerably in excess
ofthe

"
figures ofthe comptroller. Your

committee are informed that these
discrepancies between the reports ofthe
two officers are covered by outstanding
obligations whichhad not been met or
adjusted by the city at the time the
comptroller's report was made. These
obligations would go far fooffset the de-
ductions made from the figures complied
by Mr.Nimocks as originally printed.

Your committee find that the interest
account of the city upon the bonds is-
sued and authorized and about to be is-
sued would be about $275,000, instead of
$337,000, as staged, and that the interest
account of the county willreach $3G,125
per annum..Your committee find that the facts re-
lating to the sale of citybonds are sub-
stantially as reported by Mr. Nimocks
and that the bonds sold and the pro-
ceeds were substantially as follows:
Park bonds. .*....$60,000 sold for$60,000.00
School bonds.... 50,000 sold for 46.016.70
Cityb0nd5....... 150,000 sold for 146,250.00
Water bonds 320,000 sold for310,200.00
City bonds ...... 470,000 sold tor 458,250.00

Total. $1,060,000 $1,020,716.70_ Itis proper to state, however, that
with the exception of park bonds,
which drew interest at the rate of 4l
per cent, all these bonds bear interest
at the rate of4 per cent, and that com-
putation shows that as compared with
bonds bearing interest at the rate ofA}4per cent,, the. proceeds realized are
equal to or exceed \% per cent bonds
at par. 'It should be added further,
that, the 4 per cent bonds of the
city were the only 4 per cent bonds
which have been sold. The bonds of
the county and of the neighboring city
ofSt. Paul in every instance bearing in-
terest at the rate of4% per cent.

Your committee recommend the adop-
tion of the recommendations contained
in Mr. Nimock's communication, with
some slight amendments. These are as
follows:

At the conclusion of the reading of
the report a general discussion followed.

But for my part, Inever would ask a
candidate forany office topledge himself,
nor wouldIpresent any papers to sign.
1 think now that Iwould not vote for
a candidate who would pledge himself.
Ilook upon these things as Ido upon a
death-bed repentance. Iwould nom-
inate such men as needed not to be
pledged and Iwould elect such men. I
have been a candidate for office since I
have gained my majority a number of
times, and the men have been few who
have ever approached me on this sub-
ject."

The matter was dropped upon a
motion to adjourn to- 10 o'clock this
morning. Itis of course patent that
Mr. Nimocks is seeking to work up a
feeling in favor of his candidacy
for. city comptroller and. some
racy developments may be -expected.
Atthe conclusion of the meeting A.J.
Boardman presented a resolution that
recited that unless congress made prep-
arations for a heating plant in the new
postoffice the work would have to stand
stillduring the winter, and asking the
representatives of Minnesota in con-
gress to appropriate enough to provide
the heating apparatus. The resolution
Was adopted.
