A FUNNY CLUB

Organized to Prevent Lower Rail-
road Rates,

Last evening a delegation from Min-
neapolis representing the Railroad Em-
ployes’ Club of Minnesota, came to St.
Paul to organize a branch chub.

The preamble to the constitution of
this club states:

“The highest court in this state has
decided that the railroad commission
may mrake any rate they please for the
railroads, whether it pays for the serviece
or not. A majority of legal voters make
the commission by electing the gover-
nor. The railroad employes are voters,
and have a right to help make the rates.
They are entitled to a fair day’s wages
for a fair day’s work, and cannot gei
it unless the railroads get a fair
price for services rendered. The
tendency of late is towards a heavy
reduction in railroad rates. This con-

dition has assumed such proportions |

that our railways are getting neither
fair nor living prices, and @25 a result
their employes cannot get fair wages.
In union among ourselves we shall find
strength to protect our interests, and we
shall not find it in any other way. We,
the railroad employes on railroads cen-
tering in Minneapolis, agree to form an
association to protect our interests and
our social and intellectual improve-
ment, and to prevent by all legitimate
and honorable means hostile action
tfrom the legislature, the commission
and the courts, and invite the earnest
co-operation of all railroad employes in
the state for thoese purposes.”

About 150 employes from the railroad
shops at St. Paul met the Minneapolis
delegation at the Drake block, m the
Sons of Veteraus hall. James Burnes
arose and accused Joseph Ellis, of the
Omaha shops, of going to the Manitoba
shops and telling the men there that if
Seheffer was nominated wages would be
reduced in the shops and men thrown
out of employvment. Mr. Ellis denied
this, but on several parties making the
accusation he sat down and said nothing
more. On the adjournment of the
meeting a dozen clerks from the general
offices joined the new club, but the shop
men walked out without doing so.

Wells and Edwin M. Bernard, of the
Inter Ocean. They wore a neat badge
with a bandana printed on it. The
Cleveland and Thurman Club of Port
Huron, with a band, turned out, and
with the Chicago delegation escorted
the judge and party to the train.

Spicer, of the Grand Trunk, was pro-
vided, and the party were well cared
for. A large crowd of citizens were at
the depot to give a hearty God-speed to
their  guest.

STCLE FROM UNCLE SAM.

Three Residents of Ogdensburg,
Implicated in the Opium Smug-
gling Cases, Run Down by the
Law,

Special to the Globe.

BurFraro, N. Y., Aug. 24.—Deputy
United States Marshals Cavanagh and
Kranz went to Ogdensburg yesterday,
and returned this morning after making
the most important government arrests
made in this district in years. The
parties arrested are Nathan H. Lytle,
Jr., deputy collector of the port of Og-
densburg; Williain J. Cumminsky, jan-
itor of the government building, and
John W. Stone, one of the most promi-
nent attorne?'s in St. Lawrence county.
They were charged with having on or
about July 2 last, stolen from the cus-
tom house, 100 pounds of opium. This
is the outcome of the arrest of the
Gardners last winter at Ogdensburg,
who were captured with .nearly $25,000
worth of opium in their possession.
Erwin Gardner was arrested a few days
ago in Chieago, and it was found that
he had been offering opium for sale
there. The government officials dis-
covered that it was part of the identical
goods found in his possession last winter.
This led to an investigation. The opium
found by the Gardners had been placed
in the custom house at Ogdensburg for
safe keeping, and an examination
showed that a number of packages had
been removed and dummy packages
Rlut in their place. The arrests followed.

r. Stone isthe lawyer who defended
the Gardners when their case came up.
The prisoners were arraigned before
Commissioner Fairchild this morning,
and at the request of all parties were

held in $20,000 each to justify
in two or more sureties, the
examination to be continued to-

morrow morning at9 o’clock. Surrogate
Abbott, of St. Lawrence, appeared for
the prisoners. In default of bail the
three men were committed to iail. Itis
claimed that Stone put up the job. Cum-
miskey had the keys of every room in
the house, and it was easy for him to
reach the goods. The duty upon opium
was $10 a pound, so there was consider-
able money in the scheme if it was suec-
cessfully worked. Imitation cans had
been procured and filled with oak blocks
weighing the same as the opium, and
were left in their stead. Gardner was
to receive the opium in Chicago and
dispose of it, but was caught in time. It
is understood that one of the three is
ready to confess the whole business.
TELL-TALE LETTERS.

CuicAaco, Aug. 24.—Special Agent
Crowley, of the treasury department,
states that the evidence upon which
Stone, Lytle and Cummiskey were ar-
rested yesterday at Ogdensburg, N. Y.,
was based upon letters found in the
baggage of Gardner, who was arrested
here last Friday. According to
Agent Crowley’s story these Iletters
revealed the existence of a conspiracy
to dispose of contraband opium between
Gardner, Sfone and Lytle. A large
number of tin cans.such asare usually
used for opium, were also found in

Gardner’s room, but- instead of,
opilam they contained blocks
of wood. Crowle’s theory is that

the opium scheme of the conspirators
was to store the opium in New York,
and when Gardner’s trial came up at
Ogdensburg in September to substitute
these dummy cans for those containing
opium. Gardner stated to a reporter
that Stone was the attorney who de-
fended him in a smuggling case, but
that he did not know the other two men
who were arrested at Ogdensburg.
