Huron to Chicago Judge Thurman,
after reading the president's message,
talked quite freely concerning it, giving
ithis hearty indorsement, and congrat-
ulating Mr. Cleveland upon the bold
and statesmanlike stand he had taken.
'As a whole,' the judge said, 'it shows
that the president has both a broad and |
comprehensive grasp of the situation
and understands itthoroughly.'

in everything he does, and he takes no
steps which he does not feel will result

Judge Thurman said he did not think
the present existing agitation would
disturb the relations now between the
United States and Canada, or th
United States and England. The con-e
tries thoroughly understood each other,
and while there might be marplots who
would like to see trouble grow out of
the fisheries question, they would be
disappointed. The effect of the message
would be beneficial in this.that itwould
lead to its thorough discussion and coun-
sideration. and this was what was
wanted. The matter was not suf-

EXPORTS MUST CEASE.

One of the Greatest Priveleges
Enjoyed by- Canada to be Cut
Off.

Special to the Globe.
Washington, D. C, Aug. 25.— 1t is

understood to-night that a very im-
portant discovery has -been made by
which one of the greatest privileges en-
joyed by Canada will immediately
cease, by order of the secretary of the
treasury, and that is the right of Can-
ada to ship her product in bond through
the territory of the United States for
export from ports of the UnitedStates.
Itwas supposed that article 39 of the
treaty of Washington was in harmony
withlaws which were then on our stat-
ute book, and that they were still in
force. Investigation shows that this is
not true. The privilege' was given
Canada first by article 29 of the treaty to
send her products to our ports for export.
Thatprivilege never before existed until
Congress enacted in March, 1873, that
the right should be given as long as the
fishery articles of the treat y remained .
in force. They have ceased, and so the
privilege given by that law has also
ceased. But the right to use our ports
to receive foreign goods for shipment
toCanada has not been annulled. That
privilege must therefore continue untilcongress gives the president authority
to suspend the privileges given. The
other provision, however, to ship
products of the dominion to our ports
for exportation, is a dead letter, and theright to make such shipments must
stop, not by any action of congress or
the executive, but because the treaty
and the law stop all further right to doso. The statistics show that of the*"-'270,-
--000.000 worth of goods sent both ways
during the past six years, at least $100,-
--000,000 was Canadian products exported
via ports ofthe United States.

BIDWEL.L-, THE FORGER.

The Man Who Swindled the Bank
ofEngland Tells His Story... -

Boston Globe.
Among the many people, visiting this

city to attend the meetings of the Na-
tional Prison association there is prob-
ably no one who can tell a more inters
esting story ofhis life than George Bid-
well. In1873 the Bank of England was
victimized by a gigantic swindle to the"
amount of £1,000,000. George Bidwell
was the head and front of the gang of
tour who perpetrated this enormous
fraud upon the financial Gibralter of the
world, and, of course, his name was tel-
egraphed to the four corners of the
earth.
.. He was arrested with his accomplices,
tried, convicted and sentenced to im-
prisonment for life. He served four-
teen years in prison, and last year he
was freed on a tieket-of-leave and came
to this his native country, where he has
since resided with his family at East
Hartford, Conn.

During this one year of his freedom
he has been engaged almost night and
day in writingan account of his lifeand
imprisonment, with the object of not
only gaining an honest means ofsub-
sistence thereby, but also hoping "to
convince the people of his native land
of Ids own reformation and to
offer a timely warning to any
young business man or tbose occupy-
ing positions of trust." This work
willsoon be upon the market, and is in-
tended not as "a mere record of crime,"
as he expresses it,"or a contribution to
flash" literature for the edification of
the vicious, but is intended for honest
people, and as an enduring injunction
for them to remain such.

Thinking that a personal talk with
Mr. Bidwell would be interesting to its
readers, the Globe sent a man last night
to look him up. He was found at the
oflice of his publishers, William E.
Smythe &Co., on Tremont place.

Mr. Bidwsll had been out during the
day with some members of the Prison
association, engaged in looking over,
some prisons in this vicinity. His
health, which was completely broken
down during his long imprisonment,
has improved somewhat during his free-
dom, but he was yesterday seized with
a fainting (itwhich made him very weak
and tired last night.

He is a man approaching sixty years
of age. with a strong and attractive
face. His head is quite thickly sprin-
kled with gray hairs and has a suspi-
cion of thinness on the top. He wears
a closely-cropped black mustache. A
high forehead, prominent features and
a massive jaw and chin goto make up a
decidedly interesting face, and one
which is all the more interesting when
one thinks that behind that brow throbs'
the brain that planned what is probably
the most mammoth fraud in the annals
of crime.

