The Republicans of Hennepin county
last night held caucuses to elect dele-
gates to the convention to be held to-
morrow to nominate a county ticket.
When the polls closed and the listof
elected delegates was known, the exact
result was not made apparent, though it
was altogether probable that the ticket
above given will be nominated to-mor-
row. There were so many conflicting
Interests that the election of any
particular set of delegates carried no
special significance, outside the one in-
terest represented. J.H.Eye.for sheriff,
and C. Terrill, for clerk, had formed a
combination, and the alliance works
•well. George H. Johnson was scarcely
heard of, for sheriff, while Winn
Brackett comes out with a much
smaller showing than was antici-
pated. In several wards, the lo-
cal fights obscured everything else.
J. M.Underwood and Dr.Drew had a
duel In the Eleventh for legislative
honors, but the G. A.R. men proved
too much for the doctor, and Under-
wood was victorious. Dr. Brazie, in
the Fifth, knocked out Dr. Hedderly
for the same place, while Eugene Hay
and Capt. Sliuler separated with
honors easy. Capt. J. NT. Cross
and Aleck Millar, representing the
anti-alderman wing, combined againsi
John Day Smith, and succeeded in se-
curing his scalp. In the upper district
Ed Davenport, W. E. Steele. F. B.
Wright and A.J. Boardman combined
and clSsfii a majority of the delegates.

Dr. Skaro, for coroner, ran a little
caucus of his own everywhere,
mid now claims his nomination
on the first ballot. Considering he had
the Fletcher interest behind him, C. P.
Preston did not run strong forclerk of
the courts, but there are yet thirty-six
hours before the convention. 11.
E. Wilson claims the nomination for
superintendent of schools and H.B.Mc-
Connell disputes it vigorously. Robert
Jamison claims a great deal and J. N.
Barnes claims everything for county at-
torney. Summing up the entire situa-tion, itis pretty safe to say that the
ticket, as given above, will be found
very nearly correct when the conven-
tion finishes its work to-morrow.

The few Republicans in the First
\u25a0ward did not seem to feel that there
was any great necessity for turning out
and holding a caucus. Atsome of the
precincts there was a little enthusiasm
manifested, but as a rule there was but
littleopposition to any one who wanted
to go to the convention as a delegate.
There is but little doubt that this ward
willsend delegates to the convention
•who will favor Ege for sheriff; John
Peterson for register ofdeeds; Jamison
for county attorney, and Tirrell for
clerk of the courts.

Inthe Second ward everyRepublican
was out in force, and nearly every man
was working toelect delegates favora-
ble to (he ticket named above. Indeed,
in some cases the delegates were in-
structed for those delegates. No one in
particular, as candidate for coroner,
seemed to have any cinch ou the dele-
gates,but itis generally understood that,
as a rule, all the East side delegates are
not unfavorable to Dr. W. P. Spring,
one of the present deputies.

in the Ninth ward all was not smooth
sailing for the Ege men. Some opposi-
tion to him was manifested in certain
Quarters, but delegates favorable to himwere generally elected. Jamison is all
right there, while Peterson can not
count on the same support. Capt. Tir-
rell's "old war time" friends managed
bis campaign there pretty well, and It
is certain that he willbe supported by
nearly all the deletrates. Allthe dele-
gates are solid forJames for treasurer,
as they are in the other East side wards.
This is the same with Condit for audi-
tor and Yon Schlegel for probate judge.

The East side, the part of Hennepin
county which forms part ofthe Twenty-
eight district.is nearly solid for Edward
Comstock for representative, and if the
other counties are as solid as Hennepin
he willprobably go back witha rush.

THE COUNTY OUTLOOK.

A Big Fight in Prospect
—

Who
Are the Candidates.'

The Hennepin County Republican
convention which is to be held to-mor-
row at Harmonia hall for the purpose of
putting in nomination candidates for
the various county offices, promises to
be a regular bulldozing affair. The
court house ring is well organized and
claims to own about three-fourths of the
delegates which will compose the con-
vention, and it looks very much as
though every candidate put forward by
them for a county office, will be nomi-
nated, with the possible exception of
Robert Jamison, the candidate for
county attorney. The only reason why
itis thought Jamison may fail toget the
nomination is, that the ring is divided
on the question of

