Seeking to Impede the Prog-
ress of the Sioux Com-
mission.

Ended His Sweetheart’s Life
With a Borrowed Re-
volver.

Mules Trample and Drag a
Teamster to His
Death.

Events of a Day Throughout
the Northwestern Ter-
ritory.

Crow CREEK AGENcCY, Dak., Aug.
27.—After the postponement from last
week until the council was called to
order at 3 o’clock this afternoon, and
they all called to see if all the Indians
were present. ‘T'hree spokesman had
been selected by the Indians, the orators
being Head Chief, White Ghost and
Chief Bull. "The council was held on
the prairie, near the agency, last even-
ing, and speeches were made for and
against the ratification of the measure.
Some of the chiefs who are zgainst the
bill are endeavoring to intimidate those
who are in favor of it by threats of bod-
ily harm, as was done at Standing Rock.
Intimidation and bulldozing efforts have
no effect on the younger and more
progressive element. They are inde-
pendent, and say they wish to be
allowed to do as they see fit,
and declare that they cannot
be influenced to any extent by the chiefs
whoere trying to keep them fron sign-
ing. ~ Intelligent Indians are raising
objections to the three chiefs being ap-
pointed spokesmen, and insist that each
one should be permitted to act upon his
own judgement, and that it would be
impossible for a few to express the
wishes of the whole tribe. Itis almost
certain that other plans will be made.
The most serious objection, and which
will be met at other agencies, is the fact
that those opposed to ratifying the
treaty are daily and hourly making their
objections known, and are working in-
cessantly to carry their point. Those
who wish to sign are not bothering
themselves to any extent. It is be-
lieved that the commission will present
the matter in such a manner that they
will elaim their rights, notwithstanding
the interference of those opposed. A
full-blooded Indian named Emeran
White, of Standing Rock, arrived here
shortly after the commission, and has
been urging the Indians strongly against
the bill. As he was interfering where
he had no right, Maj. Anderson, the
agent, furnished him with a pass home
and kindly asked him to leave the res-
ervation. Mr. White claimed that he
was a representative of the church and
that the bill should net be ratified. A
number of half-breeds who do not be-
long to this agency and are opposing
the bill will likely be served, as White
was before long, as they are attempting
to make trouble. Agent Anderson says
he will not allow any interference, and
will see that each and every one is al-
lowed to do as he sees fit in regard to the
matter.

KILLED HIS GIRL,

But Was Not so Successful With
Himself.

Hurox, Dak., Aug. 27.—This after-
noon a man about twenty-four years of
age, named John Flaherty, shot and fa-
tally wounded Haitie Wilson in May
Munson’s bawdy house on XKansas
street.

Politically his record’is this: Elected
to the legislature in 1883, he voted
twice against high license, and put him-
self on record as opposing railroad leg-
islation.

In 1885 he was defeated for mayor of
St. Paul by over 3,000 majority.

In 1886 he was elected to the legis-
lature, but his seat was contested on
the charge of corrupting voters with
money. The contest was suddenly and
mysteriously dropped just before he
was cleeted speaker.

He was elected speaker of the house
by a compact with Donnelly (otherwise
he could not have succeded) by which
Donnelly for his support got certain
committee appointments. That is his
political record. The opposition to him
is based more upon the ground that he
is a rich man than that he is a Republi-
can.

He has been a candidate for governor
for two years.

His managers during that time stand
charged with spending an enormous
sum of money for the fnrthering of his
interests.

Why money should be spent to nom-
inate any man for governor in Minne-
sota is a serious query.

The inference is that the people are
so corrupt that no man can succeed
without buying them.

Ramsey county was turned into a rot-
ten borough on Saturday night at the
caucuses.

Certain parts of the state are being
treated the same way.

The railroads and the capitalistie in-
terests of St. Paul are favoring Merriam.
Stanford Newel, who made McGill, is
now for Merriam.

Officials of the Manitoba road and
Northern Pacific have said they desire
-him for governor.

The Pioneer Press wants him and
sends three of its employes to the Ram-
sey county convention as delegates for
him.

Everywhere that his canvass is being
conducted there is a fearful odor of
money.

No great wave of popular enthusiasm
isbehind him. Itis oniy a question of
“barrel.”

DONNELLY RETURNS.

He Is Out of Politics He De-
clares.

Ignatius Donnelly, fresh from the
shores of England and the tomb of
Shakspeare; just free from the com-
pany of lords and *‘‘jukes” and once
more an humble citizen, is home again.

Contrary to the expectation of those
who know him best he returns sans
gout, cockney airs and Briton dress.

His waistband is a trifle tighter, buthe
is the same old Donnelly—hold on, not
quite—he is out of politics.

Mr. Donnelly says: “I am out of pol-
ities, and though I may be nominated
to-morrow, I could not accept. My lit-
erary occupations take my time, and I
shall not even be a candidate for the
legislature this fall. The papers have
kept me well posted as to polities, but
beyond this I know nothing of the situ-
ation in this state.”

Mr. Donnelly said he was received
with great kindness and hospitality in
England. The Baconian theory with
reference to the origin of Shakspeare’s
plays was steadily gaining ground
among the inteiligent and thinking peo-
ple, especially among those who had
time and the inclination to investigate
the subject. There was, of course, in
England, as well as the United States,
a large number of people who had never
studied the question, and who had prob-
ably never read a line of Bacon. and
whose knowledge of Shakspeare was
confined to seeing some of the plays
represented on the stage. John Bright,
who is regarded by many as one of
the clearest men intellectually in
England, after reading the ecrypto-
gram became a convert to its
views, and this faect had staggered
a good many, Dr. Donnelly said that
another incident which helped to create
doubt in the minds of many was the fact
that the Pall Mall Gazette selected
from the cipher narrative what it con-
sidered the vulnerable partof itand
published an article fiercely attackin
the book. . He had made answer, an
the paper had nothing more to say on
the subject.

Another incident which has con-
firmed Mr. Donnelly’s belief in the
cipher he described as follows: “In the
cipherstory the history of Shakspeare’s
youth is given and his marriage by Sir
John, the bishop of Worcester was de-
scribed. In making out the cipher nar-
rative 1 did not know and had no books
to tell me what was the last name
of the Dbishop of Worcester, and I
jumped to the conclusion that it
was_Babbington, who was bishop
of Wowcester in 1597. When the
book was published a Scoteh critic fell
upon this as a discrepancy because he
said Babbington was not bishop at the
time Shakespeare married, nor was his
first name John, but the bishop who
married Shakesﬁeara was John Witgift,
who had been Bacon’s tutor at Cam-
bridge. George Stronach, librarian of
Edinburgh, then took up the matier,
and by referring to the text from which
1 had taken the cipher from the words
‘wit’ and ‘gift,” showed that I had not
