FIRST OF - THE FIGHTS,

Republican Congressional Cauncuses
This Evening.

REA OR SNIDER, WHICH?

Schmitz Declares Himself---The Mer-
riam-McGill Deal Dome Feor
a Bluif.

While the Republican congressional
fight may be settled by the primary
elections to be held in Hennepin county
this evening, that fact is by no means
assured. The fight is practically all in
this eounty and the nominee, whoever
he may be, will come from Minneapolis,
but it is a long time between primaries
and conventions, and things seen by
the candle light of the caucus do not
always look the same in the glare of the
conventicn. There is a very pretty
ficht on. The opposing candidates are
Capt. Sam P. Snider, the millionaire
mine owner of the Gogebie, and, pre-
sumably, Capt. John P. Rea, judge of
the district court, and commander-in-
chief of the national Grand Army of
the Republie. Capt. Snider is an
avowed candidate and has that advant-
age. Judge Rea is bound down by his
office, and is not at liberiy to an-
nounce himself. He is, therefore,
at a disadvantage, to-night though his
friends may work for him Without vio-
Jation of rules and ethics. He is repre-
sented in the campaign by Loren
Fletcher, and that hustler has not let
the grass grow beneath his feet.
Fletcher owns the congressional com-
wittee and has the date of the conven-
tion set for Sept. 18, away off at Anoka,
for the purpose of allowing Rea’s term
to expire, as comwmander, and give him
political liberty. That was Fletcher’s
coup for Rea. But Snider contests the
county committee and had the primaries
set for Aug. 30, so that Rea is still in
thralldom.

There is every reason to believe that
the_ black mustache of the gallant cap-
train will wave in triumph over to-
night’s primaries. Not only is this
claimed by his henchmen and lieuten-
ants, whose name is legion, but it 1s
conceded by all the independents, and
doubted only by the opposition, Snider
has not the full support of the court
house ring,but there is some indefinable
bond between Snider and Merriam that
will come to the support of the former
to-night. It seems sure that Snider
will to-night elect a majority of the
delegates; but what may transpire in
the two weeks before the county con-
vention is another matter. Itis by no
means a novelty to have Hennepin
county express herself one way in. the
primaries and another at the conven-

tion, when deft Republicans are at the
helm. ‘I'wo years ago, the county was

divided between Gibbs and Gilman for
governor, but when the delegation came
to show up at St. Paul, behold, MeGill
lead all the rest.

There is one other factor to be con-
sidered, and that is the dark horse. It
is rumored, that in case Snider turns
up at Anoka, with more delegates than
Rea, that an effort will be made to
stampede the convention to a new man,
who will Jook not unlike F. F. Davis.
But the fact is. that as Davis has been
suggested as the dark horse actor in
every political drama, from governor to
senator, this kind of talk proves a trifle
stale. As Loren Fletcher is supposed
to have a long knife ground to a razor
edge for Snider’s scalp. hie will endeav-
or to give the death whoop in the con-
vention and failing there, may be ex-
pected to materialize as a dark avenger
at the polls.

But meanwhile, the Hennepin pri-
maries will be held, and the outlook is
very Snideresque at this time.

NARROWED TO TWO.

Hennepin Republicans Believe in
the Merriam-McGill Combine.
While there niay be three tickets in

the field in the Republican caucuses

on Saturday night, there will be but
two men running in reality. Tickets
may bear the names of Merriam, Me-

Gill or Scheffer, but the contest will be

between MeGilland Scheffer, and a hard

fight it will be. There is not a promi-
nent Republican in Minneapolis but be-
lieves Merriam is out of the race and
has agreed to throw his strength to Me-

Gill, and as a resuit MeGill men are

wearing very broad smiles and bright

faces. Representative Lum, of Crow

Wing county, was in_Minuneapolis yes-

terday, buzzing about the Snider head-

quarters in Temple court. Said he:

“Will McGill be nominated? Never.
This deal may have been agreed upon,
but the goods cannot be delivered.
Take the Crow Wing delegation, for ex-
ample. They were elected for Merriam,
but he cannot turn them over to Me-
Gill. It’s my opinion they will all go
over to Gilman.”

Both McGill and Scheffer men in Hen-
nepin county profess to be beneficiaries
from the deal. The McGill men declare
they will get the Merriam support, and
the Scheffer agents aver they will them-
selves benefit by the split which will
follow. Loren Fletcher said yesterday
that MeGill would certainly get Henne-
pin county. “And I want you to un-
derstand,” he added, *‘that we will see
to it that no Democrats are run in for
Scheffer Saturday night.”

SCHMITZ IS FOR SCHEFFER.

But He Says It Is as a Democrat
May Be.

The story that Albert Scheffer has
opened headquarters in the St. James
hotel is not exactly true, nor is the
story true thatJ. P. Semitz, of Fergus
Falls, is in charge. Col. Schmitz is at
the St. James hotel, and Room 42 is his
headquarters, which gave rise to the
stories. A large group coald be found
in the room at any hour yesterday, but
the conversation was limted to géneral
politics. To a GLOBE reporter Col.
Schmitz said:

“Any report that I am not a Demo-
crat or have sold out is absolutely false.
Albert Scheffer was always my second
choice for governor and Doe Ames my
first. Awmes was chiseled out of the
nomination, and now I propose to do
what 1 can for Scheffer. Idon’t hold
that in doing this 1 am forfeiting my
Democracy, and thousands will agree
with me. What I do say is that
I am unqualifiedly and = eternally
opposed to Doran and Kelly, and the
only way to scotch them and purify the
party is to let it pass through the fire
of defeat.

MILLS CLOSING DOWN

To Permit Channel Repairs---A
Light Ouptut. .

The Northwestern Miller in its issue
of to-day will say: The idleness of
several mills last week was made quite
apparent in the flour output, the figures
being the smallest since April. The
the total production of the week was
145,000 barrels—averaging 24,233 barrels
daily—against 164,900 barrels the week
before, and 147,000 for the correspond-

ing time in 1887. The mills will not
get in much more than half time
the present week, and the out-
put will be pretty licht. Begin-
ning to-morrow morning, the

work of cleaning the west side canal
will be commenced, and the water will
be kept out till Mouday noon—three
working days. As nearly all the mills
take power from this canal the greater
part of them, eighteen in number, will
be closed down during this period. This
will not come far from cutting the out-
put in half; at least, it will probably be
uudﬁr 100,000 barrels for the current
week.

Direct exportsof flonr forthe week end-
ing Saturday were 46,800 barrels, against
68,500 the preceding week. As the
spring wheat crop matures the extent
of the damage from frost becomes more
apparent. In Northern Dakota it has
been most severe, and the more that is
known about the matter the less favora-
ble becomes the situation.
