LOOKING UP SUCKERS.

Greenbacks Promised at a
Large Discount on Big
Orders.

Tempting Countrymen Is the
Game of a Crafty Jersey-
man.

Pilgrim Baptist Chureh Trou-
bles to Be Aired in
Court.

Timely Topics Picked Up in a
Day’s Saunterings About
Town.

The schemes for swindling poor, gull-
ible humanity are as many as the stars
in heaven, and there is scarcely a day
that something new in this line isn’t
brought to light. Yesterday Gov. Me-
Gill received a letter from a gentleman
residing in the southern part of the
state, inclosing a communication from a
party named Lang and dated at Hobo-
ken, N. J. Lang has a scheme for money
making that is as far ahead of the
gold brick fake as the the three-card
monte game surpasses common, every-
day euchre. He offers “genuine green-
backs” at scandalously low rates. Two
tiousand dollars in long greens can be
had for $250, three thousand for 300,
and twenty tlLousand for $1,000. These
figures can only be had for the first
deal: after that, for every dollar of the
queer, twenty-five cents must be ad-
vanced. He will not deal atlong range,
but eustomers desirous of **biting” must
must go to Hoboken. A liberal allow-
ance is made for expenses, and if the
goods are not as represented he pays
“your fare to and from your home.”
He concludes his remarkable document
by this touching appeal: *In God's
name do not betray me, and I will prove
a tiu? and lasting friend to you.”

In order to bear out the statement
made in his letter a e¢lipping, purport-
ing to be taken from some Eastern
paper, is enclosed with it. The elip-
ping tells the story of the arrest of
Becker, who attempted to sell some
counterfeit greenbacks toa party out
West, who proved to he a deteetive and
brought about the arrest of Becker. The
prisoner on being arraigned Dbefore a
commissioner stoutly denied that he
ever had a counterfeit bill in his life,
and demanded, as proof of his asser-
tion, that experts from Washington be
sent for to examine the greenbaeks in
question. The experts ecame, and,
strange to relate, verified the statements
oi the acensed. The bills were good,
they said,and the fault lay with the
treasury department in allowing work-
men to handle the plates and ink.
Becker was set free. 1t will be noticed
how nicely the statements of the letter
and the clipping dovetail, and how easily
it would be for a sucker to get caught
in the trap.

‘The objeet of their
gathering was to discuss Elder Gray’s
relationship with the church, and to
finally settle the difliculty which had
arisen. Half an hour slowly glided
away, but there was still no gign of the
church doors being opened, and it was
given out that some mistake had been
made in calling the meeting for that
evening.

“Dere is some mistake in eallin’ de
meetin,” remarked one brother; *‘it
should not hev been called for t'night,
but Tuesday. Brudder Stevens has
made de mistake in not givin’ de people
mo’ time. Dey would not see de
‘nonncement in de papers, asmany do
not read de papers, and not half of dem
are here t'night. We will hev de
meetin’ on Tuesday.” Upon this an-
nouncement being made there wasa
general talk, and then the company
slowly broke up and in groups wended
their way homewards.

Al

There promises to be a pretty lively
fight in the courts between the United
States Electric Lighting company and
the St. Paul Gaslight company. Pa-
pers in the suit were filed yesterday.
The difficulty arose out of a con-
tract entered into by the St. Paul
Gas Llght company and the United
States Electric Lighting company, in
November, 186, by which the former
coneern agreed to use nothing bat the
“United States system™ of incandescent
lighting,and 34,500 changed hands on the
strength of the agreement. The com-
plaint filed by the United States 'com-
pany and the St. Paul Eleetric Light
and Power eompany, which was also a
party to the agreement, as the agent of
the former company, alleges that the
Gas Light company is about to adopt
the Westinghouse system, in violation
of the agreement, and they ask for an
injunction restraining the Gas Light
company, and sue for £50,000 besides.

COAL GOING UP,

Mine Owners Decree an Increase
of Fitty Cents Per Ton,

Pennsylvania mine owners having
decreed that hard coal should advance
in price 50 cents per ton, St. Paul coal
dealers assembled yesterday and
tooted “It shall be done.” The advance
will take effect from tp-day. E. Corn-
ing. of Jackson street, who is president
of the St. Paul Fuel Exchange, was par-
ticularly desirous that inhabitants of
the Saintly city should understand that
the advance was occasioned solely by
the action of Pennsylvania mine own-
ers, *“The St. Paul coal dealers,”
said he, *“have mnothing whatever
to do with raising the price of coal,
this being entirely controlled by Penn
sylvania mine owners, who reguiate the
price in all markets. People sometimes
think it is the coal dealers who are to
blame, but really we have nothing to do
with the regulation of coal figures.
Mine owners put up the price, and we
have nothing else left but to follow in
their wake, The advance is simply in
liard coal, and thus far the price of
other coal remains vnchanged.”

Bearing upon the advance in the
price of hard ecoal, it is interestiug to
note some remarks of Secretary Tall-
madge, of the chamber of commerce,
who has recently visited Duluth and
Gladstone. **At Duluth 1 found that
the storage of coal was double the ton-
age of last year at this iime, and they
are piling up a large stock at Gladstone
—a coaling station which came into ex-
istence this season, 'The shipments are
nothing like completed, so that there
should be no scarcity of coal this winter
and no advance in the prices.”

FAVORABLE ACTION

Recommended on Important Pub-
lic Matters,

At the meeting of the committee on
streets in the council chamber last night
the ordinance granting the privileges
of the Keokuk Nerthern Line Packet
company to the St. Lonis and St. Paul
Packet company upon like terms and
conditions was favorably vecommended.

