JUDICIAL ACTION
Will Be Required Regard Void

Tax Deeds.
Some time ago L. A. Comfit, auditor

of Hennepin county, made inquiry of
State Auditor Braden whether, upon
presentation of certificate of certain
lands in Hennepin county, the lax
deeds ofwhich were declared' void in
the case of Gilfillan vs. Chatterton. an-
other deed could not be issued in the
place of those declared defective.
Capt. Braden yesterday sent the follow-
ing reply, the views expressed in which
are fullyconcurred in by Attorney Gen-
eral Clapp: "The great weight of au-
thority seems to be "in favor of your ex-
ercising such a right, and Iam inclined
to think that the courts would sustain
you in issuing such deeds, but, while .
the statutes of this state make the opin-
ion of this office and that of the attorney
general's efface a rule of action for you,
such opinions are not binding upon
parties interested. If it was cer-
tain that opinion of this office would be
final in the matter I might possibly
reach a different conclusion than that
now submitted; but were you advised
by this office to issue the deeds in ques-
tion, a great many deeds would be
Issued upon the strength of such ad-
vice, as there are a great many cases
similar to the one under consideration,
and If upon appeal tothe judicial tri-
bunal it should be determined that you
had no authority to issue ' such
deeds, a vast amount of expen-
sive litigation would result from the
decision of this office. lam constrained,
therefore, to advise you to refrain from
issuing the deeds in question. If it is
your duty to issue them, the progress
by which you can be required to do so
is" a comparatively simple and inexpen-
sive one, and out; judicial determina-
tion, to the effect that it is your duty to
issue them, would settle the question at
a comparatively triflingexpense; while
a decision to the contrary, after deeds
had been issued, would be productive
of great expense and litigation.

DISCIPLINE A NECESSITY,
According to tbe Superintendent of

Schools.Schools.

ADVICE TO THE TEACHERS.

Everything in Readiness for Opening
the Various Buildings To- "the Various Buildings To- "

morrow.

Superintendent of Schools Taylor
was busily engaged all day yesterday,
consequent upon the reopening of the
public schools to-morrow morning. The
principals and teachers of tbe thirty-
one scholastic establishments of the
city met Professor Taylor In the assem-
bly hall of the high school building.
There was a full attendance, the few
absentees being those teachers who are
out of town and have not returned from
their vacation. The superintendent of
musicled the company in -singing, and
a thoughtful address followed, by Su-
perintendent Taylor. This address ere-
ated an excellent impression, it being
replete In timely advice' and pertinent
suggestions.

Prof. Taylor first dilated upon the re-
sponsibilities and duties of .teachers,
and expressed a decided opinion of the
advantages accruing from a well spent
vacation. He proceeded to advise teach-
ers in the coming term to ascertain the
cause of all absenteeism among their
pupils, and urged that in the general
discipline of the school-room there
should be great carefulness exercised:
there should be more firmness combined
with government, and firmness with
kindness. It lifted the school by giv-
ing it a healthy tone. All believed in
government. What was a nation, a
state or a city without it? it was as es-
sential for a school as for either of the
above-mentioned bodies. It might be
said that the method in use did not pro-
duce the desired effect. Possibly not;
but if it did not, teachers who had done
their best had done what could

he expected OF them.
A teacher's attention should not be

given specially to a single study to the
crowding out of others. Different
teachers had different likes and dislikes
in studies, and those which were best
liked received most attentien. This was
wrong. Each study in the curriculum
of a school should receive its proper at-
tention. Having, during the past year
had the matter of reading in the pri-
mary under consideration, he desired to
bring it to the attention of teachers of
all the grades of the city schools. He
was convinced that this subject was one
ofthe real essentials of public school
education, and instanced Lord Bacon's
famous saying that "Heading makes a
fullman, writing an exact man, and
speaking a ready man." Its importance
was shown to a sufficient degree by the
efforts made and-that were being made,
to have the methods of teaching
this subject upon . lines of mental
development. A pupil was not a
good reader until he could not only give
ideas from the printed page, but could
impart those ideas in a clear.intelligible
and pleasing manner. Proper instruc-
tion and drill should give pupils this
power of grasping thought and joining
expression to it. The fact that good
readers were rare in the schools only in-
creased the obligation of teachers, not
onlyto themselves, but to those under
their charge. Correct reading had
much to do with solving the question of
the appreciation and love of good litera-
ture. Here was a field which had been
most neglected in the past, and the im-
portance ofwhich could hardly lie over-
estimated. Teachers might make a ju-
dicious selection of books for their pu-
pils and counsel them in regard to the
same; such counsel, given in a right
spirit, would invariably be heeded, and
thus a taste good reading correctly
formed. Ifteachers did this the danger
of their pupils drifting into the habit of
reading cheap and \u25a0 sensational stuff,
which - ,:

