Chicago, Sept. Hutchinson took all the
wheat that went around on the monthly de-

liveries this morning. There were onlyabout
1,500,000 bushels of it all told. Deliveries
ofcorn -were light, but the old gentleman

took in the bulk of this grain also. There
were no oats sent around. Deliveries of lard
and ribs were large, considering the size of
local stocks, but of pork were moderate.
Wheat started out as a very lame day in the
wheat pit and developed into a roaring bull
occasion. The crowd appeared to be with-
out motives early. There was an easier state
of affairs reported by cable abroad. There
were tellingorders by the country at New
York and here. The shorts at New York
counteracted the early selling and helped the
rally. Here Hutchinson very nearly let the
market alone and because of the cables and
seaboard advices the tendency was slightly
downward. December started at 92%c, went
offto 01 "fee, rallied to 92Uc, and up to noon
it looked as ifthe day would end as it begun.
Then there were late cables giving more
rain and firmer markets in the kingdom.
There were more letters confirming the bull
news from the Northeast. Those who
started to buy found wheat scarce. Inthirty
minutes the price of December went from
92f-c to 93Vic, and the bulls could not get it
fast enough. Some realizing put it back to
B3C, and again it went to ;93%C shortly be-
fore the close.
