The Law School of the University
Opened.

The law department of the state
university was formerly opened at the
chapel yesterday afternoon, when the
Hon. W. 8, Pattee, dean and professor,
made an interesting address on “The
Law of Contracts.” The school opens
with forty students already enrolled,
and the indications are that the num-
ber will soon be much larger. Among the
gentlemen connected with the school are
Gordon E. Cole, C. D. O’Brien, Judge
Fladrau, W. D. Cornish, Judge
Pierce, JudgeAtwater and other e ua]ly
well known legal lights. Following is
a synopsis of the address delivered by
Prof. Pattee: “The founding of this
institution is a matter of no little con-
cern, as the importance of systematic
study and thorough instruction in the
science of law is becoming more and
more apparent. To the great majority
of people the ‘science of law’is a mis-
nomer. They look as upon human law
as an incongruous mass of fictions and

technicalities, too often adapted

to do with the rules of courts, the
statutes of parliaments, and the con-
stitutions of nations, but it goes beyond
these to the facts, the truths, the laws
of humgn nature and from them draws
its life, its meaning, and its significance.

MAKING LEMONADE.
Some Statistics Concerning an
Imporiant Supply.

The business of supplying the visit-
ors to the Exposition with lemonade and

| candy is something of an undertaking.
{ There

are nine stands on the three
floors, and when it is considered that
$5a day is paid for the privilege, and
that the expenses outside of material
consumed amount to £130 a day, the
number of five-cent sales neces-
sary to insure a profit can be
understood as being somewhat numer-
ous. A Grosg reporter yesterday in-
spected the method of making lemon-
ade by wholesale, and found that on the
average no less than five boxes of lem-
ons are used daily. The ends are first
cut off, and the lemons are then placed
in a machine resembling a feed-cutter,
which slices them. A second ma-
chine extracts the juice, which
is afterward strained, Glen-
wood water and coffee sugar
are then added—everything was
serupulously clean and the ingredients
used are of the best—this much in
justice to J. L. Baker & Son, who con-
sider that some statements in the
Grosr of Sunday did them an injus-
tice. The girls employed at the stands
receive $6 a week, which seems a fair
remuneration. On an average twenty-
five barrels of lemonade are sold and a
barrel of pop corn is used, while scchal
hundred pounds of candy are dis-
posed of.

The grand chancellor had
endeavored to impress upon the minds of all
the importance of doing work correctly, and
he doubted if there is a jurisdiction where it
ismore correctly done, No appeals have
been taken from the grand chaucellor's deci-
sious, indicating the harmonious condition of
the jurisdiction. On Oct. 12, 1886, the dedica-
tion of Castle hall, Stillwater, was celebrated.
The Minnesota Knights of Pythias Mutual
Benefit Association is made the theme of an
especial appeal. The grand chancellor said
the present membership is not very exten-
sive, yet it is sufficiently large towarrant a
good and profitable insurance. The amount
of beneficiary bas been increased to $500.

First—To provide for disposing of pages
and esquires, who, for any cause, fail to ad-
vance, 5o as to relieve their lodges from pay-
ing per capita tax on them, or, provide for
taxing them,

Second—That the minimum foe for the
three ranks be fixed at $25, in cities of 10,-
000 inhabitants or more, and $15 in cities or
villages of less thgn 10,000 inhabitants,

Third—That *“good standing” be defined
so plain and clear that itcannot be con-
strued but one way.

Fourth—That the weekly benefits shall not
exceed two-thirds of the yearly dues.

Fifth—To make the master-at-arms an
elected oflicer to confirm to supreme law.

Judge Young's Grand Jury Charge
Is a Scorcher.

When court convened yesterday fore-
noon, Room No. 13, or the large court
room as it is generally called, was filled
with attorneys who had assembled for
the purpose of setting a time for the
trial of cases in which they were inter-
ested. The calender contain 1,359 eivil
cases, of which 868 are jury cases and
forty-two eriminal cases, which were
continued over from last term.

as a means for repressing crime, andre-
ferred casually to the newspapers as a
means that is often of great service in
furnishing information in matters
which they are often called on to con-
sider. He then went into an analysis of
crime itself, the point of which was to
show that 95 per cent of all the crime
committed was committed in the cities
and large towns, and as & Tea-
son for this he said that the
criminals from all over the country
congregated in the cities and laid their
plans for committing all the erimes on
the calendar. There is a period in the
history of all cities, he said, when the
law holds the mastery over crime, but
crime is ever on the alert, and, unless
publie sentiment is kept properly stimu-
lated, it will contest the mastery and
perhaps gain the upper hand. *‘Expe-
rience teaches us that there is a morbid
sentiment which is opposed to the strict
enforcement of the law, but so long
as we can preserve the lutegn?r
of our juries, both petit and grand,
there is no need for apprehension. 1t
is currently reported that a number of
gambling houses are ruuning in this
city in defiance of the law and of all
efforts of the public authorities to sup-
press it.© It is therefore your duty to
investigate this matter, and if, after a
careful inquiry, you find that nothing
of the kind exists, it will only be be-
cause there has been a great reform in
this matter within a very short time.

“The keeping of houses of ill-fame
under our statutes is a felony, and it is
also an indictable offense for any per-
son to let any building, knowing that it
is to be used for an such purposes. Of
all the haunts of vice which exisitin
our cities, the very worst are the houses
of ill-fame, for they not only pollute so-
ciety, but serve as the breeders
of “crime by becoming the rendez-
vous of criminals and outlaws, and

very few are the crimes committed
which cannot be traced back to
the houses of Ill-fame, where

they were planned; and yet there is no
erime which is toleratea by society and
our municipal authorities like the one
of keeping houses of ill-fame.” He
then called the attention of the jury to
the liquor laws passed by the last legis-
lature, and in conclusion said: “If these
laws, stringent as they are, cannot be
enforced, there is no reasonable ground
for believing that any regulating laws
can be enforced.”
