EVERGREENS FORTHE FARM,

Useful for Windbreaks About the
Barn and Other Buildings.
The severe storms of the past few
winters have set a great many people to
thinking about planting evergreen
windbreaks as a protection for tarm
buildings, cattle yards, ete. Medium
sized evergreens, that is, those . two to
four feet high, are expensive to buy,
costly in freight and difficult to handle
without more or less loss. If of
native seedlings taken wup in the
northern wood the loss is sure
to be heavy. spite of the Dbest
care. 1f from well-managed nuisery
stock, the liability to loss is great, since
if the roots once become dry their vital-
ity is destroyed, says the Western Tree
Planter. The writer has had consider-
able experience in growing cvergreens
for ornament and wind-breaks, which
he believes will be of value to his read-
ers. The most satisfactory results have
been obtained by purchasing small
NURSERY-GROWN STOCK
onee or twice transplanted, and costing
on an average 210 to 15 per thousand.
These have been set in nursery rows in
well prepared soil, and allowed to grow
for a year or two, when the largest can
be taken out for permanent setting, and
so year by year the thinning proeess
can go on. s2tting on the farm premises
or supplying neighbors. So managed
there need be scarcely any loss in trans-
plauting, for the tree as soon as taken
up can be at onece set in the
place already prepared, without any
exposure to the roots, and, besides,
wet or eloudy dayscan be taken advant-
age of for setting. Almost any nurs-
eryman, m filling an order for 1,000 ev-
ergreens, would allow the purchaser to
selecet from different varieties at the
1,000 rate. A good assortment for the
northern localities would be something
like the followingz—viz. 200 each of
Scoteh, Austrian ‘and white pine and
Norway spruce. and 100 each of Ameri-
can arboa vite, and red cedar from
northern grown seed. These for real
utility. To these there mightibe added
a few of the novelties in -ever-
greens for orpament for the Tawn, In
planting in nursery rows we should
plant in rows not less than six feet
apart and two feet in the row, and at
this distance they will get to crowding
in a ifttle while. By pursuing the plgn
above indicated, an abundant supply
can be obtained for all uses on farm a;
shelter belts or ornament, at a smal!
outlay of money, and at very hittle risk
