LIND'S LAPSES.

Mr. Lnro is affecting a virtue he
possesses not when he explains his vote
in opposition to the Canadian retalia-
tory bill on the ground that he was vot-
ingaccording to the interests of the
Northwest. There is also a flavor of
the proverbial "stop-thief" racket
about the accusation against Judge

Wilson, made by the Republican pa-
pers who have come to Mr. Lino's de-
fense, that the First district congress-
man was acting in the interest
of the Northwestern Railroad com-
pany. There were four, and only
four, member, who voted against

the retaliation bill. Two of these
were Bayne and Dalzell of Pitts-
burg, who are representatives of
the Pennsylvania railroad; the third
was Mr. White, ofNew York city, who
Is the spokesman for Wall street, and
the fourth one was John Lind.

After the senate bad rejected the pro-
posed treaty the only course left open

to the president was retaliation, and if
lie adopted a retaliatory policy it must
have been under the act of 1887, unless
congress passed a bill similar to the one

proposed by Judge Wilson. If the
president had proceeded under the act
of 1887 tlie result would have been most
prejudicial to the Northwest, as tlie
act authorized him by proclama-
tion to forbid bringing in . goods,
wares or products from Canada to the
United States. This would have been
to the interest of the Northwestern rail-
way and all other lines running to the
south of the lakes. But the bill intro-
duced by Judge Wilson, and passed by

the lower house of congress, .iocs not
prohibit or interfere with the transpor-

tation of goods from the Canada routes.
It is directly in favor of leaving un-
broken and uninterrupted our transpor-

tation over these lines. If Mr. Wilson
had been working in the interest of the
Northwestern Railroad company, lie
would have done just as Mr. Lind did—
have voted against his own bill.

MR. WILSON'S AMENDMENT.

The house passed Wednesday the
amendment of Judge Wilson, of Min-
nesota, to the interstate commerce bill.
The amendment is an important one,
and reproduced from the Globe of yes-
terday is as follows:
That where any railroad company hereto-

fore incorporated, or which may be incor-
porated i>v act of congress, _* built, or con-
structed and operate-, or sliall do so, through
the territorial limits of any state or territory,
the rates charged for the transportation of
property and passenger, for traffic within
the limits ut said slate or territory and the
tariffs and schedules thereof, shall be subject
to the legislatures of the several states and
territories across or into which such roads
are operated, anything In the charter of such
road, or anT national or state or territorial
a. to .the "contrary notwithstanding. Sec-
lion

_ provides that the firs*section shall
be limited in its operation, and shall apply
only to the carriage and transportation of
passengers an*- property wholly by railroad
-or byrailroad and water when both are used
under a common management) from one
station to another station, both being within
ihe limits of the same state or territory, and
shall in no case apply to any commerce be-
tween the states, territories, or into foreign
countries.

How the amendment will fare in the
senate, it is impossible to say. If the
Democrats were in a position to handle
the subject according to their will, there
would be no doubt of its becoming a
law. It lias become a practice with rail-
roads, infixingtheir schedule ofcharges,
to put the rate at all the trafficwill bear.
Allpretense of justice is thrown aside.
Combination*- have been formed to vic-
timize the producer and consumer alike,
but the right of all men to be treated on
equal terms has been boldly denied.
Not only within the limits of stales have
special rates been given, which meant
the ruin of individuals and even towns,
for the enrichment of other individuals
and towns in whose prosperity the rail-
roads felt an interest; but, emboldened
by years of immunity, the spectacle has
been presented of these common car-
riers discriminating between state and
state— thing which the constitution
directly declares shall not be done. All
of this the Democrats denounced in con-
gress and out of it, and succeeded at
last in passing the interstate commerce
law. But while the law in itself was a
great piece of legislation, experience
lias shown that new and important
features can be added to it. One of
these is Mr. Wilson's amendment.
Without weakening railroad enterprises
or lessening the profits of capital hon-
estly invested, it will strike a fatal blow
to abuses which can be met only by state
legislation.

DEMOCRACY AND MONOPOLY.
The present political contest is be-

tween Democracy and monopoly. The
issue is revenue reform. It will call
out all the immense power of the sub-
sidized oligarchists against us. It will
impel them to stop at no cost oi crime
to accompli-- our defeat. Their power
can not be too well understood. They
have their representatives in both
houses of congress. The letters of Mr.
Huntington published two years ago
and written when the Texas Pacific
subsidy bill was before the national
legislature illustrate the extent of cor-
ruption in our lawmakers which may
be exercise d by only one moneyed enter-
prise. Legislatures are their prey.
They Knight the presidential election
eight years ago. They stole the pre-
ceding one. They will buy this one if
they can.

