A veteran
ofthat body said yesterday: "There
were hundreds of smart men in this
regiment, and in Col. Stephen Miller
and Col. William R. Marshall it fur-
nished two good governors of Minne-
sota. Then there are Chief Justice Gil-
fillan and Judge Collins, of the supreme
court; Capt. Norman Buck, who is a
United States judge in Idaho; Dr. A. A.
Ames,surgeon,whois now mayor of Min-
neapolis.and the late Judge McKilvey,of
St. Cloud. A good record from a body

Edward J. Cattell-The last half of

this week has been the most exciting
seen on the New York stock exchange

for months. Sales have aggregated in
the three days nearly one and a half
million shares, and the most active and
popular stock on the list, St. Paul, de-
clined from 72K to 60}.< in seventy-two
hours. The action of the directors of
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road
in passing the dividend tools' the street
completely by surprise. Loudon also
had been a heavy buyer up to Wednes-
day on repeated assurance, it is claimed,
that a dividend would be declared.
None was paid, and the bull movement,
which had slowly lifted prices from 5S
to $15 a share, ended in a sharp break of
$12 in St. Paul, the leader of the bull
movement. Counting the increase in
its fixed charges, St. Paul is over ?.,-
--000,000 behind last year In net earnings.
Chicago, Burlington & Quincy, in the
first seven months, is over 55,200,000 be-
hind. Other granger roads must have
Buffered too, and this feeling makes the
market nervous, investors timid and
fluctuations wild. The stock sold by
London during the past three days rep-
resents a money value greater than *our
total export of wheat since July 1.

LAYING SIDEWALKS,
Ideas of One of the Board of

Public Works on this
Subject.

Orders of the City Council
Have to Be Carried

Out.

Injustice Complained of by

Hosts of Indignant Tax-
payers.

Glimpses of Life Revealed
by Persistent Pencil

Pushers.

At the last meeting of the board of
public works a lengthy discussion took
place on the question of building side-
walks. There is a continual and inces-
sant kick from property owners because
those having theauthority to do so order
so many new walks, and the impression
exists that the board of public works is
responsible for it. In reality it has
nothing to do in the matter except to
carry out the orders of the council. The
board thinks that too many sidewalks
are being laid, and that in many cases
an injustice is being done.

E. C. Starkey, a member of the board,
said: "The general policy of the board
for the last few months has been to
make as few improvements as possible.
We had several reasons for doing so,
one of which was the stringency of the
money market all over the country. We
thought it best in the matter of grading
and paving streets and constructing
sewers that only such improvements
should be undertaken as were asked for
by a majority of the property owners

on THE STREETS AFFECTED.
"For that reason a preliminary order

from the council that did not come with
a petition was reported upon adversely.
And still, with that course, there has
been an enormous amount of contract
work done, and there are still a few
more contracts to be let, most of them
being for short improvements. Of
course, there are a few winter contracts
when the work can be done as well in
winter as in summer. Such improve-
ments are all right and cannot give dis-
satisfaction.

"But it is altogether different in the
matter of sidewalks. Under the city
ordinances the council is not required
to get the opinion of the board as to
whether a sidewalk is necessary or
not. Any alderman who desires it can
introduce a resolution for the laying
of sidewalks of any kind when he
chooses. •Each alderman is supposed to
know what is required in the ward he
represents,' and when they ask the
council to order the board of public
works to put down a sidewalk, the
board has nothing* to say about it. but
proceeds with the work. I suppose
that miles ofsidewalk have been put
down this year, and at the last council
meeting orders for blocks and blocks
were sent to the board, which is the
council's agent. But we think much of
it unnecessary now when every person
is complaining

\u25b2BOOT SCARCITYOF MONEY.
"Besides that in many cases a great in-

justice is done to property owners, and
1 don't wonder at their "kicking, only
we dislike to be blamed for something
which is not our fault. Now, for in-
stance, I think here is an injustice.
Last spring a business man put down a
good plank sidewalk on a uniform grade
with the other sidewalk, and the regu-
lar width. His neighbors on each side
made no kick at the time. A little later,
perhaps a month, some man in the block
wanted a new cement or hexagonal
block walk put down. The ward alder-
man has the order passed. That man
has just put down his walk, and itdoes
not seem right to compel him to take it
up and replace it with another one
of stone. Then changes In curbing
produced the same result, and
there's another Injustice. I claim, as was
done in the case of Third street, that
there should be a provision for all the
the business portion of the city, that
whenever new sidewalks are ordered
the council should simply ask to have
them put down in such places and such
sections as would not interfere with
what the property owner had done.
That is to say, ifa block on Wabasha
street is .to have an hexagonal block
walk, that if the walk in front of one
piece of property is good, the property
owner should not be compelled to go to
the expense of relaying it until the
walk becomes out of condition. There
are a good many grounds for complaint,
and many of them 1 think could be
easily remedied."

There were fourteen cases on
the calendar, and tlie first case was not
reached until 4 o'clock. Judge Brill
dismissed those present save in-
terested - parties in the firpt
three or four cases."

Eight days later he came back and got
the girl. They went away to his broth-
er's house. They lived there four days
and then went to the house of the girl's
parents, where they lived all winter.
Afterwards they went to Milwaukee,
where the girl became pregnant. She
believed defendant had a child by her.
When she spoke to Adamm about his
improper relations with this girlhe be-
came angry and struck tier. The court
