it is now understood that certain Re-
publican candidates for the legislature
are in favor of a repeal of the law.
Whether their motives are good, or
whether this is purely a political move,
matters little. The Democrats are, of
eourse, in favor of a repeal,
end no Republican candidate will
gain a vote on that score.
The Republicans of Minneapolis
are on record as opposed to home rule
in Minneapolis, and any change now is
a death-bed repentance that will scarcely
insure them a political heaven. Other
things being equal, the thoughtful
rs of Hennepin county wiil support
Democratic legislative ticket
on the one issue of self-govern-
ment.

THECREMATORY INJUNCTION.

In another place, the president of the
board of heaith writes a plea for the
new garbage crematory. in which he re-
grets the decision of Judge Baxter in
granting a temporary injunction. This
injunction, 1t must be understood,
merely restrains the prosecution of the
the work until a hearing is had. and if
that hearing comes promptly, no
great damage can be done. The ques-
tion of nuisance had betier be seftled
before the building is erected than
afterward, and settled forever. It
is not necessary to enter into a defense
of the crematory, for its use, and even
necessity are self-evident, and that is
not the question involved. It is
merely whether the chosen site is a
good place and whether the crematory
will be a nuisance. If the argument of
Dr. Kilvington and his colleagues is
sound, there is no reason to believe
Judee Baxter will perpetuate the in-
junction. It is certainly important that
the crematory be erected at a central
point, and the board of health will be
able to make that fact clear to the

court.

ALDRICH AND HIS COACHEE.

C. S. Brackett Awaiting a Test Case---
A Whole Array of Law
Breakers.

The grand jury held a short session
yesterday morning and then adjourned
sine die, after handing to the clerk some
sixty-five or seventy indictments. The
witnesses before the jury were mainly
police officers. 1t is pretty certain that
the keepers of the houses of ill fame
and the proprietors of the wvarious
gambling houses have had some atten-
tion paid to them. There is also a feel-
ing that the owners of some of the
buildings around town which have
been rented to women of ill repute will
be called into court at no distant date.
There are a number of sensational mat-
ters to come later on, if all reports are
true.

E. W. ALDRICH INDICTED.

The Grand Jury Thinks He and
His Hired Man Are Guilty.

E. W. Aldrich, the auctioneers, was
arraigned before Judge Young yester-
day morning on four indictments charg-
ing him with receiving stolen property.
Aldrich came up smiling and cheerful
and pleaded not guilty to each indict-
ment, with the understanding that he
might withdraw the plea later on if he
saw fit. Frank Burnham, Aldrich’s
hired man, was arraigned with several
others on a charge of grand larceny.
He pleaded not guilty and had his trial
set for Sept. 24. He demanded a sepa-
rate trial, which was granted. Aldrich
was placed under $1,000 bonds on each
mdictment. Sterling P. Davidson,
Thomas Blake, Henry and Joseph
Lewis, indicted with Burnham, ail
pleaded not guilty. Their cases will
come up Sept. 14.

A GROCER ARRAIGNED.

C. S. Brackett and Several Others
Charged With Uniawful Liquor
Selling.

There was a slight sensation In the
district court yesterday morning when
C. S. Brackett, the well known grocer,
was arraigned on an indictment charg-
ing him with selling liquor without a
license. Mr. Brackett took the matter
very coolly, and on pleading not guilty
his ease was continued over the term,
in order that a case against George
Benz, a St. Paul grocer, now in the su-
preme court, might be decided before
any action is taken in this case.
Marenus McClain, against whom there
were three indictments for the same of-
fense, pleaded not guilty and gave
bonds of §200 in each case to appear and
stand trial Oect, 1. W. E. Phillips gave
a similar bond to appear the same date
and stand trial on a similar charge. The
old case against John Hanel was reset
for Sept. 21. Mr. Brackett claims that
the law touching upon the selling of
liquor without a license does not_affect
him, as he sells the wine aund other
liquors in unbroken packages. He con-
tinues that if an adverse decision is ren-
dered by the supreme court in the case
against Benz he is willing to take outa
license without any further talk.

A GRAIN LAW BLUNDER.

The Legislature Should Repeal
the Power of the Commission to
Alter Grades.

“The law of Minnesota that leaves it
possible to alter the standard of grain
grades at the will of the commission
ought to be altered at the meeting of
the next legislature,” said Col. G. D.
Rogers, of the Market Record, yester-
day. *“The requirement that the com-
mission shall annually establish grades
for each erop is a blunder. The idea
back of that law was that each crop is
likely to differ enough in quality to
make a change in the grades a neces-
sity, in order to reach the best results,
That theory is an error. The grain law
has in it many good features, and not
the least among them is the establish-
ment of a uniform system for all parts
of the state. Whether the established
grades are the best that could have
been devised or not is a question about
which there is an honest difference of
opinion. But upon the policy of tink-
ering grades that have been established
until they have become well known
among all classes of people handling
the grain in_question, there can be
hardly two opinions.

