Ixdiaxapoi.ts, Ind., Sept. 21.—Con-
gressman Roger Q. Mills arrived in
the city this Braining from Richmond,
liul., where lie spoke last night. Dur-
ing the day lie was the recipient of
much attention from the members of
the Democratic state committee and
prominent local Democrats, In the aft-
ernoon the distinguished gentleman
was escorted to the exposition and

state fair, where he attracted
marked notice from the throngs
as he passed through the exhib-
its, and several hundred insisted on
shaking hands. To-night Col. Mills
was tendered \u25a0 veritable ovation by the
citizens of Indianapolis. At an early
hour crowds began to pour into Tomlin-
son's hall, the largest auditorium in the
state, with a crowded capacity for over
5,000 people. The great ball was brill-
yintly lighted and handsomely decorated
tor the occasion. On the crowded stage

sat about *»0 ladies and gentlemen,
among tneir number being Gov. Isaac
P. Gray. Hon. Franklin Landers, Judge
Zollers and Mitchell, of the supreme
court, Judge Claypool and many other
distinguished Democrats. In front of
the speaker's stand stood a large, full
length portrait of President Cleveland.
Shorty afterS o'clock Chairman Charles
L. Jewett, of the.state committee, called
the meeting to order. The audience in-
cluded many ladies, and was a
NOTABLY.

The corridors and aisles were crowd-
ed with standing listeners. Samuel P.
Porter, a member of the Pauline Fur-
niture company, of this city, presided
and made the opening address. He
thought the Mills bill did not go far
enough in its reduction, and speaking
as a representative of the furniture
manufacturers of the United States,
declared that they required no
protection whatever. His . speech
was of a free trade tendency.

His voice was at times a little husky,
and he occasionally sipped from a glass
of cold coffee, remarking, as he did so
the first time, that the Democracy was

but favored free coffee. After cordially
thanking his audience for their magnifi-
cent reception, he proceeded in a dis-
cussion of the tariffissue, following the
same line of argument and illustration
ns at Richmond, and confining his ad-
dress to the tariff. Frequent and hearty
applause punctuated the speech, and he
held the undivided attention of his
intelligent audience for nearly two
hours. The conclusion was the signal
for another demonstration, stamping
the meeting as a most successful one.
To-morrow night Col. Mills speaks at
Brazil, the central city of the coal min-
ing industry, while Anna Dickinson
makes her debut in the campaign at
Tomlinaon Hall, this city.

BOQ61BBS GREET HARRISON.

The Visitors Included Some Old-
Timers From Jay County.

Indianapolis, Sept. 21.—About 4,-

000 people came here to-day from Day-
ton, O., Randolph and Jay counties.this
state, to greet Gen. Harrison. Their
professions through the streets were
among the most noticeable that have
occurred during the long series of these
visits. Among them was the unusual
proportion of 1840 voters, but that from
Dayton bad a half-dozen who voted for
Clay in 1832. The receptions occurred
at university park, both delegations
appearing there at the same time.

Stone and L. C. Huesmau, of Winches-
ter, Jnd., made introductory speeches,
the latter being in behalf of the 900 first
voters from Randolph county.

Gen. Harrison's response was In keep-
ing with other speeches he has made on
like occasions.

John P. St. John, of Kansas, visited the
state fair to-day and addressed the
thousands of people there assembled.
He came under the auspices of the state
committee, who paid him *"iO» for the
visit. He was greatly disappointed,
however, when he learned that the offi-
cers of tiie fair would not allow him to
talk politics, but such was the case, and
he felt that his party had done a good
deal for the state society without get-
ting anything in return. The local
Prohibitions all supposed St. John
would have the privilege of speaking,
and were likewise disappointed.

STOLE IX ROYAL STYLE.

James E. Bedell's Peculations
Will Foot Up $204,500.

