And a Half Hark, Closing at That
Figure.

Deferred Futures, Being Raided by
Bears, Decline a Couple of

Points.

Chicago, Sept. 28.— excitement occa-

sioned yesterday on the board of trade by the
phenomenal advance in wheat continued
this morning, and was participated in by the
general public to such a degree that the pub-

lic gallery was crowded during the entire
session, a large portion of the onlookers be-
ing ladies. "Old Hutch." the alleged cause
of all the excitement, came in early and
quietly seated himself in his usual place. He
was tiiecynosure of all eyes, but acted en-
tirelyunconcerned. At the opening, prices
for all futures except September were 1®
lUc higher. The feeling was strong, and it
was soon evident that no decided reaction
was to take place. From opening prices
October moved up to $1.01, December to

$1.00",. and May to $1.02".. These,

the highest points of the session,

were reached thirty minutes after the open-
ing. In the meantime September opened
nominallyas it closed last night at $1.25. It
was watched closely, as all settlements
and cash sales depended on it. Word soon
went around that "Hutch" had none to sell,
and the shorts were in hot water. Brokers,
supposed to be in Hutchinson's interest,
were, meanwhile, in the pit bidding the
price up, until at 11 o'clock, $1.40 was freely
bid, with no offering. At about 12 o'clock
$1.50 was bid. with but one sale of a5,000
lot. It was then announced that "Hutch"
would settle with the shorts on that basis,
but if there were any settlements it was
quietly done. About this time an easier feel-
ing came in the pit, and prices for futures
receded to the closing figures. It
is stated that about twenty minutes be-
fore the close Hutchinson refused to sell
wheat at $1.75, but the official quotations do
not record any price above $1.00. The of-
ficial closing figure for September was
$1.491.. Itwas reported that some settle-
ments were made on a basis of$1.49. There
was an enormous trade done in December
and October. Cable news was bullish. Re-
ceipts were 180 cars. Corn opened "Ac higher
and advanced about lc under a good de-
mand, but reacted later with wheat. Re-
ceipts, 504 cars and 10,400 bu by canal
Oats were quiet and without important
change. Receipts, 2*4 cars. Pork was ac-
tive and the shorts in October had an inter-
esting time. That option opened 10c higher
and was bid up 00c. After the shorts cov-
ered, prices eased off to close, only a shade
better than yesterday. ; Lard and short ribs
were stronger and closed 2t.@sc better.

THE KOCTIXE REI'OIIT.
Chicago, Sept. 88.— wheat pit was

again the center of attraction. The attend-
ance was unusually large. The early session
was noticeable foractivity, and a large busi-
ness was transacted in all of the various
futures within a higher range of prices. Rut
a desnerate effort was made to break prices,
and the raid proved partiallysuccessful, ex-
cepting for the September future, which
ruled strong, and another 25c per bushel
was added to the advance of yesterday, at
which figure that future was held. The
opening ior &« p:em_er was tne same as tne
closing figure of yesterday, and. with 5c
Jumps, prices struck 51.50, at which figure
the market rested, and at noon the trader
who had control of the market
offered to effect settlements on
that basis. The owning for the deferred
futures was about 1c higher than yesterday's
closing, and prices were further advanced
about )_@*ic forDecember and May, but lib-
eral speculative offerings acted as a bulwark
against a further advance, and it soon de-
veloped that a -'raid* was to be made on
these deliveries. The offers were liberal
enough to cause a break of 1 Ue. The ():-to
ber future in the meantime declined 2Uc.
The weakness was assisted some by the re-
port that some wheat was being shipped from
St. Louis, also to a rumor that wheat was en
route from other points to Chicago. From
the decline noted, the market reached i._@'>se,
but became weak again aud finally
settled off lc more, very quickly
rulingweak, and closed 2c lower for October,
%c lower for December and ',(,<• lower for
May than closing figures yesterday. Trading
in corn was quite general, and the market
was very active must of the session, a higher
range ofprices being established. The mar-
ket opened about *ie belter than it closed
yesterday, was steady for a time, then ad-
vanced a full cent, reacted %c, again firmed
up lie. and closed with October %c, Novem-
ber l%c and May %c higher than yesterdnp.
There was pretty general selling of October
and buying of November, there being a feel-
ingprevalent that the latter month is going
to sell at a premium over the former.
There was an active demand from
shorts and other sources, nnd the feel-
ing altogether was firmer than for some
days. A heavy local operator was credited
with selling about 1,0-0,000 bu ofOctober.Shippers were also buying cash and selling
October. Oats were neglected and without
fluctuations to speak of. Mess porK was
active, unsettled and higher. Prices covered
a wide range. Early the offerings were
small. Opening sales were at 10c advance
for October. Itsold up to 60c. broke 50c on
telling by a large packer, rallied sc, but
closed weak. November and January were
freely traded in. but fluctuations were con-
fined to a moderate range, Lard was in lair
demand and higher. There was no pressure
to sell st the opening, and first sales were nt
s(<l7t_c advance, sold up _O@_Soc on the near
futures, receded slightly and closed easy.
The longer futures were* offered quite freely
toward the close and about all the early ad-
vance disappeared. Short ribs sides wereactively traded In early in the session, and
prices advanced rapidly, Opened 2@2t_c
higher, advanced 7i_@ioc, receded 5@.i,.c
and closed steady.

