The attendance was
larger by 200 than the audi-
ence Dunn all "spoke to on Tuesday.
Hon. A. .1. Leach, of Kasson. escorted
Mr. Wilson to the platform through a

irowd that filled every aisle and seat,

and which not only jammed the en-
'rance, hut extended to the foot of the
bail stairs. Even the windows were Oiled,
50 great was the eagerness of the people
bo hear Mr. Wilson after an absence of
two years from them. For it is two
years ago this month that he spoke last
to them here. The Mantorville Cornet
band opened the exercises with
music after which Mr. Leach
introduced Mr. Wilson, by say-
ing: "Two years d£o when we
presented a candidate for congress,
Judge Wilson was but little Known, but
to-day we present him with a national
reputation, and 1 am proud to congratu-
late you on his success. The represen-
tative of the lirst district is to-day ac-
knowledged to be

upon the floor of congress." Mr. Wil-
son, admidst applause, took the plat-
form and gave an account of his stew-
ardship for two years. His first point
was an explanation ofhis now fomous
retaliation bill and the president's
action in asking for it. Mr. Cleveland,
he said, did not enforce the retalia-
tion act of 1887, because, if lie had,
he would almost have ruined the North-
west, and the law offered was drawn to
protect the interests of the Northwest
Had the president enforced the law of
18CT, no product of Canada could have
have entered the United States,
while ' American products via
the "Soo" road could not have
been transported. The president saw
this, and we of the Northwest did, and
to prevent the producer being at the
mercy of the Northwestern, the Mil-
waukee and a Pew other roads south of
us, the competition of the Soo
and other roads was secured through
the introduction of this Wilson
bill and its passage by the house.

Now I have the consular reports
here. Here they are: There are 240
consular offices, and just 72 came
from the states that seceded in IB6o—
just 72. [Applause.] Now, either I or
that man is truthless, and I
stand here with the consular
reports showing that just 73
are from the old seceding
states. [Laughter and applause.] I
have a speech here delivered by Mr.
Dunnell at Caledonia and which was
taken by a stenographer. 1 find that it
is the same that he has delivered here,
committed to memory and served
at each place. [Laughter.] The
great issue that confronts us in
this campaign is whether the masses
shall bear the burdens of a few favored
classes: whether the masses shall bear
the taxes of the few. It is the issue
here in your state, and I feel it
an honor that I have the cen-
sure of the men who wish to
keep the taxes upon the many and
plunder the treasury for the benefit of
the few.

this afternoon. Senator Allison, from
the committee on finance, reported the
Republican substitute for the Mills tar-
iffbill, which was passed by the house
of representatives last July.

The written reports prepared by the
majority and minority (the Republican
and Democratic members of the com-
mittee) will be formally presented to
the senate to-morrow or Friday, the
views of the minority not being yet
quite ready. In presenting the bill Sen-
ator Allison stated that he would call it
up for consideration •on Monday
next. Speaking of the merits of
the bill, Senator Aldrich, who pre-
pared the majority report, said

"We are confident that a careful
analysis of the measure in comparison
with that prepared by Mr. Mills, and
adopted in the House, will argue to the
interest of the Republican party. Our
aim has been to conform closely to the
wishes of the Republican party as ex-
pressed in the platform adopted at Chi-
cago. While we have reduced the rev-
enues as largely as the surplus and the
expenses of the country will admit, we
have laid stress upon a retention of
every essential feature of our protec-
tive system. The reductions are

on customs duties and internal taxes.
In round numbers we reduce the in-
come of the government $75,000,000.
We cut the sugar duty as nearly one-
half as we could figure, and make the
reductions there aggregate $27,759,000.
Tobacco releases" $24,500,000; free
alcohol for the arts, $7,000,000. The free
list is given so, 5! 10,000, and the other re-
ductions about $5*.000,000.

The changes proposed by the bill in in-
ternal revenue and tariff taxes are to take
effect on and after the first day ofFebruary,
1830.

SHERMAN IS SATISFIED.

Iceberg John Commends the Sen-
ate Substitute TariffBill.

Special to the Globe.
Washixgtox, Oct. 3.— The feature of

the senate proceedings to-day were re-
porting of the Rebublican tariff bill and
the discussion on the Benet circular.
Mr. Allison reported a substitute for
the Mills tariff bill, which was placed
on the calendar and ordered printed.
He announced that the majority
and minority reports to accompany
the bill would be filed to-mor-
row or Friday and gave notice that he
would call up the bill for consideration
on Monday next. Mr. Sherman, stating
that he was compelled to leave the city
this afternoon, obtained permission to
speak on the measure. He said that in
his judgment the senate substitute was
a substantial compendium of the provis-
ions for the collection of internal reve-
nce and customs duties. It contained
a positive, unquestionable reduction
of revenues to the extent of $73,088,000.
The senate bill enlarged the free list by
adding to it certain articles which could
not be produced in this country. There
was not a single item in the senate bill
which discriminated between sections
of the country. There was a slight in-
crease of the duty on wool, but

