Winston states that Winthrop Young,
who was appointed administrator of her
father's estate, advised her to pay this
note and then file her claim against the
estate for the amount she paid.
Mrs. Winston paid this claim,
partly in cash and the balance
by giving her own personal notes,
and received from Mrs. Kimball a bond
for a deed of the lot on which she lived.
The claim which sh_ filed against the
estate was not allowed, and she then re-
fused to pay the notes which she had
given Mrs. Kimball, and demanded that
they be given back to her in exchange
for the bond for the deed. Mrs. Kim-
ball refused to make the exchange
and commenced this action, which
was on trial yesterday, to
foreclose on the property. The
answer Inthe case filed by Mrs. Win-
ston stated that as the notes were ob-
tained from her by fraud they should be
return .d to her, and the bond for a deed
be declared canceled. The court seemed
to take this view of the case, for he de-
cided that the notes should be returned
and the bond for the deed should be
held to be cancelled. Of course this de-
cision does not settle the controversy in
regard to the titleof the lot, and it is
expected that Mrs. Kimbell will now
bring an action in ejectment against
Mrs. Winston.

A RED-HOT ROAST.

Dr. Burrill Touches Up the Wide
Opcnners.

In his Sunday sermon, Dr. Burrill, of
Westminster church, pitched into the
police commission in lively style. He
said:

As Ilook into the faces of this congrega-
tion Isee stone-bruises and arrow scars, re-
vealing the fact that Sin, the great Ali-Baba,
and his troops of lusts aud passions, have
not suffered us to journey thu« far un-
harmed. Itbehooves us. in view of our own
experience and the certainty that our sons
and daughters must shortly confront
life's duties and dangers to make this
Jericho road as secure as possible; and we
cannot do better than to begin right
here hi Minneapolis. It is au open secret
that for some years this city has been run in
accordance with what is called the "'wide
open policy;" that is the saloon, bawdy
houses and (rambling dens have been allowed
by the municipal mis-government to conduct
their nefarious business according to their
own sweet will. This is a proper place and
a most appropriate hour to declare in the
name of a righteous God that the
time has fully come to inaugu-
rate a dead-shut policy. If we are
Christian men, in sympathy with the pre-
cepts of Christ's gospel, let us insist, and
vote accordingly, that the saloons shall be
shut, that bawds shall no more make a gazing
stock ofour municipal virtue, and that "the
big four," to whom our police commissioners
have farmed out the gambling privileges of
the city, shall be put where they belong in
common with all other reprobates, behind .
prison bars.

THE POLICE COMMISSION.

The Board Makes a Report to the
City Council.

At the meeting of the police commis-
sion yesterday afternoon the clerk pre-
sented the second quarterly report of
the board, to be presented to the city
council at the next meeting. This re-
port showed that there are now ISO
men on the force. There were 107 June
30. Since then there have been twenty-
five appointments and one removal,
one .resignation and one death. The
total number of arrests for the last
three months was 1,720. The inspectors
made 123 aires), and recovered; .21.: -
45 worth of stolen property. The police
surgeon made 402 calls. The patrol
wagon was called out 886 times, and
covered a distance of 1,47") miles. There
were 18 dead bodies taken to the
morgue.

Stipt. of Police Hine sent in his re-
port for the month of September, stat-
ing that there bad been 544 arrests, of
which 278 were for drunkenness. There
were 121 criminal cases, and 103 civil
cases in the municipal court. The in-
spectors made 37 arrests and recovered_ 27:17 worth of property. Police Sur-
geon Kelly made 89 calls.

Helena Court House Case.
The case of Corlies, Chapman & Co.

against J. J. Palmer was on trial yes-
terday before Judge Lochran. Accord-
ing to the testimony of the witnesses
examined it appears that Corlies, Chap-
man & Drake entered into an agree-
ment with Palmer, who had the con-
tract for the erection of a court house at
Helena, Mont., whereby they agreed to
furnish all the material for the inside
finish of the building. They claim that
Palmer still owes them $2,852.94
for material furnished, and ask
for judgment for that amount.
Pamer. however, claims that the
plaintiffs were behindhand in fur-
nishing the material, and so delayed the
work that the court house, which
should have been finished by the Ist of
July, ISB7, was not finished until after
cold weather set in, thereby greatly in-
creasing the cost of construction and
damaging him in the sum of$6,963. He
therefore sets up a counter claim for
this amount. The trial of this case will
be resumed this morning.

A Scrapping Match.
Robert Wright and Mitchell Relford,

colored men well known in the city, en-
gaged in a choice scrap on Washington
avenue yesterday. JRelford accused
Wright of having made remarks about
him. This Wright denied, and added
that it was none of Kelford's business if
he had. This rattled Kelford, and
jumping at Wright he hit him on the
head with a knife several times, and
chewed up one of his thumbs. Wright
finally broke away and knocked Kelford
down with a rock, and then grasping a
sawbuck stood on the defensive.

"An Unequal Match."
Mike Cavanaugh and John Young

were arraigned in the police court yes-
terday on a charge of disorderly con-
duct. Cavanaugh showed up with his
nose covered with courtplaster and a
general "broken up" physiog. It ap
peared that Cavanaugh was" sailing
down Socond street Sunday morning,
fullof liquor, when he met Young, who
was headed for the union depot. Cava-
naugh was ugly, and finally pitched
into Young, but was badly used up be-
fore he got through. Young was ac-
quitted, while Cavanaugh was fined $10.
