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THE BENCH IXPOLITICS.

The Democrats have rejected the
nomination of Henry G. Hicks, as judge
or the district court, and ifhe is elected,
the responsibility will rest soly with
the Republicans. In a spirit of fairness
and for the purpose oflifting the judi-
cial ermine out of the mire of politics,
the Democrats offered to indorse and
place on their ticket any good Republi-
can that party might support. But they
drew the line at Hicks. The Republi-
cans made it Hicks or no agreement and
the latter alternative was accepted. It
is a grave matter when, in the choice of
a officer like a judge, a party declines to
accept a nomination, but there were
good reasons why the Democrats could
not aud should not accept Henry G.
Hicks. In the Democratic convention,
it was openly charged that he was no-
toriously incompetent in the first place,
and that in the second he was politi-
cally "as crooked as a ram's horn."
The people have « p^fect light To can-
vass "the private character aud the pub-
lic record of a candidate and this right
becomes a sacred duty when that can-
didate is for as high, honorable and im-
portant an office as judge of a great dis-
trict. Judge Hicks had stultified him-
self in accepting his appointment after
the pledge he made and on the principle,
false in one thing, false in all, the
Democrats refused to indorse him.

The Republicans have the full re-
sponsibility of the effort to retain on

the bench a man who has not the re-
spect of the entire community, while
the Democrats go before the people
with the knowledge that they made an

honest endeavor to keep the bench out

of partisan politics. On this issue let
the campaign be fought.

THE FLOUR MARKET.

Twenty-one Mills Grinding at
Minneapolis.

The Northwestern Miller in its Issue
of to-day will say: One large mill, as
a result of a succession of accidents,

made no flour at all last week, and the
output was cut down about 10,000
barrels thereby. The combined produc-
tion of those in operation was 162,800

averaging '27,133 barrels daily—
against 178,100 barrels the week be-
fore, and 167.900 barrels for the cor-
responding time in 1887. The mill
referred to above as being idle through

breakdowns has started again, making

twenty-one that are now in oper-
ation." The use of a large percentage
of new wheat by many of the mills,
however, has the effect of keen-
ing the output somewhat lighter
than it would be otherwise. Tl o
advance in freight rates via Mil-
waukee and Chicago went into
effect to-day. and is causing the flour
business to be diverted to the Lake Su-
perior routes, which do not make any
change. In the face of the decline in
wheat during the past two days, the
flour market has lost some strength

and 25 cents of an advance made Friday
has been taken off. The market is
irregular and unsettled, and trade is
therefore restricted. Millers state that
there is practically no business being
done abroad, and this is borne out by
the report of the exports last week.
The direct exports for the week were
the lightest known since Minneapolis
became a milling center, being only

1C.,400 barrels, against 45.500 the.pre-
ceding week.

Since then there have been, he said,
many changes, but Henry Villard has
been always the same— bold, aggressive
and honorable. He lias shown himself
to be one of those men who know all
things come to him who knows how to
wait.

A. J. Blethen gave some comparative
statistics showing the growth of Minne-
apolis, and President Northrop toasted
Sir. "Villard in a numerous vein that
created a great deal ofmerriment.

Silt, VILLABI) KESPOXDED
at considerable length, and with evi-
dent feeling. During his return visit to
the Twin Cities he had been the recipient
of so many expressions of hospitality
and kindness that he hardly how
torespond, He could hardly have ex-
pected the attachment existing be-
tween himself and the northwest to
have been so well preserved. "IfI
have enough physical and mental ener-
gy left to do justice to my undertak-
ings," he said, "I shall devote that en-
ergy to the further development of the
Northwest."

