We fin
that all attempis to raise a campaign fund to
put speakers into the field, or to furnish
voters printed campaign matter or tickets,
have been to a great extent failures. Under
these circumstances it is impossible to hope
to carry the state, and this fact, being under-
stood by the voters, we will not receive one-
fourth of the votes ofYhose who really wish
us success. They will fear to throw their
votes away, and will vote for one or the other
of the great parties, while those who adhere
to us may, by voting our ticket, elect another
ticket which they really did not want to help.
In the meantime, the campaign for a state
ticket prevents us from giving our attention
to the Farm and Labor legislative tickets,
which we may be able toelect. Under these
circumsiances the committee has decided to
withdraw the state ticket, and give all of
their attention to th@legislative tickets. We
have not time, this year, even if we had the
means to canvass a state the size of Minne-
sota, Ifan attempt is made two years from
now to elect aFarm . and Labor ticket,
we snould begin four or five months
betore the election, so that if we
have but few speakers, they will have
time enough to visit all parts of the
state. A small vote now for the state ticket
would much injure our chances of success
hereafter.
