growth m population, large amounts
expended and the -character , of the

i structures erected during the year 1883
I far exceeds anything in former years.
j Never before have such business blocks,
palatial resiliences and many thousands

j of dwellings In all parts of the city
j been erected, and so many miles of

i street railway laid. The amount of
! street grading and paving, too, has been
I phenomenal. Long lines of stately six-
| story blocks have been erected on Jack-
! son street, and the Endicott block and |
! others cover nearly a square on Fourth j

street, and on Robert and Minnesota
j streets the ten-story block of the Ger-

; mania Insurance company, the eleven-
: story block of the New York Life and

the Young Men's Christian association
blocks are going up. On St. Peter
street the block next the Windsor,
the splendid block of flats on
Tenth and other structures are
well under way. On Wabasha
the handsome Valentine block; corner
Fourth and Broadway, the storehouse

! of Beaupre, Kcoglt & Davis; Defiel's
! block, at the Seven corners. Allover
| the city, in fact, there are scores of
i blocks more elegant and costly than
I anything heretofore built In St. Paul.
I It is becoming obvious to all that as a
| consequence a very substantial addi-
I tion to the value of the property ad-
\u25a0 jacent to these structures has been
j made, and that all the property in the

i central business streets must feel the
I impulse. Two more years ot such
activity in building as those of 1887 and

I ISB3 would fill nearly all the vacant
| space on Third. Fourth, Fifth, Sixth

and Seventh, Sibley, Jackson, Robert,
Minnesota, Cedar, Wabasha and
St. Peter, and then Eighth, Ninth
and Tenth will be next invaded
As business increases more stately
edifices will be erected than on the
streets named. It is easy to foresee
that all the business district below St.
Peter street will in a tew years be
solidly built over and that its value will
advance from $700 and $800 to $1,200 per
front foot, as now held, to *2,000, $8,000
and $4,000 per front foot. St. Paul
property is to-day— and always has been
—owing to the conservative character
of its people, held much lower than any
other city of even half its population
and half its reasonable prospects in the
West. The time is near at hand for the

i publication of the statistics of growth
in population, trade and building oper-
ations, and ii will astonish people and
arrest the attention of the whole coun-

Three miles of track-
age are being built, and more
will be constructed hereafter, ac-
cording to the requirements of St. P,aul.
It is well known that a line of steel
steamers.consisting of seven boats, is to
run between the end of Lake Superior
and Buffalo, to carry wheat to the latter
city, and what more natural than that
they should bring back coal, especially
as St. Paul and Minneapolis have 400,-
--000 people tobe supplied? The yard is
to De an immense distributing reservoir,
and in order to do this successfully,
such arrangements will be made as to
enable the coal companies to handle it
with the least trouble and expense.
