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A POPULAR REFORM.
The board of trade has struck a popu-

lar chord if it will follow it up and
bring its idea to a successful issue. It
Is the matter of reducing the number
of aldermen. The idea of having a
council composed of thirty-nine alder-
men Is an expensive absurdity, and the
legislature can take no more popular
etep than toreduce the number to not
exceeding seventeen. In the firstplace,
the increase to thirty-nine was a mere
Republican scheme to control the coun-
ciland was the second step of the ger-
rymandering plan. The inequality of
having three Twelfth ward aldermen,
sent by 1,000 population, cast as many
votes as three Fourth ward aldermen
representing 30.000 population is ap-
parent, and at a glance shows the in-
wardness of the motive. But, apart
from the political meaning of the pres-
ent law, lt Is an expense altogether
needless and onerous. Not only does
the city bear the burden of the salaries
of twenty-two extra aldermen, but the
general cost of the government is in-
creased in proportion. The cost of
maintaining the city clerk's oflice lias
been greatly increased without a single
corresponding benefit. The number of
aldermen should be reduced. The
spirit of municipal reform is abroad
this year, and no more popular reform
thau this could be inaugurated.

"Just allow me toremark that Minne-
apolis has about as many small boys
who gamble, and gamble in earnest, as
any city of its size in the Union."
