SECURITY AGAIXST STEALING.
Treasury Officials Recommend a

System ofDouble Counting.
Washington, Oct. 16. — Treasurer

Hyatt, Register Ilosecrans and Mr.
Miller, chief of the loans and currency
division, the commission appointed to
investigate the money-counting system

of the treasury department, have sub-
mitted their preliminary report to the
secretary of the treasury. As a further
security against vihefr. mismatched
notes or other irregularities, the com-
mission recommends a syst> m of double
counting, by which notes presented for
redemption are to be examined alter
cancellation fornotes incorrectly pieced,
counterfeits and other irregularities.
The notes are not to be destroyed until
they have passed the two sets of count-
ers, who are to be in separate cages. An
assistant superintendent is to be ap-
pointed to handle the notes between the
first counters and the revisors. Acting
Secretary Thompson lias approved the
finding of the commission.

THEY NEVER GROW WEARY.
Senators for the Sake of Political

Effect, Continue to Discuss
Tariff.

of the tariff question. Mr. Cockrell
first took the floor in opposition to the
senate substitute.

Then they would
say that the Democratic party was re-
sponsible for the failure to pass a tariff
bill. In connection with his speech Mr.
Cockrell filed a letter from the commis-
sioner of internal revenue saying that

on the revenue. Mr. Allison said that
this had not been the experience of
England and Germany. Wood alcohol,
he said, could not be demethyllated ex-
cept by distillation. Mr. Vest said that
he had seen in the office of the commis-
sioner of internal revenue a machine
costing f22. by which wood alcohol could
be converted into pure whisky.

ESTIMATING THE SURPLUS.

The Treasury Department Fur-
nishes Some Strong Arguments
for TariffReform.
Washington, D. C, Oct. Acting

Secretary Thompson, of the treasury,
in speaking this afternoon in regard to
the probable condition of the treasury
of the end of the present fiscal year,
said: "The appropriation bills having
all been passed the present congress,
some estimate can now be made
of the probable surplus of rev-
enue for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1889, over the expenditures for
the same year. Estimating one or two
minor items, the amount in the aggre-
gate is $300,000,000, with the estimated
expenditures from the permanent an-
nual appropriations, which are put at
$115,040. 705. making a total of $421,640,-- The total estimated revenues are
$400,000,000, making an excess of rev-
enue over the total of the appropriations
of about $19,000,000: but this by no means
represents the actual surplus of reve-
nue for the current fiscal year. A care-
ful estimate shows that of" these appro-
priations which are specific and con-
tinuing appropriations there willbe at
least $37,000,000, wliich will not and
cannot be properly expended during the
fiscal year, which makes an actual sur-
plus of $56,000,000, which is substan-
tially the same amount estimated by
the secretary in his annual report. But
even this

DOES NOT FATREY REPRESENT
the surplus revenues for the fiscal year
1889, for in the appropriations above
stated there is included the sum of
about $18,000,000 for deficiencies in ap-
propriations for 1888 and prior years.
which should have been appropriated
for at a prior session of congress and
paid out of the surplus revenues
of former years. This, added to
the above sum of $50,000,-- increases the surplus rev-
enues of 18S9 to $74,000,000.
This does not include the balances
which willbe covered into the treasury
on the 30th of June, 1889, ofunexpended
appropriations of 1887 and prior years,,
which, according to careful estimates
made, willnot be less than 56,000,000.
In the expenditures there is included
nearly $48,000,000 for the sinking fuud.-
which is really a part of the surplus rev-
enues, and if added will make a
total of §122,000,000 of reve-
nue in excess -of the actual
and necessary expenditures of the
government for the fiscal year 1889,
wliich would make an actual increase of
surplus at the end of this fiscal year of
$104,000,000. The estimate of unex-
pended balances at the close of this
fiscal year, given above, is extremely
low compared with the actual balances
which have remained unexpended in
prior years. For instance, June 30,
1888, the unexpended balance of the ap-
propriations for that year was $75,-
--514,000 on the 30th of June, 18s: $54.-- tor the fiscal year, which ended
on that day, and for each of the years
1886 and 1855 it was over $73,000,000.
The above statement has reference to
excess of revenues for the present fiscal
year over expenditures for the same
time and is entirely

INDEPENDENT OF THE SURPLUS
now in the treasury, amounting to $97,-- $24,347,548 offractional
coin. Any portion of this present sur-

plus not expended within this fiscal
year for the purchase of bouds must be
added to the $104,000,000 to arrive at the
actual surplus which willremain in the
treasury on the 3oth of June next.
With respect to the probable revenues
for the fiscal year 1889, the books of the
treasury show that during the present
fiscal year up to and in-
eluding Oct. 15, the daily re-
ceipts have aggregated $113,950,506
as against $115,868,473 for the same
period last year, a falling off of only
$1,881,907, which may be more than
made up by increased receipts during
the remainder of the year, which de-
crease is not more than is usual during
the few months immediately preceding
a presidential election. Thero is there-
fore no reason to believe that the actual
receipts for the fiscal year 1889 will fall
below the estimated receipts, In view
of the increased activity in all branches
of business, it is believed that they will
fullyequal if not exceed the estimate."

STEVENSON'S SENTIMENTS.

The Governor of Idaho Reports to
Uncle Sam.

Washington, Oct. 16.—The governor
of Idaho territory, Edward A. Steven-
son, in his annual report to the secre-
tary ofthe interior, states that the esti-
mated population is 100,000. During
the past year about 460,000 acres of pub-
lic land have been entered under the
various laud laws. Wheat leads all the
cereals in the annual production, and
stock cattle is the most valuable of the
live stock. The total production of
gold, silver and lead is valued at $3,905,-- of which the gold was valued at
$2,522,209 and the silver at $3,422,657.
The governor recommends that the In-
dians in the territory be given their
lands in severalty; that the people be
given the right to vote for president and
vice president of the United States:
that the right to lease school and uni-
versity lands for the benefit of the pub-
lic schools be granted to the territory;
that the mail facilities of the territory
be increased, and that all crimes com-
mitted by Indians on reservations be
tried in United States courts instead of
In territorial courts.
