IN 1870, in a speech on the proposed
reduction of the revenue, Senator ALLI-
soN, of Jowa, then a member of the
bouse, favored free wool, and even
woolen goods. Answering the argu-
ment of certain tarif advoeates, he said:

I will say with regard to the duty on wool
and woolens that I regard it not as an inten-
tional fraud, but as operating as though it
were a fraud upon the great hody of the peo-
ple of the United Siates. I allude to the

woolen tariff, & law the effect of which has
been to materially injure the sheep hus-
bandry of this country. In a sinzle county
in the state of Towa, between 1867 and 1869,
the number of sheep was reduced from 22,
000 10 about 12,000 in two years, and what
s true of this county is true to a greater or
less extent of other counties in lowa, and
<during this time the price of wool has been
constantly depreciated,

GOOD AUTHORITY.

Some time sinee, from the bench of
the supreme court ef the United States,
Justice MrLER, a Republican, in the
decision of a case involving the general
prineiple of legisiative taxation, said:

Beyond a cavil, there can be no lawful tax

which is not laid for a public purpose—to |

lay with one hand the power of the govern-
ment on the property of the citizen, and with
the other bestow it upon favored individoals
to aid private enterprises and build up pri-
vate fortune is none the less robbery because
it is done under the forms of the law and is
called taxation.

No more coneise definition of the
abuses of tariff taxation can be given.
It is not the assertion of a Demoeratie
newspaper, nor of a Democratie orator,
but the deliberate utterance of the high-
est judicial authority in the land. It is,
however, a condensed statement of
Democratie doctrine, though made by a
Republican. The efiect of a high tariff
is to “aid private enterprises” and to
“build up private fortunes,” and to do
this, under the forms of law, Judge
MILLER says, is wholly illegal, A tariff
for anything but revenue is clearly un-
<constitutional, as well as unfair and op-
pressive, except to the few whom it is
<designed to favor. There is not a single
sentence in the federal constitution
which permits the levyving of tariff or
any other taxes for “protection” only.
If there is, point it out. =

MERRIAM'S EXTREMITY.

The energ manner with which
the Republ » newspapers of the state
are commencing the work of flinging
dirt at Ilon. EvGENE M. WiLsoxN is a
sure indication that they are beginving
to realize Mr. MERRIAM is not having a
walk-over in the gubernatorial race. "It
is a question, however, whether the
mud-flinging tactics resorted to by the
Merriam managers at the eleventh
hour of the canvass will avail the pur-
poses in view. In the first place, Mr.
WiLsoN is too clean a man (o be injured
by defamation. His personal history is
a part, and one of the brightest parts, of
the history of the state of Minnesota.

It is not for the purpose of defending
or vindicating Mr. WiLsoN that the
GLOBE refers to this matter, because he
needs neither defense nor vindication in
the presence of the people of this state.

IR ERCTET
BETTING ON ELECTIONS.

There is an evil under the sun that
Soroyox failed to list in his catalogue
of wieked things, but is .none the less
conspicuous in this day and generation.
We refer to the evil of betting on elee-
tions, which has beecome so general in
this country that it is the exception to
find a man in a presidential year who
has not risked money on the result.
Those who bet on elections. and their
name is legion, do not do it in a wicked
spirit, nor do they do it with any idea
of the complete demoralization they are
producing. The evil effets of thisin-
discriminate and universal praetice of
betting on elections are observable in
two respects.

In the first, place it is an open and di-
rect violation of the law. Whatever
tends to create disrespect for law is rev-
olutionary in effect and subversive of
good government. If the law is pbad it
ought to be 1epealed, but as long as it
is in existeuce every good citizen must
realize the importance of observing it.

Still another and, perhaps, the most
dangerous consequence of this evil,
is to be o'served in the tendency
to degrade the electoral franchise. In
1877 we had a memorable iliustration of
the danger to be dreaded in this direec-
tion, and the same danger is liable to
oceur any presidential year. Where
immense stakes have been placed on
the result of an election, and nearly
everybody in the whole eountry isan in-
terested party, we can readily see the
demoralizing efiects of this pernicious
practice. .

How to put a stop to a practice com-
paratively innocent in the minds of
those who indulge in it, and yet so
fraught with danger to our institutions,
is a question now perplexing to our law-
makers. In New York there is a statute
making a bet on an eleetion a disquali-
fication at the polls, and yet it is pal-
pably a dead letter. There is just as
much betting now as before the law
went into operation, and no one seems
disposed to take the initiative in en-
forcing its penalties.

THE AMERICAN ANTONY.

