fall of 18SO, while working for Son &John- j
son on Sand creek, fifty miles north of !
Rawlins, -he committed the cowardly crime j
lor which' he has so terribly paid the penalty. .

He took j
special delight in bullying his victim, a boy I

roundup. Carter charged Jeffrey with being
a stock association spy and threatened re-
peatedly to killhim. He came to camp at
midnight Entering the tent where Jeffrey
and his fellow cowboys were sleeping. Carter j
called the former to -get up." Jeffrey
obeyed, when Carter deliberated- shot him
through the head. He yas captured the fol-
lowing day. and. after narrowly escaping,
lynching, was taken to Rawlins. He wa»'
convicted of murder and was sentenced to-'
hang on the 24th of August last, but be was.
granted a reprieve of sixty days, during.!

PRINCE OP WALES SPA-IKED.
Years Ago His Royal Mamma

Punished Him in Public.

Her majesty, accompanied by . the
prince consort and the royal children,
visited Scotland for the first time, and
tarried for a long time on her way at
Balmoral. On the trip the yacht in
which the party traveled by water
called at Aberdeen- and of course the
loyal inhabitants of that city turned
out in large numbers to do honor to
their beloved sovereign: A guard of
honor, cousistimr of the \u25a0 merchants " of
the place, was .formed, and, in all the
glory of black broadcloth and white
kids, paraded on the edge of the dock to
which- the vessel moored at just suffi-
cient distance to prevent people from
stepping on board. -Seats were erected
on the bank, tier above tier, like those
of a circus, to accommodate the thou-
sands * that assembled to

: gaze on the
spectacle of an anointed queen.

Her majesty good naturedly remained
on deck to gratify as much as possibly
tne curiosity of the bonny Scots, and
promenaded about in full view of the
immense crowd. The Princes of Wales,
a child of about five or six years, was
with her. Among other things placed
on the deck for the accommodation of
the queen was a costly and very splen-
did sofa, ornamented "with tassels; and
the prince, like other boys of that age,
being of a destructive turn, began to
pull at one in a manner that threat-

ened to detach it. His mother
observed the act, and ordered him
to desist. He did so, but as soon as
her back was turned seized the tassel
again to give another jerk. The queen
appeared to have expected something
of the Rind, for she was at that moment
watching him from the corner of her
eye. In an instant she turned, and
seizing the luckless heir apparent of
England by the "scruff of the neck,"
elevated one of her feet upon the sofa,
hoisted the youngster over, her knee,
adjusted him in the position mutually
familiar to parents and children gen-
erally, when such ceremonies are to be
performed, a.nd gave him a sound
spanking.

It may be proper to mention, en pas-
sant, for the information of youths who
sometimes find themselves similarly
circumstanced, that the illustrious suf-
ferer kicked and bellowed under the
afliictive dispensation quite as lustily as
boys of lowlier birth are wont to do.
The amazement with which the specta-
tors witnessed the example ot royal do-
mestic discipline may.oe imagined, but
scarcely described in 'fitting terms. A
dead silence prevailed for a moment,
but was suddenly broken by a tremend-
ous roar of laughter, which could not
be surpressed by any thought of de-
corum, respect for the queen or sym-
pathy for the victim of her displeasure.
The explosion recalled the royal mother
to a sense of lit position, and. having
turned toward the crowd for a moment,
her face' suffused with crimson, she
hastily descended into the cabin, and
was seen no more by the expectant
populace.
