-STRUCK A HOME BLOW.

A Pariner of Caud:date Babb Shows Up
that Gentleman’s Record.

A BLAST FROM BOARDMAN.

He Roasts Babb’s Methods and Declares
He Can’t Support Him
for Mayor.

The severest blow which has yet
fallen upon Candidate Babb came fast
night in the form of an interview with
Fred H. Boardman, a Republican, and,
until lately, a Dbusiness partner of
Babb’s. The Grose offered the use of
its columns to Mr. Boardman to deny
the charges made against Candidate
Babb; but it appears that he has
just returned home, and that a
Star reporter interviewed him yester-
day. Candidate Babb, instead of the
courage to reply to the GLOBE, had the
temerity to say its charges were cam-
paign slush; but Mr. Boardman is a Re-
publican and was Candidate Babb’s
partner, as long as he could stand it to
be, so that his assertions cannot be at-
tributed to partisan feeling. The fol-
lowing is the interview:

BOARDMAN’S BLAST.

“Mr. Boardman, it is rumored_that
vou have begun an action against E. C.
Babb, manager of the Cedar Lake Ice
company. Is this a fact?”

*Yes: I had ‘an action prepared by
my counsel, but last week a personal
and political friend of Mr. Babb’s pur-
chased my interest in the company, and
so the suit will never be heard in
court.”

’ “\Ylmt was the nature of your ac-
on2"

*The action was to compel Mr. Babb
to refund to the company certain sums
of money misappropriated by him, and
to compel him to resign from its man-
agement.”

*Well, that sounds rather strange.
Will you give the Evening Star an idea
of the specifications?”

“T'he charges against him were many.
As an illustration, at the annual meet-
ing of the stockholders last spring, I
remarked that 1 noticel the company
was doing a coal Dbusiness and that I
would like to Imquire whether it was
being dene by the company or by pri-
vate individuals. I was told by Mr.
Babb that it was none of my business.
I pressed the question and stated that
inasmuch as the ice company’s teams
were delivering coal about the eity, and
also that the eompany’s bookkeeper and
other employes were doing the work for
the coal business, and the ice company’s
offize was used for the transaction of the
coal business, I thougit it was my busi-
ness, and, moreover, a duty, that I not
only owed myself but that I owed tomy
associates or fellow-stockholders, tofind
out something about it.

“Well, he buys charity ball tickets
and charges them to the expense ac-
count of the Cedar Lake Ice conipany;
he subseribes 5100 to the exposition
stock and charges the shine to the ex-
pense account of the Cedar Lake Ice
company: he subsecribes very fre-
quently to the Grand Army of the Re-
public, and charges the same io the ex-
pense account of the Cedar Lake Ice
company: he frequently goes to Chieago,
where our company has no business
whatever, and charges the expenses of
the trips to the expense account of the
Cedar Lake Ice company, and in a very
great many otber things, which I will
not mention at this time. he charges to
the expense aceount of the Cedar Lake
Ice company.”
