The English Press Says the Re-

sult Is Just Retribution for tho
Slight Upon Saekville.
London, Nov. The Times says :

"Though we believe that President
Cleveland's internal policy and his ad-
ministration are more remarkable for
capacity and uprightness than any-
thing to which Bepublicans can ooint in
recent years, we cannot profess" regret
at an event which may be regarded as
an appropriate penalty for his discred-
itable subservience to the meanest in-
fluences of American politics and his
culpable neglect of the decencies of in-
ternational intercourse.
