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§UPHEMEGUURT DECISIONS

Seven Important Cases Properly Set-
tled.

RAILROAD  COMPANIES  LIABLE.

Care Must Be Exercised in Preventing
Collisions and Maiming or Killing
Passengers.

Seven decisions were filed yesterday
by Judge Dickenson, of the supreme
court.

An important point of law was
decided in the suit, W. J. Godfrey, re-
spondent, vs. William J. Valentine,
appellant.

This was an appeal from an order de-
nying a motiop to set aside a judgment
entered against him in the district
court, August 1883, the defendant never
having appeared in the motion. The
motion raised the question of the juris-
diction of the court. After proper
proof of the non-residence of the de-
fendant, and of want ot knowledge as
to his place of residence, the summons
was published in the St. Paul
DALy Grope. and upon proof by
affidavit of such publication and of
the defendant’s default, the cause
was brought to hearing and judgment.
The asserted jurisdictional defeet is
that the sunmmons was not published
*‘once in each week” every six consecu-
tive weeks. as provided by the statue.
The affidavit of publication states that
the summons was published in the
GLOBE “‘for the period of six success-
ive weeks, commencing the 23rd day
of June, 1883, on which day it was first
published, and ending on the 4th of
August, 1883, on which day it was last
published.”” The affidavit is referred
to in the judgment itself as the proof of
service upon which the court enter-
tained jurisdiction.

Svllabus—The record:of judicial pro-
ceedings stating the manner in which
the summous was served (by publica-
tion) against a nou-resident defendant,
who was personally beyond the juris-
diction of the court. It will not be pre-
sumed that every proof of service was
made to the court than that shows in
the record and recited in the judgment,
nor that the court acquired juris-
diction unless that 1s afilrmatively
shown. Ullman vs. Lion, 8 Minn. 381,
and Golcher vs. Brisbin, 20 Minn. 453,
followed to the effect that proof publi-
cation for *'six suceessive weeks" does
not show tie publication to have been
made *once in each for the per period
named.” Carter vs. Jackson, 23 Minn.
268, overruled upon the ground that he
appeals in court after the rendition of
a judgment whieh is void for want of
jurisdietion is eifectual to render that
Judgment valid,

An mmportant decision affecting the
liability of railway companies was given
in the case of Margaret Flaherty, ad-
ministratrix of the estate of Michael
Flaherty, deceased, respondent, vs. the
Northern Pacifie Railway company,
and the Minneapolis & St. Louis Rail-
way ecompany. appellants.

Minneapolis & St. Louis Railway com-
pany appealed from an order overruling
its demurrer to the plaintiff. Plaintifi’s
intestate was a passenger upon a train
of the Northern Pacitic company, and
was killed in a collision with a St. Louis
train, the collision beink caused by the
negligent manner of the operation of
both trains.

Svllabus: “In an action against two
railroad companies for the killing of a
passenger in a train of ene of the de-
fendant’s in a collision with a train of
the other, a complaint alleging negli-
gence in the operation of both trains
held sufficient. ‘The negligence of the
carrier in whose train the deceased was
a passenger is not importable to him.
Such an action may Dbe maintained
jomntly against both the parties whose
concurrent. negiigence directly pro-
duced the one eveént complained of.
The court, in overruling the demurrer
to a complaint, allowed the defendant
to answer within ten days upon the con-
dition of going to trial at a term of courg
then being held. Held, that the impos-
ing of this condition was not the abuse
of discretion.”

A matter of interest fo creditors is
raised in the appeal of Williamn ‘P. Dale,
appellant. vs. Joseph P. Wilson and
Mary P, Wilson, respondents,

This action is sufficiently explained
by the syllabus: *“A judgment debror
who has neglected to exercise reason-
able diligence to enforee his judgment
until it has expired by statutory limita-
tion is not entitled to equitable relief to
enforee the satisfaction of the extinct
judgment. A judgment creditor who
accepted the barz statements of his
debtor as to his property. as to the good
faith of the parties in respect to a rec-

ord of incumbrances, without re-
sorting to the usual proceedings
provided for the discovery of

fraud, and to reach concealed property,
held to have been negligence. The !
rule excepting cases of trust from the
operation of statutes of limitation is not |
applicable fo a mere resulting trust.
The money judgment held recoverable
upon a former judgment, although no
case for equitable relief is shown.”

The appeal of August Erickson, re-
spondent, vs. Charles C. Bennett and

Jennie  Bennett, appellants, is] of
especial importance to real estate
buvers.

It is an action for damages for the

breach of a contract executed by the
defendants to the plaintiff, whereby the
former agree upon the payment of a
stipulated price to convey to the latter
a certain lot of land. The plaintiff paid
£125 of the purchase price, went into
possession under sthe contract, and
creeted a dwelling house theréon. He
was subsequently cvicted by a third
party, who was the real owner, the de-
fendants having mno title when they
made the contract, or, so far as appears,
had at any time,

Syllabus—Proof of false representa-
tions concerning his title by one con-
tracting to sell real estate, held to jus-
tify an averment of frand. In an aetion
by the vendor for the breach of such a
contract the recovery is not strietly lim-
ited to the amountof the purchase price
paid, with interest. In case of fraud, or
where one contracts to convey anything
that he has no title and cannot perform
on his part, the damages may be weas-
ured by the ordinary rule of compey
tion for the injary suffered, and
include reimbursements for improve-
ments put upon the estate.

Syllabus—*In an action for the re-

covery of the price of goods sold, nroof

that the purchase price was less than
that alleged in the compiaint held not |
to constitute a material variance.