When one looks at the man as he is
now, and at his picture taken in Paris
in 187-2, before the inception of the
fraud which mad him famous, the terri-
ble change wrought him gives an ink-
ing of the mental and bodily torment he
was compelled -to undergo during his
fourteen years inside the prison walls.
For five years he saw neither sun, moon
nor star, but wasinsolitaryconfinement,
and for six months wore sixteen-pound
chains for an attempt to escape.

But itwillbe better tolet Mr.Bidwell
tell his story in his own words:
"Iwas born in Bloomfield, N. V.. and

came of an old Puritan family whose
tree can be traced back to the Dooms-
day Book compiled by order of William
the Conqueror. My family was strictly,

most fanatically religious, looking
upon the most innocent games as in-
struments of Satan. Alter a youth of
varying ups and downs Igot- well es-
tablished inbusiness and married, (jet-
ting into bad company 1 was instru-
mental in some 'crooked' transaction,
and was finally swindled by my own
partner. Afterthis 1increased my.ven-
tures and had many narrow escapes and
thrillingadventures. -

"After a long course of fraud and
crime in this country Ifound myself in
England with three accomplices, and
by accident we discovered an unguarded
loophole in the business transactions of
the Bank of England, and Iconcocted
a scheme to take advantage of this to
swindle them to the best of our ability.
You see, this bank was in the habit of
receiving bills of exchange in deposit
on account without verifying either the
signatures or the acceptances, and stow-
ing them away, till they became due.
We took advantage of an account we
had opened under an assumed name
with the bank some time previous, got
a lot of bills of exchange printed on
counterfeit plates and flooded the
Bank of England with these bills from
all over the world,profusely signed and
accepted, and the bank unhesitatingly
cashed them and put the proceeds to
our credit. 1kept no account of the
sums we got out of them, but at the
trial they claimed that their loss was
about £1.000,000, or §5,000,000 of our
money. Allwent well until we were
about to make the last move and leave
the country, when, unfortunately, I
neglected to date the acceptance of two
of the fraudulent bills. These

"
were

sent to the acceptors for the omission to
be supplied, and were, of course, at
once pronounced fraudulent.

"Immediately the
'

whole police and
detec ive force was put on the track.
The wires flashed a reward tor our cap-
ture to all parts of the kingdom, and
every seaport was guarded to prevent
our escape. Iwas the -last one cap-
tured. 1 was chased through England,
Ireland and Scotland fordays, twisting
and tinning like a hunted fox, and I
threw the detectives off the track again
and again by shrewd devices. After
some weeks 1was captured inEdinburgh
and found the bracelets on my wrists,

"After the trial, in which the bank
officials attempted to show that the
whole affair was the result ofa plot
carefully conceived and matured for a
year or more, we were sentenced for
life,and '

after serving fourteen years'
time,Iam now a free man, through the
exertions of people in this country and
England, while my three confederates
are still in confinement— Austin, my
brother, at Chatham; Edwin Hillsat
Portsmouth, and George McDonald at
Portland. Myprison life was spent at
Newgate, Pentonville, Dartmoor, Wok-
ing and Millbank.

"On my return to this country Iwas
received at New York by an officer, who
arrested me, but was obliged to release
me. by order of the court. Bank of
England people now pay detectives to
dog my footsteps in this country, and
myevery movement is telegraphed to
London. However, lam perfectly safe
in this country, and am determined
now. at my age. to lead an honest life."

Mr. Bidwell thus gives, in a few
words, the. story of a career which prob-
ably cannot be equaled. •He is
a man of much native ability,
speaks French and German as
well as English, and has a trans-
lating knowledge of Italian, Spanish
and Latiu, the latter having been ac-
quired from an old dog-eared Latin
grammar obtained by him while in
Dartmoor prison.

He wilt remain in this city, till the
close of the present convention, which
he willaddress upon the inside of Eng-
lish prison life.

from Cairo this afternoon, .-which, if
true, accounts for the efforts of the
Cologne Gazette to discredit the per-
sistent reports ofthe pilgrims arriving
at Suakim respecting the "white pasha"
in Bahr-El-Ghazel. Itis to the effect
that English soldiers in the Egyptian
army, fearing the success of an expedi-
tion under, Lieut. Wissman up the. Nile
to effect a junction with the "white
pasha" and co-operate with him for the
release of the European prisoners at
Khartoum, have succeeded inprevailing
on the khedive to withdraw his prom-
ises of support to Lieut. Wissman and
to dispatch an Egyptian force from
Wady-Halfa to Omdurman, so as
to preserve the khedive's suzeranty
in the Soudan from possible encroach-
ments by foreign power. The khedive
is advised that such a force would meet
withmore allies than enemies, as the
khalifa's influence Is waning, and that
the present moment is most favorable
'lor the adoption of an active policy in
the Soudan. The dispatch from Zanzi-
bar announcing that the German-Afri-
can company had assumed the adminis-
tration of the Zanzibar coast line, indi-
cates that Germany intends taking a
hand in the mysterious drama which is
being enacted on the l>orders of the Al-
bert Nyanza, or on the .banks of the
Blue Nile, and that Lieut. Wissman
willundoubtedly lead an expedition by
way ofthe Con no to

co-operate withSTANLEY
and Emm Bey, the main object of which
willbe to effectually crush the slave
trade inAfrica.