WHETHER ITIS POLICY
to nominate him for the office, as itIs
claimed that there Is liable to be an
•'expose," which might greatly injure
the entire county ticket, and for that
reason itis considered safer to take up
a new man. Jamison, however, de-
mands the nomination, and unless he
gets itthere is liable to be a good-sized
row. Another matter which is liable to
cause considerable confusion is the ap-
pointment of the next county commit-
tee. The appointment of this commit-
tee has generally been leftto the chair-
man of the county convention, but
owing to the refusal of a large number
of prominent Republicans tocontribute
any money to the campaign fund,
Unless the new county committee is a
decided improvement on the old one, it
is very probable that the appointing
power willbe taken out of the hands of
the chairman and placed in the hands
of the delegates composing the conven-
tion. Ifthis is done, the chairman of
the new county committee will be se-. lected by the entire convention, the
thirteen members from the city by the

member, and the member from the
country being selected by the delegates
from the country. Of course there will
be strong opposition made to this plan,
by some of the candidates, whohave
promised to have the hoodlums, who
assisted them in carrying the caucus,
hired by the county committee during
the campaign, but owingto the reckless
extravagance of the last committee, and
the heavy indebtedness which they con-
tracted, and whichstill remains unpaid,
each candidate will be very apt to
ignore the county committee and run a
private campaign for his own individ-
ual benefit, unless they can be assured
that the county committee will run the
campaign in the interest of the entire
Republican ticket, instead of certain
nominees, as ithas been charged the
last committee did. HSBKSSti

ANOTHER MATTER
which willcreate a fight in the nomina-
tion of the legislative ticket. There
are two factions which are trying to
control the nominations for the legisla-
ture. One is composed largely of the
taxpayers, who wish to have the taxes
reduced, and the other is called the
boodle gang, most of whom pay taxes
and are anxious to have matters remain
as they are at present. The plan of the
taxpayers is to have the clerk of court,
sheriff and register of deeds paid sal-
aries of about §5,000 each, and to allow
the board of county commissioners to
approve the pay-roll for their clerk hire,
and then compel the incumbents of
these offices to pay into the county
treasury the fees received, whichat
present constitute their compensation
and which amounts to enormous sums,
and also for the reduction of the number
ofaldermen in the citycouncil from thir-
ty-nine members, which is the number
nowconstituting that body, to sixteen,
and to have only one alderman elected
from each ward and the balance elected
at large by the vote of the entire city.
But as the the taxpayers are in the mi-
nority itis hardly possible that they can
succeed in naming the legislative nom-
inees and they will, therefore, be com-
pelled to assert their rights at the polls
by voting against the boodle gang which
captured the primaries last evening.

THE ROLE OF CANDID'
The candidates for the office of clerk

of court, which nets its possessor about
$24,000 per annum, are C. B.Terrill and
C. P. Preston, and for the offices of
auditor and treasurer, which are both
salaried offices, the only applicants are
L.A.Condit and Willis James, respects
ively, the present incumbents.

Robert Jamison and J. W. Bearnes are
the candidates for county attorney
and Jamison claims that he is the
rightfulheir to this office, having been
the assistant county attorney for the
past four years; but nevertheless the
opposition to him is considerable.

John F. Peterson, the present regis-
ter ofdeeds, is so well satisfied with
his office, which pays about 16,000 per

(
annum, that he is a candidate for the

\u25a0 renomination, and considers that he
has a sure thing on account ofhis being
the chosen representative of the Scand-
inavians. Robert McMullen, George
Merchant and R. A. Plummer will,
however, enter the contest for the
nomination. The candidates for sheriff
are Winn Brackett. Jim Ege, depart-
ment commander of the G. A.R., and
George H. Johnson. This office is
worth over $20,000 a year.

There willbe a lively fight for the
office of coroner, and the contestants
will be Drs. Skaro, Collins, Kelly,
Spring and Towers. The only candi-
dates spoken of for the office of super-
intendent of schools are Messrs. Shaver,
McConnell and Wilson. . This office
only pays $2;000 a year, and the present
incumbent, W. J. Warren, who is a
Democrat, has given such good satis-
faction that the Republicans will prob-
ably not make any nomination against
him. P. M.Dahl, the present county
surveyor, has no opposition, and willbe
nominated byacclamation. Judge Yon
Schlegell, the present judge of probate,
is conceded au unanimous nomination
in order to have the Germans repre-
sented on the ticket. There are three

The candidates to succeed
Chowen, who represents the country
district, are Dave Lydiard, of Medina;

Independence. For Leunon's place the
only candidate named is H. E.Blaisdell,
and forBarlow's place, C.L. Snyder, B.