The ordinance granting the Minne-
sota Natural Gas, Oil and Fuel com-
,nn_:y the right to lay mains and erect

buildings for storing it was again taken
up. The ordinance was changed, H. P.
Hall explained, from an exclusive right,
but as a compromise asked that they
be allowed to fix the price of gas. He
claimed that was a fair proposition and
one that any member of the council
could vote for.

Ald. Cullen thought the objection-
able feature of the ordinance was
stricken out, and moved that the com-
mittee recommend the passage of the
ordinance. The motion was seconded
by Ald. Gehan and carried, Ald. San-
born voting in the negative.

The vote was afterwards reeconsid-
ered and the third section amended so
as to )lwmtect against damages. Some
other slight changes were suggested by
Ald. Sanborn and a favorable report or-
dered to be made to the council.

The committee decided to ask the

council to pass a preliminary order for
the board of public works to ascertain
the cost of condemning land for the pro-
posed boulevarding of St. Paul. Per-
mission was recommended to be given
to the Germania Life Insurance com-
pany, of New York, to allow the base of
their building on Fourth and Minnesota
streets to project over the sidewalk four
inches.

Yoerg's motion tojhave the city
clerk advertise for bids for having the
signs painted and put up on the street
corners was laid over. T'his action was
taken in order that the engineer might
have an opportunity to see what the gas
light contractors would do towards hav-
ing the names placed on the lamps and
kept in condition.

A St. Paul Institution That Has
Been Organized Only a Few
Months, But Whose Goods Are in
Great Demand in the Southern
and Northwestern States.

Iu a recent tour of the different man-
ufacturing institutions of the city, a
GLOBE representative called upon Mr.
T. Holland, president of the Holland &
Thompson Manufacturing company,and
after a sbhort interview gleaned the fol-
Jowing facts in relation to the business
that is now done Dby that institution.
On being asked if he could give the re-
porter a few faets regarding his experi-
ence during the past two or three years
in the difficulty attendihg the organiza-
tion of a manufacturing industry, he
said: “Yes, I came from Troy, N. Y.,
about three years ago.

Our goods, of course,
are subject to criticism, owing to the
fact that they are being manufactured
in a new town, but theiwr quality has
commanded preference in every market
in which they have been introduced.
We haye an advantage over Eastern
manufacturers in competition for the
Southern and Northwestern trade, as
we get our copper in transit direct from
Montana, and have a corps of St. Paul
men who are thoroughly edueated to the
work. We are now filling a 30,000 con-
tract for Duluth, have astill larger one
for a Sioux City packing house, besides

the insane asylum at Cincinnati,
the Union stock yards at St
ranl, and the residence of Jay

Gould, on the Hudson river; and we
are confident of the contract for the
Sacred Heart, at Cincinnati, and nu-
merous residences in this city. We are
also in receipt of orders for valves for
a great many of the water works sys-
tems, both in the East and West.”

“How does St. Paul patronize you in
this respeet?”’ was asked by the GLoBE
man.

*As yet we have not received much
support in that line from St. Paul.
There seems to be a sort of prejudice
here in favor of Eastern goods. But
we are coufident the time is not far dis-
tant when people will realize that
by encouraging home manufacture
they net only save money, but
really get a superior artiele.
We make all kinds of Brass Goods,
Valves and Boilers, also Supplies for
Plumbers and Gas Fitters, and general
Castings for Brass and Iron Work.

MUST PAY THE POLICY,

Suicide Does Not Nullify
tract.

FORGER KERR'S WIDOW

Wages a Successful Warfare Against
an Insurance Com-
pany.

On the 20th of April, 1884, Robert W;:
| Kerr became a member of the Minne-
sota Mutual Benefit association, and
took out a poliey in this association inm
his wife’s name. The policy provided
that *if the assured shall die 1, or in:
consequence of" the violation of any
criminal law of any country, state or
territory in which the assured may be;
this certificate shall be null and void.”
In July, 1885, Kerr, in order to avoid
arrest for forgery, fled into Canadag
where he was afterwards apprehendeg

by detectives, and, in order to avoid be-
ing brought back for trial to Minnesota,
shot and killed himself. Itappears that
the criminal code of Canada forbade seif-
murder, and that this suicide was a viola-
tion thereof. Sarah E, Kerr, the widow,
brought suit to recover the amount
of the policy, the association
refusing to pay the same on the
ground that the provisions of the policy
had been violated. The court held that
Kerr’s death in Canada could not be
treated as the proximate result of his
erime in Minnesota, and the fact of his
suicide was not 1 itself to be construed
as oceurring or growing out of a viola-
tion of law within the meaning of the
poliey. and that therefore the plaintiff,
Sarah E. Kerr, was entitled to recover
tire sum of 8835 with interest from the
commencement of the action. 'The fol-
lowing is the title and syllabus of the
case:

Sarah E. Kerr vs. Minnesota Mutual

Benetit Association.

Svllabus-—A policy of insurance pro-
vided that if the assured shall diein
consequence of the violation of any
criminal law of any country, state or
terri.ory in which the assured may be,
this certifiacte shall be null and void.

Held, that suicide, committed by an
alleged fugitive from justice, to avoid
arrest and trial for a crime committed
by the assured, is not to be considered
as the proximate result of the alleged
crime, and that his death by suicide is
not, within tne proper meaning of the
wlicy, to be considered as the vio-

ation of law therein referred
to. Suicide is no defense to an
action on a policy issued for the

benefit of a third person, where there
is no stipulation to that effect in the
policy. Under the contract of insur-
ance set forth in the opinion, held, that
the defendant association were liable
absolutely to pay the plaintiff, who is
the beneficiary of the assured, a sum
equal to £1.50 for each certificate of in-
surance in force when the insurance
money became due, according to the
terms of the policy or certificate of in-
surance herein, and a ratable propor-
tion with other policies out of any
moneys in the assessment fund appli-
cable to such claims.