CREATED DISTASTE FOR STUDY,

debased and demoralized the .mind and
tended to crime, might be greatly
lessened. The best ordered rooms were
governed by the quietest teachers. It
did not follow, however, that all quiet
teachers were good discipilarians, but it
generally was true' that a noisy teacher
was not. A disorderly school was due
to one or two things: A too talkative
teacher, or to poor ventilation, or to both
combined. Good discipline was the
keynote to a successful school. Not that
he was a believer in the rod of iron form
of discipline, because the correct princi-
ple was to cultivate the moral qualities
ofthe pupils and take their consciences
and honor into consideration in plan-
ning and carrying out forms of
study. Mental impressions were
far more lasting than the sting
of the flesh. He was opposed
to overpressure, and ' urged that chil-
dren should not be kept after school to
study unless the teacher was well satis-
fied that failure of pupils to keep up
with their class had arisen from neglect
or laziness, and that they would not suf-
fer any bodily effects from it. Even
this practice should be the exception
and not the rule. Extra home tasks
should not be imposed, and he had no
sympathy with the hot house forcing of
intellectual growth. Two examinations
were now being held yearly, each at
the end of five months, but lie thought
arrangements might be made so that a
large amount of strain in these exam-
inations might be removed from the
pupils— an examination upon one
subject each month. After pointing
out that one of the objects of public
schools should be to make good citizens,
and that sure practical methods of
teaching were needed against teaching
mere memory rather than mind, he con-
cluded: "Teachers, the ground to be
occupied is

the cause and the pupils' demand, and
may the year be fullof the best results
to you all."

Supt. Taylor closed his address amid
the hearty plaudits of those present,
and the assembly broke up with the
completion of arrangements for holding
the teachers' general meetings. Each
teacher was supplied with a copy of the
annual report of the education board,
which was published yesterday.

A large number of parents ofprospec-
tive pupils visited the school superin-
tendent yesterday afternoon, and his of-
fice presented a lively appearance.
With the exception of the Albert Schef-
fer, all the schools are ready for re-
opening to-morrow, and it willbe in-
teresting to many parents and guardians
toreproduce rule 47 of the education
board : -'During the first week, of each
term, and on each Monday thereafter,
pupils in all respects qualified may en-
ter the schools by applying to the prin-
cipal at the school building. A pupil
applying for admission for the lirst
time must be accompanied by a parent
or guardian, who shall give satisfactory
evidence that the child is six years old
and has been vaccinated within five
years."

; The St. Paul Dime Museum has been
so transformed that it will scarcely be
recognized. For weeks workmen have
been engaged in enlarging, altering, re-
decorating and improving it. Over 820,-
-()00 has been expended in the changes,
and iti now one of the handsomest in

lie country. The exterior has been
painted pure white, making it one of
the most striking buildings in the city.
The entrance has been entirely changed.

An artistic ticket office now projects
Into the foyer.

Six million bustles are manufactured

every year in the United States. Time
was when the bustle rose to gigantic
proportions. To one of this mammoth
kind Gen. Knickerbocker referred when
he inquired:. Which is the bustle

And widen is the girl!
But there is no-confusing the two

now, for the rise and fall of the bustle
has been very marked during the last
five years. Slowly and insidiously it
has decreased in magnitude, and at the
present day the appendage is not such a
very demonstrative affair after all.

Three millions are said to be a fair es-
timate of the yearly number of bustle-
wearers in this country, and of these
3.000,000 at least 1.000,000 change their
hustles every six months.

According to statistics, carefully re-
vised up to date, the various pieces of
silver wire in all the bustles in the
United States, ifjoined together, would
reach from New York to St. Peters-
burg.

Some girls make their own bustles.
Some make them of cloth padding, and
many of newspapers. The '•newspaper
bustle" is a very common addition to
the skirts of stylish maidens in the
Fourth and Sixth wards.

The Journal's reporter consulted a
specialist on bustles yesterday:

"Stand on the corner of Broadway
and Twenty-third street any fair after-
noon," said the specialist, "and review
the miles of feminine loveliness as they
pass. Ifyou are a competent judge of
the artistic you must admit that the
bustle-wearing girl outstrips her non-
bustled sister in symmetry every time.
The moderate-sized bustle sets off a
dress to immense advantage. In addi-
tion to this, it relieves the hips of a
great weight. Therefore, it is a thing
of health as well as of beauty." -jTfll

"Is the bustle doomed to go?"
"1 suppose it is. Like cloth, fashion

is a perishable thing. The crinoline
went. So did the Dolly Varden and
scores of other things which are now
looked upon as heathenish abomina-
tions. But the bustle willdie hard."
"Ibelieve a good many New York

girls have followed Mrs. Cleveland's
example and shaken the bustle alto-

Those who will hail the downfall of
the bustle with ecstatic hallelujahs and
liosannas are the custom house inspect-
resses and the small boys of this coun-
try. The first willbe saved the almost
daily task of evolving contraband jew-
elers' shops and cigar stores from little
wiry bonded warehouses, and the small
boy will have an embarrassment of
riches in the way of material for base-
ball masks, campaign parade lanterns,
bird cages and rat traps.