There is onlyone power greater than
monopoly. It is the power of a
thoroughly aroused ami indignant peo-
ple. There is no withstanding such a
power. The most gigantic despotisms
go down before it. The shackles of
wrong and oppression and mammon are
broken like straws by its breath. Tin-
people can sweep these things aside
as insects are swept away by the wing
of the tempest.

Men may be bought, but. the masses
of the people cannot be. Once alive to
the true condition of affairs in this
country, and they will sweep the tariff
barons, the railroad corruptionists, the
trust robbers, from their path like
chaff. Their gold will melt before
popular wrath. And there never
was a time when the people
were * so nearly aroused as now.
The discussion of practical politics
within the last few months has widely
spread enlightenment and intelligence
among them. Day by day the appreci-
ation of this subject grows broader and
clearer. It is only necessary- for the

president and the Democrats in con-
gress to continue the straightforward
course they have so well begun, to win
the triumphant indorsement of the
people. But there is no time for hesi-

. tating or quibbling. Timeserving can

AN KMITV I'BEASURY.
The exposure made in yesterday's

issue of the GLOBE of the rocky system
of state financiering that has been prac-
ticed by successive Republican admin-
istrations is well calculated to arouse
the taxpayers of the state to a pitch of
indignation. Notwithstanding Treas-
urer BonUETEB'B assertion that the
present depleted condition of the state
treasury gives no ground for alarm, it
is alarming, and for reasons that are set
forth in Col. Bobleter's interview
with the Clone. "We have been in
this condition for a number of year.*,"
says the treasurer; "the only matter of
concern is that itkeeps increasing every
year." As ifthat were not enough of
itself to create alarm.

The law contemplates that the reve-
nues necessary for current expenses
shall he in the state treasury at the be-
ginning ofeach fiscal year, and shall be
paid out from time to time as the ex-
penses of the state government shall re-
quire. Such amount as is not needed
lor immediate uses shall be placed in
some designated depository, and in-
terest to be paid to the state on the de-
posit. The Republican system of finan-
ciering adopted in this state has re-
versed all this. Here we are, with scarce
two months of the new fiscal year
passed by. and an empty treasury. In-
stead of the state drawing interest on
its deposits as the law contemplates, it
is paying an excessive interest on large
sums of borrowed money. It is a good
thing for the banks, but a horrible sit-
uation for the taxpayers. And it is
growing worse every year. The deficits
are increasing all the time, as the ex-
penditures grow more extravagant.

There is nooccasion for the state to
go in debt at any time. It is a perni-
cious idea which encourages an admin-
istration of state affairs on a credit sys-
tem. -Pay as yon go*' is a good motto
for states to adopt, as well as for indi-
viduals.

OUR COMMERCIAL RIVAL..
The outcry of the Republican leaders

that the Democratic party is playing
into the hands of England frightens no
one. Every sensible and intelligent
man in the republic knows the state-
ment is false and malicious. England
is 3,000 miles away. There is an ocean
between us. The records and traditions
of more than a generation are against
any feeling of sympathy with England
in commercial pursuits. There has
always been competition between the
twocountries. There always will be.
As matters now stand, England drives
us off our own territory, and actually
does our carrying on the sea. But for
the tariff this could not be. That it
may not continue, the Democratic
party is resolved that the causes which
have led to it shall cease to exist. The
Central and South American states lie
just away from our own doors. They
ought to trade with us. We ought to
supply them with everything they need.
These states arc our natural customers,
and the only reason they buy from Eng-
land instead of us is owing to our
monstrous and iniquitous tariff laws
England sells thirteen dollars worth of
her cotton goods to those states where
we sell one. She conies to us for her
raw cotton, takes it at her own price,
manufactures it, and with it drives our
merchants out of Central and South
America.

But there are other things even more
alarming than these. The value of
textile fabrics made in this country is
1531,800,000, of which amount we ex-
port 110,216,570 only. To compensate
for this export trade we importof for-
eign textile fabrics $122,350,000, or
twelve (toilers for every onesold abroad.

These things should certainly arouse
the business interests of which we hear
so much.