“It has taken years to bring buyers at
a distance to fully understand what is
meant by the arbitrary language used
in describing a certain grade. They
have now come to know what is meant
by No. 1 hard, No. 1 northern, etc.: not
by reading the language of the statute
used in describing them, but by seeing
the grain designated by such names;
buying it, selling it, and in every way
becoming familiar with it. Nowif a
man is offered a cargo of wheat of a
designated grade he knows what it is
like. A very large part of the wheat of
the Northwest is bought and sold by
grade before it reaches its milling des-
tination. Much of it is held in the
country and sold for forward delivery
months in advanece of its movement, be-
cause the producer’s or other owner’s
convenience is better subserved by it.
Forward sales, that have become a
necessity in moving the crops, are all
based on the standards in use. To
change the standards during the life of
such contracts throws business into in-
extricable confusion.

*“The very closeshave by which grain
interests escaped being swamped by the
commission a few days ago is sufficient
warning to the state to remove the dan-
gerous possibility of tinkering with the
standards of quality. 1t would be quite
as well to give the commission authority
to declare that fifty-five, or any less
number of pounds of wheat should be
the weight of a bushel this year because
the average is light, and another year
with a different weight crop to make it
something else.
the lawmaking power of the state
should be competent to alter the stand-
ards of quality any more than. of
quantity.”

ART GALLERY NOTES.

No. 260, by Worthington Whitbridge,
N. A., shows a clear, limpid brookin
the foreground, flowing through a for-
est of birch and maple trees, with a
clearing beyond. Patches of sky are
shown through the trees. The shadows
cast by the trees on the brook are won-
derfully distinet, and give a touch of
nature to the scene. The light land
shade are excellent, especially where
the light brings out the white of  the
birch trees and their shadows on the
surface of the brook. It almost names
itself “Artist’s Brook.”

No. 237, *‘Azalea,” by J. Carroll
Beckwith, is an ideal picture se‘mboli-
cal of spring, as illustrated by the aza-
lea flowers, semi-nude bust, with dra-
pery over shoulders, background of in-
tensely blue sky and azalea Dblossoms.
The flesh tinting is excellent; a little
more distance given to the azaleas
would be an improvement.

No. 286, “Made Captive,” by H. Sid-
dons Mowbray, represents a group of
female figures, half human, half spirit,
clothed in misty robes of iridescent
coloring, who float lazily earthward to-
ward a ‘‘genie” with great vampire
wings, who reclines on the grassy
sward. The rays of light, colored from
the fair enchanters’ costume, envelop
him and hold him captive. Mr.
Mowbray has reveled in strong light
and shade and pure colors, and lets im-
agination run riot in this ideal and
poetic creation. Mr. Mowbray was a
pupil of Bonnet’s in Paris, and has
caught the French artist’s fancy for
ideals and boldness of coloring, and
gives us marvelous effects in changeful
tints of color.

No. 176, **Sheep on the Hills of Odes-
sa,” is a marvel in miniature, by Pokit-
onow, the Russian painter, often called
the “Meissonier of landscape art.”

Health Officer Kilvington Protests
Againrst the Summary Injunc-
tion.

To the Editor of the Globe.

It is a subject of surprise, and to all
good citizens a matter for regret, that in
granting the temporary injunetion
against the board of health, restraining
it from erecting the crematory upon the
proposed site, Judge Baxter should have
so far forsaken his judicial position as
to pass upon the case before an expres-
sion of opinion or a hearing had n
had. The crematory is a public neces-
sity; its location upon some spot easy of
access to the most thickly populated
portion of the city is essential to its
successful operation. Wherever a site
should be selected, certain neighboring
residents of inflammatory disposition
are sure to be excited over the imagi-
nary prospect of a nuisance at
the threshold of their homes; but
uutil the fact of its undesirability

as a near neighbor shall have
been demonstrated, or until experts
shall have passed upon its supposedly
baneful features, it is, to say the icas

unwise for either the judge upon the
bench or the popular mind at large to
condemn the crematory off-hand. In
the modest belief of the members of the
health department, the worthy gentle-
men who have petitioned to enjoin the
health board are getting themselves
into a puncheon when a barrel would
comfortably accommodate them, These
officials would be the last to impose
upon the Publlc a sanitary evil in the
attempted accomplishment of the sani-
tary good. As a matter of fact, the ecre-
matory will be neither an immediate nor
remote nuisance in any sense of the
word. Itis not intended for the de-
struction of night soil at all. It will
consume simply garbage, rubbish and
offal. This material will be carted into
a walled and roofed enclosure,
and will be dumped as it ar-
rives, load Dby oad, into the
crematory furnace. Not asingle pound

- of it will be stpred in or about the build-

ing. The material will be thrown upon
a grate over which and under which
burn the furnace fires, and it will be
quickly consumed. Ashes or particles of
debris dropping through this grate fall
upon a superheated fire-tiled floor,where
reburned. The smoke and

carried over the sub-fire and will be
completely consumed; no noxious odor
can by any possibility reach the flues.
Drawings of the crematory are on ex-
hibition at the health office, and citizens
are cordially invited to call and investi-
gate the facts. The board looks to the
ublic and to the courts for a fair hear-
ing and to the press for a continuance
of the same support which it has hith-
erto gratefully received.