New* York, Sept. James E. Be-
dell, who swindled the law firm of
Shipman, Barlow, Larocque & Cnoate,
out of nearly $300,000, was remanded
lor examination in the tombs this after-
noon. Philip Coss and Joseph Emer-
son, the proprietors of the policy shop
at 180 Broadway, where Bedell says he
lost $120,000, " and who were ar-
rested last night, were also arraigned
this morning and remanded in the
custody of the police. Inspector Byrnes
said to-day that the bottom ofthe Bedell
swindle had been reached, and that
•364,500 was the full amount of his
thefts. Bedell's method was of such a
nature as to bind his firm tofull respon-
sibility to the investors in every in-
stance. The police are puzzled over
Bedell's assertion that he lost 1120,000
playing policy. They profess to be un-
able to understand how so much money
could be lost at policy, and this part of
the story the police are industriously
sifting. In any event this money is
dead loss. All Bedell's victims can
hope to recover is what can be
realized by the sale of his
Westchester farm. Deputy Assistant
Register ofDeeds L. 11. Walts, in speak-
ing to-day of the Bedell forgery of tie
register's signature and stamp, said that
it was possible that the cases of a simi-
lar kind might have escaped the notice
of the officials in the register's office.
He had not the least doubt bu« that
other cases would turn up. it was
stated at the office of the Farmer's
Loan and Trust company to-day that
theirs, which is among the heaviest in-
volves, will not be losers, as Bedell's
employers will have to make the defal-
cations good.

THEY DIED TOGETHER.

A Murderous Canadian Woman

MICROSCOPIC SCREWS.

So Small as to be Almost Invisible,
Yet Perfectly Formed.

Analyst.
The smallest screws in the world are

made in a watch factory. There can be
no doubting that assertion on any score.
They are cut from steel wire by ma-
chine, but as the chips fall down from
the knife it looks as if the operation
was simply cutting up the wire for fun.
One thing is certain, no screws can be
seen, and yet a screw is made every
third operation. The fourth jewelwhee'l
sen is the next thing to being in-
visible, and to the naked eye it looks
like dust. With a glass, however, it is
seen to be a small screw with 900 threads
to the inch, and with a very fine glass
the threads may be seen very dearly.

These little screws are 4-1000th of an
inch in diameter and the heads are
double in size. It is estimated than an
ordinary lady's thimble would hold
100,000 of these tiny little screws.

About 1.000,000 of them are made a
month, but no attempt is ever made to
count them. In determining the num-
ber, 100 of them are placed on a very
delicate balance, and the number of
the whole amount is determined by the
weight of these. All of the small
parts of the watch are counted in this
way, probably 50 out of the 120.

Afterbeing cut the screws are hard-
ened and put in frames, about 100 to
the frame, heads up. This is done very
rapidly, but entirely by sense of touch
Instead of sight, so that a blind man
could do just as well as the owner of
the sharpest eyes. The heads are then
polished in an automatic machine,
10.000 at a time. The plate on which
they are polished is covered with oil
and a grinding compound, and on this
the machine moves them rapidly by re-
versing motion until they are fully
polished.

Nassau, N. P., Bahamas, Sept. 21.—
A severe hurricane passed over sev-
eral ofthe islands of the Bahama group
Sept. 2 and 3. At Ragged Island
eighteen houses were destroyed, twelve
others nearly so, and scores of persons
more or less injured. All sponging,
fishing and trading schooners belonging
to the island were either bilged or
driven high on the shore. The water
rose over four feet above the average
spring tides, washing away great piles
of salt aggregating over 00,000 bushels.
The principal industry of the island is
the making of salt for export. A num-
of vessels are missing, and their fate is
unknown.

PELL A VICTIM OP FEVER.

Prof. Jamieson, Who Had Planned
to Succor Stanley, Crosses the
Dark River.
Brussels, Sent. 21.—Advices from

Stanley Falls state that Prof. Jamieson,
who was engaged in organizing an ex-
pedition for the relief of Henry M.
Stanley, died of African fever at Ban-
golas, on the Congo, on Aug. 17. The
organization of another relief expedi-
tion is now regarded as hopeless.
Officials of the Congo Free State be-
lieve that Prof. Jamieson, having be-
come convinced that, owing to the
treachery of Tippoo Tib, there was no
chance to make further arrangements
for his expedition, was returning when
he was stricken down with the fever.