Chicago, 2*.—One of the most sensa-
tional features of the day happened niter the
close ot the board, when Abel 11. Bliss, ot the
firm ofA. 11.Bliss & Co., one of the sub-
stantial commission firms of the City, noti-
fied the Corn Exchange bank that he* would
nt once withdraw ids patronage
and deposits. Charles L. Hutchinson,
the president of the bank, who is
also president ofthe board of trade and is a
son of -old Hutch," immediately sent for
Mr. Bliss and asked what was the mutter.
"You nave traded with us for a good many
years, Mr. Bliss,'' said President Hutchinson,
"and your father before you dealt with us.
lamat a loss to know why you should so
suddenly withdraw your patronage, without
any apparent cause."

"Any man Who runs a corner on the
market." replied Mr. Bliss, blazing up, "and
squeezes the lifeand blood mit of the trade
is no better than a thief. Your father, who
o--:i>-."l per cent, of the stock of this ban-,
built just such a corner, and. as I said. 1 do
not consider my money safe in the hands of
a thief, therefore I withdraw my patronage."

Mr. Bliss went on angrilyat "some length,
hut denied that he was a loser by the corner.
This evening he said when asked about tbe
matter that he had no desire to create any
bad blood and would have said nothing to
Mr. Hutchinson hud the bank president not
asked an explanation.

"1 »in not the only one," added Mr. Bliss,
'•who has withdrawn from the hank because
of lite old man's unprincipled actions. I
know of nt least three who have pulled out
within the past week." Mr. Bliss declined to
state what his patronage amounted to,
but a confidential friend said the cash
deposits of Bliss A Co. amounted to
$00,000. No statement concerning the in-
•ident could be had from from President
Hutchinson save the information that the
Corn Exchange lank could get along com-
fortably without the patronage of Mr. Bliss,the deposits in the institution being a mill-
ion dollars in excess at the total a year ago.

The traders
were generally ranged upon the side of
higher figures, and the expected important
meeting of trunk line officials to-day to ad-
just rates was a stimuleut to trunk Hue
stocks, and the Yanderbilts especially were
very active and strong. Lake Shore, Canada
Southern, Michigan Central. New York Cen-
tral and the Nickel Plate stocks all made
handsome gains, which were held to
the close. The Could stocks were
more prominent than for a long
time, and the inference Is that
Mr. Gould is taking an active hand in their
affairs. Itwas again reported that the Mis-
souri Pacific had secured the St. Louis, Ar-
kansas & Texas, and Missouri Pacific slock
responded with a rise of _t_ per cent, while
the other Gould stocks and the St. Louis, Ar-
kansas & Texas securities all advanced ma-
terially. A few oilier speciaties displayed
marked strength, and Chicago &East Illi-
nois, Manitoba, Chicago, St. Louis & Pitts-
burg and some of the Southern stocks made
advances.