that the increase would be made larger
by the senate. He believed that the
senate bill was, on the whole, the best
revenue bill ever introduced in con-
gress. ' Consideration of Mr. Hide's
resolution calling on the secretary of
war for an explanation of the Benet
circular respecting the discrimination
inUnited States arsenals was resumed.
Mr. Cockrell read the Jay Hubbell cir-
cular of 1882 calling on government
employes to contribute to the Repub-
lican campaign fund; quoted Levi P.
Morton's letter to Dorsey, stating that
he had contributed $30,000.- He said he
read these letters to show the depth of
degradation to which the civil service of
the government had been brought un-
der Republican administration in
1880-82. It could never sink into
lower depths than it sank then. Mr.
Hale said that if Mr. Cleveland
was the sincere reformer which he was
claimed to be, somebody ought to
be punished for violating every single
principle which he had advanced as the
guide and rule of his administration.
After remarks by Mr. Chandler and
Mr. Hawley the matter went over until
to-morrow. The house bill relating to
the Chippewa Indians in Minnesota,
with an amendment in the nature of a
substitute, was taken up, discussed and
laid aside until to-morrow, and the sen-
ate at 5:35 adjourned.

MUZZLED MAGNETISM
Blame Ignores His Party, Its

Candidate and the Para-
mount Issue.

Not a Single Reference to
Trusts or the
77- ' Tariff.

Twenty-Three Valuable Min-
utes Devoted to Abuse of

the President.

Grover's Vetoes and National
Banks Denounced by the

Plumed Knight.

Detroit, Mich., Oct. 3.— Blame

spoke for twenty-three minutes this aft-
ernoon in the Detroit rink to an audi-
ence estimoted at 8,000. All the rail-
roads ran special excursion trains for
the occasion, the cheap rates aud the
fame of the orator contributing to aug-
ment the crowd. Many ladies were
present. There was the usual campaign
hurrah, but the meeting was not an ex-
clusively partisan one, as was evidenced
by the quite general applause which
followed Mr.Blame's reference to An-
drew Jackson as a great leader of De-
mocracy and which occasionally greeted
the name of Mr. Cleveland. Cpon be-
ing introduced by the chairman, Gen.
Alger, Mr. Blame said:

Mr. Chairman and Fellow Citizens— for,
despite the Hon. Don Dickinson, a New
Englander may still yenture to call a citizen
ofMichigan his fellow citizen. It was . said
at the beginning ofour government that the
veto power was an anomaly. Iv their effort
for the preservation ofconstitutional liberty,
when framing the great document they
transmitted to their posterity, our ancesters
were compelled to copy largely from Eng-
land, whence they or their ancesters had
come. In England there had not been a veto
by the crown ofany act of parliament since
the revolution of 1088. It occurred to the
mass of the people in the colonies that to
give the president the unqualified power of
vetoing any act of congress and to require
the votes of two-thirds of the senate and two-
thirds of the house to override that veto was
to confer upon the president

A MOST EXTRAORDINARY TOWER.
It gave him. iv the senate and in the

house, that which was equivalent to one-
sixth of the whole legislative voting power,
because the difference between a majority of
one and a vote of two-thirds amounts to one-
sixth of the whole. So that the president of
to-day, when he vetoes a bill, wields the
power of thirteen senators and fifty-seven
representatives, in addition to his ordinary
executive functions. A power so extraordi-
nary was naturally used with great caution
by our earlier presidents. Gen. Washington,
in eight years, made use of it twice. The
first Adams, the successor of Washington,
never resorted to it. Jefferson— con
sidered very erroneously, but still
considered, by the modern Democracy
as their great prototype— in eight
years . never • -used. ..it f at., all. Mad-
ison in 'eight years used it three times
Monroe | made use of it once, 'and John
Quincy Adams never. In the first forty
years of the national government, from
Washington to Adams, the veto power was
used six times. Then came into office the
great leader of the present Democratic party,
as it has been organized for the last sixty-
years—General Andrew Jackson. [Applause.]
He is worthy of your cheers: because,
however, his contemporaries, or those who
have followed them, have differed with him
ou certain questions, it has been remembered
thai the first effort ofthe Southern disunion-
ists was strangled in the cradle by that
soldier president. (Applause.] In the suc-
ceeding forty years the veto power was used
sixty times, and of those sixty vetoes, over
fifty were by Democrats. So that the party
which professes to be so intensely
Democratic has been uniformly the one
which resorted to the one-man power to
defeat the popular will. [General applause.]
Up to March 4. 1885, when the present presl
dent of the United States was inaugurated,
the veto power of the government had been
used, in all, about seventy-five times; that is,
from 1789 to 1885—100 years lacking four.
Now, Mr. Cleveland [applause], in three
years and a half, has used the veto over 300
times ["Hear, hear," and applause], or had
when Ileft New York day before yesterday —how many times since then I do not know.
[Derisive "laughter and applause]. Of those
vetoes, 200 have been to prevent pitifulpen-
sions of $4 a month, of $8 a month, and a
few, Ibelieve, of $12 a month, to worn-down
and starving soldiers of the United States.
[Loud applause.] He is tho first president
of the United States who ever vetoed a bill
for the relief ofa soldier who had exposed
his body on the field ofbattle to bullets and
shells of the enemy