Since his arrival he has been lost in
amazement at the evidences of the mar-
velous growth of the Twin Cities during
the past live years, even. He then
fell into a vein of reminiscence, and
told him in 1857 when he was a 're-
porter on the New York Tribune he
came to Minnesota to report the consti-
stutional convention, and had walked
from St. Paul to St. Anthony Falls, and
back by the way of Minnehaha Falls
and Fort Shelling. In 1859 as a' re-
porter for the Cincinnati Commercial he
went out • to investigate th*1

gold fever on the Pacific slope, and was
one of the first men to take a claim in
the city of Denver, and helped to build
the first log house there. In 1870 he
visited Oregon, and there first conceived
the idea of a transcontinental line from
the Mississippi to the Pacific coast. Re-
ferring to

TIIK CRASH OF ISS3,
he said: '_ don't hesitate to call it my
downfall, but Iwas not responsible for
itin the remotest degree. Ihad trusted
to our subordinates and our chief
engineer whose estimates were 120,1 <\u25a0'.-
-000 below the actual requirements. An-
other cause was the refusal of Presi-
dent Arthur, for fourteen months at
the time when Iwas endeavoring to
push the construction of the road,
to appoint inspectors to accept
sections of the completed road. lie
was deterred by the number of hills in
congress aimed at securing the forfeit-
ure of the Northern Pacific land grant.
1 was pressed to use my personal credit
to the extent of 120,000,000. My conso-
lation in all this struggle was the undi-
minished and unlimited sympathy felt
for me by the people of the Northwest
and the confidence in my ability and
honor entertained in my native coun
try."

The enthusiasm of those present was
unbounded as Mr. Villard in his plain,
matter-of-fact way related the stay of
his struggles and triumphs.

Judge John If. Miller in responding
to the toast, "The Northern Pacific

road," eulogized him as the man who
had faced his Waterloo with a courage
that could not be conquered, and Presi-
dent Colby, of the Wisconsin Central,
toasted him as a "good man, a good cit-
izen and a noble friend. Mr. Colby
also responded most gracefully to the
sentiment. "The Union of the East
With the West. Their Commerce and
Railroads." General Manager Manvel,
of the Manitoba, and Charles A. Pills-
bury were also called out and made
brief addresses.

At the conclusion of the banquet Mr.
Villard and the guests assisted in the
reception at the charity ball.

A HORRIBLE CASE
Of Neglect and Suffering— The

Law May Investigate.
A warrant was sworn out yesterday,

under direction of County Attorney
Davis, for the arrest of Dr. E. E. Bar-
num, a practicing physician at 14 East
Lake street. In connection with this is
a tale of suffering and cruelty that is
almost incredible. Itappears that Mrs.
J. 11. Thompson and Miss Hollins, in
connection with charitable researches
in which they are engaged, learned; of
the case, and to their good offices are
due the rescue of a suffering family and
the probable exDosure of a very repre-
hensible, if not criminal, method of
procedure. Mrs. Payne is the name of
a widow livingat 2930 Lindley avenue.
Her husband was a carpenter, and died
late in the spring, leaving her to make
a precarious living as best she could to
support herself and three small chil-
dren. Part of the time she took in
washing, and again was employed at
such household work as she could ob-
tain. Friday Inst she was taken down
in childbirth while washing at Dr.^Bar-

urn's, and the story is that he "sent
her home supperless and in the evening
attended her confinement. The child was
born, but before it had been properly
attended to, a call came for the doctor
and he left the woman in a most deplor-
able and unpublishable condition. She
was alone, save for the children, with-
out food or fuel in the house, though
the doctor sent for her mother, who
lives on Twenty-sixth street. It was
nearly an hour before she arrived, but
in the meantime the prostrated woman
was left utterly without care, and suf-
fering the tortures of the doomed. This
is the story as told, but Dr. Barnum's
version has not been obtained. Tbe
ladies brought relief when they learned
of the case, and had Mrs. Payne sent to
the Northwestern hospital. She is now
in a perilous condition and may not
survive. It is now charged that as soon
as the woman was removed Dr. Barnum
took an expressman to the house and
carted away a chest of tools for his pay
in attending the case. It is for this, oh

a charge of larceny, that ' the warrant
was taken out. The ladles in charge
are terribly exercised over the case, but
there may be extenuating circumstances
not yet given out. \u25a0.'\u25a0'\u25a0\u25a0 " .