That was a queer scene at CHARLIE
Squires’ funeral in Chicago yesterday,
as 1t is described 1n our news columns
this morning, and yet there is a great
lesson in it. The reference made by the
eloquent preacher who delivered the
funeral oration to the operations of the
civil service law, as exhibited in Mr.
SqQuirres’ case, had an exciting effect on
the mourners—somewhat similar to that
which MArc ANTONY produced on the
Roman rabble when he delivered lus
celebrated oration over Cx:sAnr’s dead
body. In this instance the zaping
wounds inflicted by eivil service tom-
foolery stirred the Chicago commons
to mutinv. The solemnity of the sur-
roundings was no restraint upon the
deep emotion in their hearts when it
was brought to their attention that
CHARLIE SQUIRES, one of the best
known and one of the most popular
men in the Lake City, had not only
been degraded, but had been killed out-
right by the operation of a system which
dgnores werit in government employes
and reduces the civil service to a sense-

less piece of mechanism.

Harrison Hates the Irish,

At a great meeting at Bloomington,

111, Oct. 13, the facts regarding Har-
rison’s brutal attack on Irish-Americans
were thoroughly ventilated. ¥t was

roved by evidence read to the assem-

age that at Bloomington in 1876 Har-
rison ridiculed and insulted the Irish,
and said: “If it were not for them we
wonld not peed half our penitentiaries,
whiech are almost full of them. 'I'hey are
enly good to shovel dirt and grade rail-
ways, for which they receive more than
they are worth, as they are no acquisition
to the American p eople.” That he did
say this is proved by affidavits. of Will-
iam Condon, Sr., Michael F. Pureell,
Robert Sanders and Johu A. Wilson,
who were present at the meeting. Their
sworn testimony is eorroborated by the
statement of ex-Mayor Trotter, who, al-
though not recalling the exact words
used by Harrison at that, time, does re-
member hearing him abuse the Irish,
substantially as stated. James D. Mel-
linger also remembers the substance of
what Harrison said, and declares: *1
am positive that his words against the
Irish were as severe as Mr. Condon re-
ports.” ‘The meeting wds held at Dur-
ey hall Nov. 2, 1870.

WILL GO IT ALONE,

Bev. W. H. Noyes Will Do Mission-
ary Work Regardless of the
American Board.

- There was some  opposi-
tion in sanctioning the idea of
one chureh maintaining a missiouary
ontside of the board, but Mr. Noyes
passed such a satisfactory examination
and seemed so well fitted for missionary
work that the council determined to or-
dain him in the exceptional way de-
scribed.

Chinamen Landed on Writs of
Habeas Corpus Are Barred Out
by the Exclusion Act.

States District Attorney Carey con-

cluded the examination this morning of

the fifty-one Chinamen who were
released from the steamer Belgic
on writs of habeas corpus last

week on pleas of being merchants
and not laborers. District Attorney
Carey says he is satisfied all the men
with possibly one exception, are frauds,
and are barred out by the exclusion act.
Judge Sawyer will hear the cases next
Wednesday, and in the meantime the
Chinese will remain in the county jail.

State.

Republican Strongholds Be-

ing Successfully Invaded
by Democrats.

Jndgu MacDonald Pierces the
Senate’s Sham Tariff
i ~ Measure.

Wixoxa, Minn., Oct. 22.—The muddy
streets and unfavorable weather would
not permit the grand open air demon-
stration planned for to-night by the
Demoerats on the occasion of Hon.
Eugene Wilson’s visit, but the recep-
tion given him at the Opera house
eould not have been heartier or shown
more plainly the intense interest
the people here are takin in
the present campaign. The TR
house was packed with an audience
attentive, interested, and Dbest of all
enthusiastie. Shertly after 8 o’clock
Mr. Wilson came upon the platform
with a score or more of the leading Dem-
ocrats and influential citizens of Wi-
nona and was greeted with great ap-
plause. L. C. Brown, chairman of the
county committee, in a breif speech
then introduced the next governer.

Without the palaver with which
speakers are prone to use in opening a
political speech, Mr. Wilson at once
struck the keynote of the campaign,and
for the next ninety minutes held the
closest attention by his explanation of
the tariff and the gross injustice of the
present high protective system. He
disclaimed the existence of such an issue
as protection vs. free trade. His refer-
ence to Cleveland was the signal for
wild applause, and when Allen G.
Thurman’s name was mentioned the
same expression of confidence and good
will was shown. An exhaustive
review of the last Republican conven-
tion and platform followed, and the
policy of the Republicans in favoring
free whisky, tobacco and oleomargerine
rather than reduce the tax on the ne-
cessities of life was severely denounced.
The Mills bill-and the tariff bill of the
Republican senate were contrasted,
Mr. Wilson claimed the latter has only
been framed as a campaign document,
and would never be passed.