-
The step takei*l>by the

German company was evidently a nec-
essary one, as ithas been no secret that
the slave traders have for the past three
years been receiving from the sultan of
Zanzibar arms, amunition and every-
thing necessary for carrying on their
nefarious business, and that ifit were
not for this assistance, communication
withEmm Bey and Stanley wouldhave
long since been established. All the
;horrible atrocities perpetrated during
the past three years in connec-
tion with the slave trade in Africa
can be justly laid at the door of.the Sul-
tan of Zanzibar, owing to the covert aid
he has given the slave traders in the
hope that the. latter would exterminate
every European in the country inretali-
ation for the act of Germany and Eng-
land inrestricting the zone of his gov-
ernment.

He is
a doctor by trade and therefore can
speak withauthority of the destiny of
his patients. His name is Cooper.
If his idea "goes," he will
make a barrel out of it. His apparatus
is a combination of steel presses and

.hot rollers sort of rolling-mill on • a
small scale- There is little sentimen-
tality about the operation, but it is ef-
fectual. Ahuman body is put inat one
end and taken out at the
other in the shape of a paper-
weight. . In other words, the
enormous preesure excludes all mois-
ture from the body and compresses it to
a fraction of itsorignal bulk. The body
of a full-grown man can thus be re-e-
--duced to a cube of one foot as hard and
imperishable as marble. Dr. Cooper
asks nobody to take his word forall this.
In , this respect- he is like the
man who owned a hen which laid
two eggs a day. "Ifyou don't believe
it,*'said he, "there's the hen." When
Dr. Cooper runs across a skeptic he
takes him by the arm, leads him into
his study, and beamingly points on his
center table to what appears to be a
cross fashioned of the purest marble.

"There," he

exclaims, "is the re-

mains of a child converted by my pro-
cess into a handsome and valuable orna-
ment. Taste it—you willfind that it is
tasteless. Smell of it—you see it is
odorless. Tryitwithaknife—itishard
as marble. And, what's more, Ican
turn out just as neat a job every time."

Chicago people whoought to have in
telligent ideas. on the subject are
puzzled and hardly any two think alike.

AGREED UPON AN ADVANCE.
Eastern and. Western Lines De-

Chicago, Aug. 25.—The conference

between the general freight agents of
the Eastern and Western lines was con-
cluded to day. Itresulted in an agree-
ment on the part of the Eastern roads to
advance their rates from shipping points
in the Middle Western States to the Mis-
sissippi river, but the advauce is not to
the basis originally

'proposed by the
Western roads. The latter were forced
to modify their basing rates in some
particulars, and a compromise tariff was
finallyadopted to take effect Sept. 17.
The rate from Toledo, Columbus, Buf-
falo, Pittsburg, Youngstown, Cincinnati,
Salamanca, etc., to the Illinois junction
points are advanced from 1 to 5 cents
per 100 pounds.

The New Transcontinental Tariffs
Scare . Chicago Shippers and
Railroad Officials.
Chicago, Aug. 25.—The new trans-

continental tariffs, which are to go into
effect Sept. 1, were received in Chicago
yesterday, and created consternation
among both shippers and railroad offi-
cials. Ithad been expected that rates
would be based to a certain extent on
the distance between points. This was
the doctrine laid down in the famous
"Denver case,"' in which the interstate
commerce commission gave the roads
until Sept. Ito revise their tariffs and
bring rates into conformity with the
long and short haul clause of
the interstate commerce law. \u25a0 The
tariffs .which have been issued,
however, show that everything" shipped
from New .York takes commodity
rates, while from Chicago the regular
class rates are applied. For instance,
the rate on hardware from New York to
San Francisco is *I.SO, while from Chi-
cago the rate to San Francisco is 53.4&.
Moreover, the hardware rate from New
York to Chicago is GO cents, and by
shipping' his goods to New York and
thence to San Francisco the Chicago
hardware merchant .can save a clear §1
per 100. The same is also true ofcotton
piece goods. The rate from Chicago to
San Francisco is $3. against $1.80 from
New York, and by sending his goods to
New York and rebilling at that point a
round $1.00 per 100 can be saved. There
are other flagrant inconsistencies, and
unless the tariffs are modified so as to
give Chicago shippers rates as favorable
at least as those enjoyed by New York,
the Chicago freight bureau, backed by
the Chicago roads, willprobably file a
complaint against the transcontinental
roads with the interstate commerce
commission. t~'-':;'.