This is a long list ofnames, but ittook
the Prohibition county convention but
one brief day to select them. The ad-
vantage the cold water apostles have is
there is no "lust for office" in their
ranks, and they can quietly go to work
and select the fittest men without any
embarrassing clash of ambitions.
The convention was held yesterday
morning at Plummer hall, and about
fourscore delegates, including enough
ladies to give color and brilliancy to
the occasion, transacted the business.
The routine work was very short and
the candidates were secured in short
order. Dr. Lyman W. Denton, the
chairman, called the meeting to order,
and Rev. David Tice,

"
addressed

a supplication to the throne
of grace. Then J. T. James, of
Excelsior, was elected chairman
and M.Whitney secretary. A commit-
tee on credentials was appointed, but
the sense of the convention seemed to
be against a platform, until Dr.Denton
made a speech and urged the forming
ofa ringingplatform. The event of the
convention occurred in the absence of
the committee on credentials. Some one
wanted the public heart fired out.
Rev. Tice was called out. in the
course of his remarks he touched upon
the speech ofDr.Brooks, which seems
to be giving the little journal so much
trouble, and said Itwas a Burchard ut-
terance. While he was talKing,Brothers
Denton and Satterlee sat upon springs,
and the moment he concluded they
leaped to their feet to reply.
Both of them roasted Dr. Tice
and defended Brooks in eloquent
terms, but Dr. Tice wanted to reply,
and a row seemed Imminent, but At-
torney Getty had a humorous speech
ready, Inwhich he apologized for once
having been a Democrat and then a Re-
publican. Good humor and harmony
having been restored, the committee on
credentials reported, and the conven-
tion went to work, lt was growing
toward the noon hour by this time
and after George Harrison had been
nominated for treasurer, A.P. Peter-
son for auditor and C. H. Durren for
sheriff, the convention took a recess.'
Upon reassembling, Harrison declined
and R. H.Hasty was named. The work
of completing the ticketwent on rapidly
and was completed as above. The
nomination ofa surveyor was referred
to the county committee and the infer-
ence is that no one knew a surveyor
who was a Prohibitionist.

The resolutions adopted were as
strong as usual. One in particular rec-
ommended that every county officer
cover back Into the treasury all fees in
excess of $4,000 per year. The only
plank that attracted comment was one
which advised all Republicans that it
was useless to attempt to carry Minne-
sota forBen Harrison and they had bet-
ter join the third party in driving out
the Democrats. This was considered a
littleradical and was taken out.

Heavily carved pillars and arches
have been brought from portions of the
building and form a charming frame
for the Pottery and Minneapolis Wom-
an's exchange department. The hang-
ings in these departments simulate an
oriental bazar. The decorations ineach
department have been chosen withref-
erence to article exhibited, the contrast
ofcolors making a harmonious whole.
Anolive green facade, deeply fringed,
extends across the southeast corner of

of Women's Work,'" in heavy gildedletters, make an attractive sign.

The antique department, under the
management ofMrs. Hill,forms one of
the most pleasant loitering places for
visitors. The room is an exact copy of
the typical New England kitchen or liv-
ing room of the past century. The bare
floor is covered with braided rugs, after
the pattern which used to be the pride
of old fashioned thrifty housekeepers.
Apeculiarity of the room is that all of
its furniture and appointments consist
of articles at least a century old, and a
few articles can boast

The windows are hung with white

curtains, some elaborately embroidered,
others decorated with transfer figures
in chintz. These are applied just as the
same work is done by the artistic lady
of to-day, only that the figures are often
quite grotesque in color and form;but
of course every lady peers at them and
says, "How lovely!

Anold time brick fire-place has been
built and bricked, so as to form an ap-
propriate background for shelves filled
jwith all sorts of odd shaped dishes, fash-
ioned both insilver and china.

filled withantique bric-a-bric of allsorts.

The greatest curiosity to the casual
observer is a large mahogany chest, be-
lieved to be over 200 years old. Itis
elaborately carved at the base and the
legs simulate a tiger's claws. This
chest came from Ireland originally. It
contained some patchwork and a large
brush made of broom corn, when it
came into the present owner's hands. A
-legend claims that while the broom re-
mains within the chest the house where
itis will never be destroyed by fire.
The brush is left in the chest, sb itmay
serve as a sort of mascotte for the Ex-
position building. The questions asked
'by visitors about that chest ought to
make the bones of its original owners
tarn in their graves. Many visitors
think itwould make a capital woodbox,
while others would turn itinto a table
or desk.

;: The old clock is another interesting
.'antique. It is said to "

have been
owned by John Knox in1075. Itis es-

. timated to be worth about $1,000 on ac-.count ofits age. Itstands about six
feet high, has an open face, surrounded

:by pictures of the old poets. The gilded
hands move as regularly over its face
and keep as correct time as though it
but recently came from the maker's

'hands. Inside the door is a photograph
of the original owners. The case is;brightly varnished and- many visitors:
rare rather skeptical about its age, be-"
cause it looks so like a product ofa
modern relic factory. But, of course,
those must be people who have no rev-
erence for age, when represented by a
clock.