AN OLO CRY.
When the Republicans in ISSO-G0 aimed

to limit the area of slavery the pro-slav-
ery Democrats raised against them the
stupid cry of "Abolitionists;" but that
did not scare the people.nor prevent the
election of Mr. LINCOLN. Now that the
Democrats in their turn aim to moderate
the oppressive and barbarous war tariff,
reduce the people's taxes and strike off
some of the shackles under which both
production and commerce are prostrate,
the Republicans in their turn raise the
equally stupid cry of "Free traders:*'
Ifthe Democrats only do their clear
duty to the people, as under- the
leadership of Mr. Cleveland they
ought to do, this cry will not
alarm anybody. The Republican
party has lost both its prestige and
moral force. It had been too long in
power, and for years has ceased to serve
the people. Its alliance is with monop-
olies and millionaires; its friends are no
longer found in the ranks of labor, but
among the rich men who have fattened
on the privileges it has gained them and
who hunger for more.

The Democrats of ISSS are no more
free traders than the Republicans
were abolitionists in 1859. Their aim is
to limit the area and lessen the oppress-
iveness of taxation the new system of
slavery, which has grown up under the
name of protection, and which imposes
needless burdens on an impoverished
people to support a handful of wealthy
private interests.

Washington, Sept. 14— feat-

ures of the senate proceedings to-day

were an animated discussion of the
delay in the report of the senate tariff
bill,"a bitter personal debate between
Senator Hoar and Senator Payne, and
the vote on the motion toreconsider the
passage of the Chinese bill, the motion
being again postponed to Monday, be-
cause no quorum voted on it to-day.

The house bill to grant the
right of way through the mili-
tary reservation at Fort Morgan
to the Birmingham, Mobile & Navy
Cove Harbor railway was passed. De-
bate on Mr. Piatt's resolution referring

to the copper syndicate was resumed by
"Mr. Vest, who" read a telegram from
Representative Scott, saying that the
statement from the New York World,
to the effect that he had subscribed
*"*20,(*00 to the Democratic campaign
fund, was untrue. Mr. Vest said
further that tlie World was not a Demo-
cratic paper. Mr. Hoar said that the
point he had desired to make yesterday
was that the meat monopolies of the
country were on the Democratic side,
and were contributing to the Demo-
cratic campaign fund. As far as per-
sonal contributions to campaign funds
were concerned, he expected to con-
tribute to the extent Of his ability and
beyond hi. ability before this campaign

was over. ..,-,, _
Mr.Vest sent to the clerk's desk and

had read the celebrated "fat-frying"
circular of the Republican league. He
wanted to know where this "fat" had
come from—these millions which had
been gathered up for years under the
tariff system. From this subject Mr.
Vest turned to that of the delayed sen-
ate tariff bill and asked what had be-
come of the promises of the Republican
party that the tariffshould be reformed.
He doubted very much whether the
finance committee would report back
any bill. Coming back to the charges
made by Senator Hoar yesterday, he
called upon him to prove that there was
a representative of the Standard Oil
eompanv in thecabinet, oracknowledge
that statement groundless. Mr. Sher-
man took the floor and

ItKIM.IKOTO TIIK ACCUSATION
that the Republican party had been
tardy in reporting a tariff measure. lie
said that the finance committee would
report a '•Itepublican tariffbill designed
to protect and foster American Indus-
tries." as against the free trade Mills
tariffbill, which was intended to. and
did, -waken many of the industries of
the country. He said that the bill to be
reported would be a careful revision of
the tariff laws; that it would give to
men engaged in the arts the use of al-
cohol untaxed, and "sweep away the
tobacco tax, giving the great agricul-

tural product fair and free play in the
country. The committee, he said,
would take its own time, lf the house
wished to prolong the session until the
tariff bill was reported, it would have to
wait until the committee was ready to
report. Mr. Sherman said that the Dem-
ocratic party had been fourteen years
preparing a bill, and now, forsooth.it
must tax the lJeotiblican party with de-
lay in bringing in a bill, lhe Demo-
cratic party had sent to the senate an
abortion of a bill after it had been six-
yes, eight months incubating. The Re-
publican party was desirous of report-
ing a complete and studied measure,
and it was taunted with the fact that it
had been sixty days preparing it. When
the senator from Missouri had waited
six months he might have some excuse
for complaining.

and said that if the principles enunci-
ated in the president's message of last
December and his recent letter of ac-
ceptance were enforced, then all exist-
ing tarifflaws should be repealed.

ills passed were: House bill author-

Also the senate bill to declare forfeited
certain lands granted to the state of
Michigan to aid in the construction of a
railroad from Ontonagon to the Wiscon-
sin state line, and senate bill authoriz-
ing citizens of Colorado, Nevada and
the territories to fell and remove tim-
ber on the public domain for mining
and domestic purposes. At 5:10 p.*m.
the senate adjourned until Monday.