• The death of Professor Jamieson has
aroused expressions of general regret.
Those who knew him intimately speak
of him as an amiable gentleman ar-
dently devoted to the study of nature,
a keen sportsman, and a brave man.
He possessed a large tortune and was
thus enabled to pursue his researches
without hindrance, since nearly all of
the large sum of money he expended
annually was devoted to increasing his
store of useful knowledge of wholly
or comparatively unknown regions.
The Emm Bey relief committee admit
that it would be unwise, and, indeed,
almost hopeless to attempt to relieve
Stanley at this time, and trust to that
explorer's proverbial good luck to re-
store him to civilization. Capt. Van Gele
and other Belgian officers connected with
the Congo state who are now in Brus-
sels are indignant at the charges-
brought, they say, by ignorant and irre-
sponsible persons— that atrocities have
been committed on the Congo to such
an extent that the natives in many lo-
calities are in a state of revolt. They
say that Wilmot Brooke, who alleges
their occurrence, was at the time in the
Oubanzi district. ."Kin miles from the
scene of the disorders, and declare that
no one in any capacity connected with
the affairs of the Congo Free State was
in the remotest degree responsible for
them or took part in them. King Leo-
pold is much disturbed over the accusa-
tions, and greatly tears that they will
reflect upon the government of the
Congo state, lie has ordered a rigid in-
quiry to be made immediately. '

JACKSON* IS ISOLATED.

Railroad Communication Cut Off
That the Plague May Not Spread.
New Orleans, La., Sept. 21.— At the

meeting of the board of health to-day
the fever epidemic at Jackson, Miss.,

was discussed. Dr. Watkins thinks
there is no dancer of sickness here.
Through trains on the Illinois Central
railroad will not hereafter stop at Jack-
son, Miss. The roads connecting Jack-
son with Natchez and Vicksburg have
discontinued their trains, and communi-
cation between those points is cut
off. It is reported on good au-
thority that the frightened people
have torn up a piece of
railroad track between Harrison and
Vicksbnrg. The people of Jackson are
now entirely isolated, and there is little
fear that any refugee will reach Louisi-
ana. There" is evidently a reign of
terror in and about Jackson, and Agent
Leman on his way from Birmingham
to Vicksburg, who was forced to come
to New Orleans from Meridian, said to-
day that he never saw people so fright-
ened as are the Mississippians, who are
panic-stricken lest the scourge become
general. Special trains, as required,
willbe sent to Jacksonville by the Illi-
nois Central to carry north all who
wish to go.

FEDERAL AIDINVOKED.

Montgomery's Mayor Asks for the
Establishment of a Government
Cordon Sanitaire.
MoirreosiERT, Ala., Sept. 21.—In

consequence of reliable information
that there is a case ofsickness supposed
to be yellow fever in Greenville, Ala.,
on the Mobile & Montgomery road, the
Montgomery Board of Health recom-
mended to-night quarantine against
Greenville, which was so ordered.
Mayor Reese telegraphed to-night to
Surgeon General Hamilton and Senator
Morgan as follows:

Recent developments show yellowfever to
be epidemic at Decatur, Ala., another proof
of the inefficiency of the quarantine system
existing in the different cities South. I ask
that the government quarantine service be
put in force at Decatur without delay to pro-
tect this cityand section.. Itis rumored here that 2,000 people left
Meriden, Miss., to-day on account of re-
ported yellow fever there, though pri-
vate dispatches say it is a false alarm.
An extra police force has been put on
here and the board of health has de-
clared temporary quarantine against

all trains except for exchanging mails
and putting offfreight now in transit.
The board meets to-morrow morning to
take final action on the matter.

OBITUARY.