in DEFENSE OP HIS COUNTRY.
Iwish I had those veto messages here and

had time toread them to you. They have all
been issued in pamphlet, and, as affording a
succinct expression of the difference be-
tween the Republican and Democratic
parties of to-day, Icommend that document

as one of the best in print. Now, mark you
this! There was not in any single instance
a charge that the man to whom the pension
was to be given had not been a soldier of the
United States. There was not a single dis-
pute as to the fact that the men who were to
be relieved by the pensions were in sore and
pressing need of bread. There was not, in
any single case, the slightest question in-
volved as to the constitutional power of con-
gress to - grant pensions; But every
one of . President Cleveland's veto
messages read precisely as though
they were, in each instance, the
decision of the commissioner ofpensions on
an application for pension under the law.
Now, we allknow (and it has been so from
the foundation of the government) that no
general law can provide forall cases. We do
our best, by general laws, to reach all cases,
but, in generalizing, there will always be
found exceptions; and every one of these 206
that have met vetoes from the president came
outside of the general law, but not outside of
the personal merit of the applicant in any
case. Every case had been before the com-
mittee ofa Republican senate and before the
committee of a Democratic bouse, and every
case had been passed through aKepublican
senate and aJDemoeratic house. Itwould be
hard to imagine more impartial legislation
than that thus produced, and yet they meet
every time with the absolute veto of the pres-
ident. Some of them, even out of

had, Ithink, a spice of humor in them. I
read one—l wish Ihad it here to read now—
iii which the man, the victim of a desperate
neuralgia, to allay the pangs of which he
was in the habit oftaking opiates, was found
dead in bed, and the question was, whether
he died from the pain or from an overdose
of the opiate he had taken, and, if from the
latter, whether the dose was taken innocently
'or with the intention of suicide. Mr. Cleve-
land in his veto message said it would be a
verybad precedent to grant the widow and
children of that man a pension because, of
course, you know, a case of that kind might
be so often repeated— where a man
would have a desperate neuralgia, would
take too much of an opiate, and would some
morning be found dead. With all due
respect to the president. Itcarried my mind
back to boyhood days, when I attended the
theater oftener than Ido now, and when I
heard the old play of "Paul Pry." As you
may remember, the professional philanthro-
pist in that play refused to contribute any-
thing upon the subscription paper for the re-
lief of the widow of a bricklayer who had
fallen from the top of a high house on which
he had been working, because, as the philan-
thropist said— think, he was in some re-
spects the prototype 'that veto— youre-
lieve the widow and child of that bricklayer,
you will have all sorts of people fallingfrom
all sorts ofhouses." [Great merriment and
good humor.] lam not going to dwell upon
that subject, and onlyintroduce it-- TO PLACE IT VIS A VIA

with another, and that is the great sur-
plus in the treasury of the United States, a
part ofwhich might have gone to that poor
man without endangering the stabilityof the
government [Laughter.] That surplus
which the president has been accumulating
with great Industry for nearly or more than
a year and a half ; refusing to apply itto a
reduction of the public debt; that surplus in

which he finds such great danger to the re-
public. He has sought, or his secretary of
the treasury has sought, to ameliorate the
danger by givingmore than sixty millions of
it as a loan, without interest, to some national
banks scattered over this country.

That sixty mill-
ions is secured to the government by
the men who borrow itdepositing bonds of
or the United States. They are allowed to
collect the interest on the coupons of those
bonds and to pay this money without paying
a penny of interest on it. Allowingit to be
worth 5 per cent (and I do not think you
can get much of it for less from those
bankers) there is $3,000,000, a gratuity
given away by the secretary of the treasury.
Did you, my friend, get any of it? Did any
ofyou? Suppose that you had $10,000 of
government bonds and that you wrote to
the secretary of the treasury that you would
like to have him loan you"$l 0.00*0 without
interest, to have him take your bonds and
keep them for you, and to send the coupons!
back when due. Ido not know of any more
profitable business in this world for a man
than that of having the government loan
him money on which he pays no interest,
while he collects all the interest he can get
from the use of that money and puts it in
his pocket. Why

AXY FEI LOW CAN GET RICH
in that way. [General merriment.] Iread
this morning that the chairman of the Dem-
ocratic National committee, Mr. Calvin
Briee, a very blight, sharp and quick man,
has a million of that money in his bank.
Well, that is worth $50,000 a year. Why, if
anything would tempt a man to be chairman
of the Democratic National committee, I
think that £50,0J0 a year would be no small
temptation. [Laughter.] When there was
danger last year and the yeat before of a
stringency in the money market aud too
little circulation, there was a movement
made in congress to allow the existing na-
tional banks to circulate, on the bonds they
deposited, up to par, instead of their being
confined to iio, as they now are. by law. On
every $10,000 of government bonds, as you
all know, the bank circulates only $0,000 of
bills.