He said the people of the United
States did not ask for free trade, but for
fair trade. The only article in the free
list of the senate bill which interested
Minnesota was free ice. The objec-
tions to Cleveland by the Republicans
were then humorously portrayed and
an eulogy of the chief magistrate fol-
lowed, which again set the audience
off. The state ticket then came in for
his attention. He came to plead the
cause of Democracy: to argue it both to
the Democrats and to the Republicans,
and he urged them to organize for the
next two weeks. He , amid loud
applause, after speaking an hour and a

alf.

Chris Gallagher was then introduced,
and captured the audience by his elo-
quence and humorous points. Stories
always prefacing some teiling argument

were received with great favor,
and the audience listened another
hour and a balf with  inter-
est unabated to his remarks.

He spoke of the efforts of such men
as Finnerty to deliver the Irish vote to
Harrison, and declared the Irish could
not be delivered. There were no Irish,
no Germans in this country to be deliv-
ered over in a body to any party, but
all belonged to one grand class of Amer-
ican citizens. After an eloquent talk
he approached the state ticket, and

the mention of the Democratic
nominee for governor was the
signal for another outburst of

applause. When he mentioned Mer-
riam some deluded person started to
applaud, but was speedily suppressed
by the cries of the Wilson men. Chris
then cemmenced a deserved eulogy on
Congressman Wilson and the judge’s
home friends went wild with enthusi-
asm,giving round after round of deafen-
ing applause before the speaker could
continue. The meeting did an immense
amount of good, leaving an effect upon
all that will be practically demonstrated
at the polls two weeks hence,

TALLY ONE FOR WATER

There Is No Flaw in the Pro-

hibition Law of
Towa.

Its Constitutionality Is Af-
firmed by the United States
Supreme Court.

Eye-Openers Are Now at a
Premium in the Hawk-
eye State.

Surgeon General Moore Sub-
mits Some Statistics--Ab-
erdeen’s New Bank.

Special to the Globe.

WASHINGTON,Sept. 22.—The supreme
court to-day rendered a decision in the
celebrated case of John 8. Kidd,plaintiff
in error, vs. I. E. Pearson and 8. J.
Loughran. Kidd was an Iowa distiller
who claimed that under the state prohi-
bition law the state officers could not
prevent the manufacture of intoxicating
liquor for export into another state. He
sought to restrain the state officers from
closing up his distillery. He claimed
that he was licensed by the board of
supervisors of Polk county to sell liquor
for mechanieal, medicinal, culinary
and sacramental purposes during
the period of the alleged viola-
tions of the law. His business
in the sale of liquor for other purpeses
without the state he claimed came un-
der the head of interstate commerce,
controlable only by congress, and the
state law if it sought to prevent that
commerce came in conflict with the con-
stitution of the United States. He also
claimed that the statute legalized the
manufacture of alcohol for certain pur-
poses, and thus recognized the fact that
it was a legitimate article of commerce
and not per se a nuisance. Judge La-
mar read the opinion of the court,
which was long and comprehensive.

He said that it was of the
genius  and character of the
whole government that its action

should apply to those external things
which affected more than one of the
states, but not to those thiugs which
were completely within a state. The
manufacture of liguor within the state
of Towa was no less a business within
that state because the manufacturer in-
tended exporting it. 1t was clearly
within the power of the state to regu-
late the manufacture of liquor within
its limits, whether for domestie or for
toreign consumption. The petitioner,
said the court, made a grave error’in
saying that the statute authorized the
manufacture of aleohol. The law con-
tained a sweeping prohibition and all
that saved it from complete abolition
were the exeeptions in faver of alcohol
used for mechanical, medicinal, culin-
ary and sacramental purposes, The de-
cision of the supreme court of Iowa is
affirmed.
A BRACE OF IMPORTANT DECISIONS.
The court also to-day rendered a de-
cision inthe eelebrated color-blindness
case. The Nashville, Chattanooga &
St. Louis Railway company was finedin
the state courts of Alabama for employ-
ing a conduetor who had not been ex-
amined for eolor-blindness, as required
by the laws of the state. The company
sought to prove the law,nucoustitutiouai.
The supreme court, through Justice
Field, hold that if as has been pre-
viously affirmed by the court, the state
has the right to examine railroad em-
ployes for jgeneral fitness, it may also
examine them as to their fithess in one
particular, I'he judgment of the lower
court is affirmed. In the case of The
Western Union Tetegraph Company vs.
The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,the
United States supreme court to-day re-
versed the decision of the lower court.
The commonwealth levied a tax on tele-
grams from points in the state to points
without the state, and, in fact, on all
business passing over the company’s
lines in the state. The court, through
Chief Justice Fuller, holds that the
commonwealth was pot entitled to eol-
lect execept for messages wholly within
the state.