AMICABLY ADJUSTED.

Conferees on the Sundry Civil Ap-
propriation Bill Settle Their
Differences.
Washington, Sept. 14.—The con-

ferees on the sundry civil appropriation
bill have reached a conclusion upon all
the points of difference between the
two houses. Tne following statement
covers all of the items of general inter-
est which were in dispute: The pro-
vision for the widow of Prof.
Baird is reduced from $50,000
to $25,000, the appropriation for
the congressional library stands at
S"500,000, the provision for storage reser-
voirs in arid regions is reduced to 8100,-
-000. In respect to this matter the house
had inserted a provision reserving from
settlement the public lands which

• would be benefited by irrigation from
these reservoirs. To this has-been
added in conference a proviso that the
president may, at any time in his dis-
cretion, by proclamation open these res-
ervoir lands to settlement under the
homestead law. The appropriation tor
educational purposes in Alaska stands at
$40,000. The following provisions are
stricken out entirely: Survey of Mex-
ican boundary, £100,000; appropriation
for postoffice site in Washington, that
for extension of the government print
ing office, ami for the zoological park,
and for the purchase of Battery island
for a station at the mouth of the Sus-
queliaimah.. Tim provision for public
printing remains as it comes from the
house, the senate increase of $150,000
having been disagreed to.

At the evening session the house
passed thirty-two private pension bills,
and at 10:30 adjourned until Monday.

MEN WITH MANY WIVES.
Some Statistics Bel•tire to Con-

victions and Pardons for Polyg-
amy.
Washington, Sept. 14.—1n answer

to the resolution introduced by Dele-
gate Dubois, calling for information
respecting convictions and pardons for
polygamy, the attorney general has re-
plied in a communication, in which he
says that under the provisions of the
anti-polygamy law of 1882 and its
amendments there have been in the ter-
ritory of Utah 470 convictions for polyg-
amy, adultery and unlawful cohabita-
tion, with lines imposed, and thirty
convictions where the sentence was
imprisonment without line, making
a total for the territory of 500. In Idaho
there was a total of eighty-nine cases.
There have been fourteen pardons
granted by the president to persons con-
victed under the above-mentioned acts,
which, as shown by Inclosed tabulated
statements, were generally made upon
the recommendation ot court and terri-
torial officials on the grounds ofold age,
ignorance of the law and extreme pov-
erty. There was one conviction in
Utah in 1875, one in ISSI, four in 1884,
fifty-five in 1885, 133 in 1886, 220 in 1887
and 1 15 in 1888. Fines to the amount of
(48,208 have been collected and forfeit-
ure of $25,000.

New York, Sept. 14.—A mass meet-
ing was held to-night under the auspices
of the Young Men's Democratic club at
Cooper Union with an overflow meet-
ing outside. Col. Henry Watterson, of
Kentucky, was to speak on the "two
platforms," and he was well received.
LytletonG. Sarrettson opened the meet-
ing and introduced Col. Watterson, who
said:

"Fellow Democrats and fellow citi-
zens! Next after being protected to
death the most distressful and linger-
ing fate which can befall a people is to

be talked to death. [Laughter]. Ifyou
were not the most enduring and amia-
ble people on the face of the
globe, you might be excused
for getting a new party
which would do neither. But in
this country the thing we call politics
s not usually a tirst choice; it is what
we call in Kentucky getting place,
[Laughter]. Ido not think that in the
Mills bill the country is getting any-
thing like what it ought to have [ap-
plause], in the reduction of revenue
add war taxes. The Mills bill
embraces concessions to what I be-
lieve to be the unjust demands of cer-
class interests, which as an original
proposition I never could consent to.

but ifI had made this platform of my
friendMcKinley's Iwould not be here to-
night. It is funny in its errors, in its
blindness, in its very falsehoods. This
platform says the Republican party
favors the reduction of letter postage
to 1 cent. But a year before this
comic almanac [laughter]— l mean this
platform— was written, Senator Beck in-
troduced a bill to this effect, and the lie-
publican majority in the senate sent it
to the committee on postofficcs and post
roads, and Senator Beck has not been
able to resurrect it. Perhaps lie
will have better luck after the
cows come home in November.