Boston, Sept. 21.— William Warren,
the actor, died at 0 o'clock this morning.
William Warren was born Nov. 7, 1812,
in Philadelphia. Bis father, who bore
the same name, was a celebrated actor
and manager, who came to this country
in 1790. William Warren the younger
made his debut in 18*52 in the Arch
Street theater, Philadelphia, as young
Nerval In "Douglas," the occasion be-
ing a benefit for the elder Warren's
family, he, through business reverses,
having died penniless. He traveled
until October, 1840. when he came to
Boston on an engagement with the
Howard Athenanun, where he played
with great success . until February,
1*47, when he joined the Boston Mu-
seum company, with which he remained
until 1861, when the Warren-Orton com-
bination was organized. In the season
of 186546 he returned to the Boston mu-
seum, and from then until the season of
1882-83, when he retired from the stage,
he was an extremely popular member
of the stock company.

Buenos Ayeks, Sept. 21.—Sumuel B.
Hale, of Samuel B. Hale &Co., bankers,
is dead. He leaves a fortune of$15,000,-
000 to his daughter, Mrs. John F. Pear-
son, of Boston. Mr. Hale was born at
Groton, Mass., in 1804, and came to the
Argentine republic in 1824. His fortune
was amassed in trade, banking and cat-
tle raising.

Why a Boot Shines.
"Did it ever occur to you," said a

chemist, "what a remarkable unique
process the blackening of a boot is?
You see, we smear the boot with a prep-
aration of boneblack. which is entirely
devoid of luster, and then, by the fric-
tion of a dry brush, make it shine like
the sun. There is not another process
like this anywhere in the arts, so far as
Iknow, and I never read anywhere any
scientific explanation of the process. I
have a theory of my own, however,
which Iwill give you for what it is
worth. A

"The key to the mystery lies In the
fact that a diamond is nothing but
crystallized carbon. The blacking is
little more than carbon paste, and the
friction of a hair brush, being one of
the most efficient methods of generat-
ing electricity, has the effect ofcrystal-
lizing the carbon of the blacking. As
soon as this is done the boot is covered
with millions of infinitely small dia-
monds, and, of course, begins to shine
as a mass ofdiamonds would.

"Ot course this is not a perfect ex-
planation of the phenomenon. What
part the other ingredients of the black-
ing play, and especially, why it is that
the blacking must be moistened, Ican-
not tell; perhaps some one else can.
But I feel pretty sure that the boot-
blacks are engaged all day in turning
blacking into diamonds."

Once More With Us for a

Season.

HIS LIFE AND HOME.

The Pure Animal, Uncooked, Gulped
In His Own Liquor, the

Best.

New YorkLetter.
Knowing that the vacation season is

ending and people begin pouring back
to town and to their old homes again,
the oyster gets half way out of his shell
and announces, that his vacation, too,

is over, and that he is willing to serve
and be served. Tradition, usage, com-
mon custom and the fishmonger all con-
spire to let the oyster alone from May 1
to Sept. 1. To-day, the opening day of
the season, was celebrated alike from
Delmonico's to the Jim Fisk, and from
the Harlem flat to Fifth avenue's homes.
Oyster houses which had closed their
doors for the summer months opened
them with welcoming arms, and tired
gourmands took new courage at the
coming of their invigorating food. Deal-
ers all unite in saying that the oysters
this winter will be fine and fat, and,
best of all, abundant and cheap.

THERE ARE GREAT OYSTER REDS
at Prince's bay and all around New
York bay, at Little Neck bay. Oyster
bay. Cow bay, Flushing bay, the Great
South bay, Rockaway, Absecom, Parker
bay, and along the north and south
shores of Long Island and the Eastern
coast of New Jersey. All these are well-
known sources of supply for our local
market. The recent exhaustion of cer-
tain beds, resulting from excessive fish-
ing and from the increase of mud upon
the grounds occupied by the oysters,
has led many to begin new work in dif-
ferent sections where ebb and flow cur-
rents can better prepare a sur-
face upon which oysters can
thrive with greater rapidity. Many
growers have secured new planting
grounds in the vicinity of Narragansett
Bay and about the Eastern section of
Long Island. Important oyster ground
is carefully selected with reference to
its topography and climate, location,
area, depth and water, character of bot-
tom, temperature of water, current and
character of invertebrate life, etc., as
every change in the saltness of the
water below the general mean or in the
temperature of sea water would incur
heavy loss to any system of oyster
breeding. Some of the choicest and
most deliciously flavored oysters come
from Cold Spring Harbor, and about
the beds at Huntington, L. I. Fair
Haven and Norwalk stock holds a de-
cided preference with many thorough-
bred epicures.