MOORE'S HOMILY.

The Surgeon General of the Army
Submits Some Statistics,
Special to the Globe.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 22.—The surgeon
general of the army, in his annual re-
port which was submitted to the secre-
tary of war, submits estimates for the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1890, amount-
ing to $230,000. He renews the recom-
mendation made in his last annual re-
port that congress be requested to grant
authority in the purchase of medical
and hospital suppiies costing less than
$500 to make purchase after one ad-
vertisement for bids without enter-
ing into a formal written contract.
He says the mean strength of the army
for the year, including officers and both
colored and white enlisted men, was
23,841, of which 21,601 were whites and
2,240 were colored. Deaths from all
causes were 183 white, 26 colored, total
214, The death rate of the army of the
TUnited States continues to be higher
than that of any foreign armies except
the British and Italian. The principal
causes of deaths were pneumonia and
shot wounds. The surgeon general
says that the large number of disabled
officers of the medical department se-
riously embarrasses efficieney, and he
recommends retirement of those officers
who have been by retiring boards in-
capacitated for active service and filling
of their places by young and active
men. He also recommends an increase
in the foree of twenty assistant surgeons.

are to be guarded. Secretary Thompson
telegraphed to-day in rep}{ that **Chi-
nese laborers cannot land on United
States territory, whether for transitto

foreign countries or otherwise.”

CAST-OFF FINERY.

What the Swell New York People
Do with Their Clothes.

Going through the Bowery I noticed
asign: *“Laid-off clothing bought and
sold. EMillionaires’ suits $ and up-
ward,” writes Frank Howard from New
York to the Detroit Tribune. I stepped
in and was shown a quantity of clothing
—some fresh and clean as when first
made up, and others which, althoagn
somewhat worn, were ina very wear-
able condition.

“We don’t take anything worse than
these,” said the saleswoman. “We are
not second hand dealers. These gar-
ments are usually ‘laid off” after one or
two wearings. Sometimes the owner
goes into mourning and has no use for
these colored garments, or it is a misfit.
Our patrons are all first-class, and we
do a first-class business.”

“Who buys these clothes?”

“Well, we never tell the names of
our patrons, but many a fine lady must
recognize some of her clothes as she
sits In her pew or rides in her carriage.

| A great many imported dresses fall into

our hands. A lady grows fieshy, per-
haps, or for some other reason wishes
to get rid of a dress, and it falis into
our hands. We don’t see them our-
se!ves; the bargain is made through a
third person, a sort of a confidential
clerk, who calls and receives the gar-
ments, values them, and brings them
here.”

There ison one of the fashionable
avenues a ladies’ clearing parlor, as it
is called; there is no sign out, nor is it
advertised publicly, but if is generally
understood that its object is to dispose
of society’s laid off gowns.

As1in the case of the more cosmo-
politan Bowery dealer, the littie French
woman who has started this parlor, was
very reticent as to who were her patrons,
although she confidentially assured me
that the most fashionable ladies in the
city did business throngh her, and that
it was simply an exchange business
done in a strictly private way. “I do
not like to talk much about my busi-
ness,” said the little woman, who was
shrewd and sharp in her methods. *I1
am only an agent, but there is a good
deal of money in the business, though
I never buy anything. How do I make
the money? Well, yon see a fashion-
able lady don’t wish to wear a dress too
often, it becomes common and then she
don t know what to do. She don’t want
to hang it up, and she ean’t give it
away. Her friends won’t wear it, and
it is too fine for the second man’s shop,
S0 she brings it to me. She has paid
$500 or $300 for it: she leaves it here; by
and by some other fine lady comes in, I
show her the dressshe’s given away,
perhaps, she likes the dress and gets it
very cheap—half the first cost. Then
the lady who brings the dress pays me a
commission, and if [ get anything over
the price she named that is also my per-
quisite.”

“But don’t the ladies recoznize the
dresses sometimes?”

“Ah, that’s where I must be very
wise. I find out who are the friends of
my patrons, and am very careful not to
show any dresses where they may be
recognized.”