COLE SQUIRMS.
He Replies and the Globe Submits

Evidence.

Free Trade Club. Minneapolis, Minn.— My
Dear Sir: Ihave read yonr letter in the Glouk
addressed to me. in which you are pleased to
compliment the address wbich I delivered
before your club last winter, nud in
which you ask me whether I would
advise' the members of the state
league to follow the lend of its president and
second vice president, who are Republicans,
or that of the first vice president/who is a
Democrat, You shall have a candid answer.
The state league is a non-partisan organiza-
tion. Its objects are a reform of the tariff
laws. This can only be accomplished through
the regular political organizations, and 1
think it would be very unwise for the mem-
bers of the league, whether Democrats or
Republicans, to abandon the political 'party
to which they belong, and thus yield its con-
trol to the enemies of tariff reform. The
effort should be to bring both parties as
nearly as possible to our views on these im-
portant questions.

The names of your club and of tne state
league are unfortunate, and I criticised them
as such in the address to which you allude.
They should be styled "tariff reform" clubs
or leagues. Any organization In the United
States to-day, which should avow a de-
termination to eliminate all savor
of protection from our tariff
laws, would be practically without a
following. The extent and mode of apply-
ing the principle of protection, the Repub
licau platform does not profess to indicate.
In the language of Mr. Harrison's letter of
acceptance, it is a principle and not a sched-
ule, which the platform renounces.

The language which follows the declara-
tion in favor of the American system of pro-
tection in the Republican state platform ex-
plains the views of the party on tariffreform,
and qualifies the general declaration. Ifyou
will carefully compare the stenographer's
report of my address to your club on
this point with this part of the
tariff plank in the Republican state plat-
form, you will find them substantially idea
Ileal. The clauses of the constitution of the
state league which you quote hopefully an-
ticipate the time when all protection will be
unnecessary and the great progress of
American industry will enable it
to successfully compete with the world,
but neither that nor the platform of any po-
litical party of which Ihave any knowledge
recommends in a revision now to be made
such a radical change of national polity.
The platform ofa political party announces
the policyof the present, not what it may be
under the changed condition of things which
another decade may bring. Very respect-
fully, \u25a0 .

ed by Gordon E. Cole says:
It is uncompromisingly in favor of the

American system of protection.
.March 17. 183(5, Cordon E. Cole wrote

to the GLOBE as follows:
Ioppose the pre; extravagant tariffbe-

cause it is altogether higher than is required
for the protection of any existing Interest,
and hears heavily on large masses of our
people who are not protected; and I
especially oppose the present tar-
iff because in many cases, by reason
of the duty on raw materials, the
tariff positively injures the manufacturers
which it claims to protect. Free trade never
will be demanded in this country. 1 think
the national government will always be sup-
ported by duties on imports. Would I re-
peal internal revenue, viz, on whisky and to-
bacco? By no means. The advocates of this
only do so as an expedient to reduce the
surplus in the treasury and at the same time
retain all existing import duties. In my
opinion ifanything should be taxed it should
be whiskyand tobacco, especially the former.
An average tariff of 40 or 45 per
cent Is not protection but extortion,
aud can only be justified by Pope's
aphorism. "Whatever is, is right." How
much would Ireduce the tariff? 1 give it up.
That's a conundrum that does not admit of a
categorical answer. I would place all or
most of the necessaries of life In common
use, I. c., the necessaries of life to the mass
ofour people, on the free list. So also those
articles which we can not hope success-
fully to produce. To illustrate. I would
not levy a duty on bananas' to encourage
their production in Minnesota. I favor
placing raw material on the free list as rap-
idlyas possible consistently with a due re-
gard to existing interests. All tariff reform
should be by a system of gradual
and tentative reduction, so as not
to produce a financial panic or de-
stroy or injure Interests which have
been built up under the existing tariff. To
illustrate my ideas of duties on raw material,
hike the article of wool. I own a few sheep,
but under a protective tariff on raw Of un-
manufactured wool it has gone steadily down
until it does not pay a farmer to grow it,
while the duly on it .so handicaps
woolen manufacturers in this coun-
try as to destroy the domes-
tic market. I believe a removal of the tariff
would, by stimulating this market and in-
creasing the home demand, Increase instead
of decrease the price that the wool power
would receive.
Ifthis does not convict Mr. Cole of

remarkable stultification nothing can.