IN* THE WINTER
most of the oysters used here come from
the South. In some parts of Virginia
the business is almost monopolized by
negroes. Baltimore, the great oyster

market of the United States, annually
packs more oysters than any other city
in the world. During the season an
average of forty-five or fifty vessels,
with average cargoes of 500 bushels, ar-
rive at the port daily. Raw oysters,

after being opened, are packed in small
airtight tincans holding about a quart,
and these are arranged in rows in
a long wooden box with blocks of
ice between the rows, or they are
emptied into a keg, half-barrel or
barrel made for the purpose.
When the latter plan is pursued the
keg or barrel is filled to almost five-
sixths of its capacity and then a large
piece of ice is thrown in, after which
the top is plastered on as closely as pos-
sible and it is at once shipped. Packed
in this way, in moderate cold weather,
the oysters will keep very well for a
week or ten days. During the most
active part of the "raw"' season there
are daily oyster trains of thirty or forty
cars from Baltimore to the West, where
nearly all the Baltimore oysters are
eaten. From the shores of the Chesa-
peake bay. as far as Detroit and Cincin-
nati, there is scarcely a town or railroad
line which is not supplied with Mary-
land oysters.

The oysters used In the raw trade are
of the finest quality, as nothing in the
shape of an oyster is too small to be
available in the steamed trade. - From
the prolific beds of the Chesapeake im-
mense quantities ofoysters are yearly
taken for bedding in Northern waters,
and also for immediate consumption in
the principal cities along the coast.
Without the supplies annually drawn
from this bay the cities from Delaware
to Maine would be but poorly supplied.
The Chesapeake annually furnishes
several millions of bushels to re-
stock the exhausted beds of
other localities. During the win-
ter the oysters taken North are
used for immediate local consumption,
while those taken in the spring are used
almost exclusively for bedding pur-
poses. Among many intelligent men,
both in Maryland and Virginia, there is
great opposition to the shipment of
oysters in the shell to Northern mar-
kets. They claim justly that the pack-
ing trade of the two states would be
much more largely developed if the
Northern cities were unable to buy
oysters in the shell. During the spring
of 1884 over 2,000,000 bushels were taken
north for planting.

FOR A PICTURE OF TnE OYSTER
business of the Chesapeake bay as it
now exists, R. II. Edmunds, of Balti-
more, special agent in charge of the
work, submitted a comprehensive re-
port which describes the extent of the
Maryland beds. The molusk popula-
tion of Chesapeake bay is enormous. As
an illustration merely, it may be said
that in Tangier Sound alone there are
twenty-eight beds, whose united area is
17,970 square nautical miles, with twice
as much additional bottom where oysters

are occasionally caueht. The oyster
beds of Maryland extend from Lawn
Point, opposite Baltimore, southward,
down to and up the Potomac a distance
of 125 miles, and east and west across
the Bay of Tangier sound up all their
tributaries, as far as salt water reaches,
in all depths of water. In Virginia the
lower James river is a productive re-
gion. ; , .

Oysters are nutritious and easy of di-
gestion, especially when eaten raw—
the process of cooking coagulating and
hardening them.

From these two marts the en-
tire supply of our myriads of cafes,
restaurants and oyster saloons obtained
the stock, ranging in price nearly-
or quite in accordance to the past two
or three seasons, viz: Saddle-rocks or
extras, from $15 to $20 per 1,000; box
oysters, from $8 to $12; cullens, $3 to
$4.50; bushels, 40 to 60 cents, which for
full count and choice material is cheaper
than any other market in the world.

The report says the oyster can be
cooked in many ways, but the pure ani-
mal is best of all, and gulping him up in
his own liquor Is the best way to eat it.
The oyster may be eaten raw, day by
day, and each day of the 214 days that
is in the season, and never do hurt.' It
never produces indigestion. Never
does the flavor pall. The man who ends
the day with an oyster in his mouth
rises with a clean tongue In the morn-
ing and a clear head as well.
